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AN ACT to amend Tennessee Code Annotated, Title 11; Title 38 and Title 68, relative to the
handling of human remains for law enforcement training.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF TENNESSEE:

SECTION 1. Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 11-6-118(a), is amended by adding the
following as a new subdivision:

(5) Import or export by state, county, or municipal law enforcement agencies for the
purpose of human remains detection training; provided, that the import and export of human
remains for human remains detection training must be conducted in accordance with best
practices and procedures regarding:

(A) The secure storage of human remains;

(B) The use of human remains as a training aid for human remains detection
training; and

(C) Proper disposal methods for human remains after the remains are no
longer being used as a training aid.

SECTION 2. This act takes effect upon becoming a law, the public welfare requiring it.
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
