AN ACT to amend Tennessee Code Annotated, Title 55, Chapter 10 and Title 55, Chapter 8, relative 
to speeding offenses. 

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF TENNESSEE: 

SECTION 1. Tennessee Code Annotated, Title 55, Chapter 8, Part 2, is amended by adding 
the following as a new section: 

A person who is charged with speeding and subsequently convicted and who 
successfully completes a department-approved defensive driving course within ninety (90) 
days of the conviction shall have the points charged to the person's driving record for the 
speeding conviction removed; provided, that five (5) points is the maximum number of points 
that may be removed from the person's driving record. This section may be applied to only 
one (1) speeding offense for each driving course completed and only once in a four-year 
period. 

SECTION 2. This act takes effect July 1, 2022, the public welfare requiring it. 
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
