AN ACT to amend Tennessee Code Annotated, Title 8, Chapter 4 and Tifle 40, Chapter 33, part 2,
relative to civil asset forfeiture proceeds.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF TENNESSEE:

SECTION 1. Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 4}-3g-210(a), is amended by adding thefollowing as a new, appropriately designated subdivision:

How proceeds derived from forfeited assets are used by the department;

SECTION 2. Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 4O-33-2i6, is amended by adding thefollowing new subsection:

(c) The infonnation reported by the department in Section 1 and to the department inSection 3 shall be made accessible to the public on the department's website tnroujn aprominent link provided on the home page.

SECTION 3. Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 40-33-211(a), is amended by designatingthe existing language as subdivision (a)(1) and by adding the following ffi rrOOiui.ion,

(2) The comptrolle/s regular audit of a local government shall also include howproceeds derived from forfeited assets are used by county or municipal law enforcement orby a judicial district drug task force. The comptroller of the treasury shall provide information
obtained during an audit pursuant to this subdivision (aX2) to the i"p"rtr"nt for publication
on the department's website in accordance with 5 +o-is-zr'01c1.
