AN ACT to amend Tennessee Code Annotated, Title 49, relative to instruction.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF TENNESSEE:
SECTION 1. This act is known and may be cited as the "Baby Olivia Act."

SECTION 2. Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 49-6-1304, is amended by adding the
following as a new subsection:

(c) A family life curriculum that directly or indirectly addresses human growth,
human development, or human sexuality must include the presentation of a high-quality,
computer-generated animation or high-definition ultrasound of at least three (3) minutes
in duration that shows the development of the brain, heart, and other vital organs in early
fetal development, such as "Meet Baby Olivia,” a high-quality, computer-generated
animation developed by Live Action that shows the process of fertilization and the stages
of human development inside the uterus.

SECTION 3. This act takes effect upon becoming a law, the public welfare requiring it,
and applies to the 2024-2025 school year and each school year thereafter.
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
