SEC. 8039. During the current fiscal year, amounts 3

contained in the Department of Defense Overseas Military 4

Facility Investment Recovery Account shall be available 5

until expended for the payments specified by section 6

2687a(b)(2) of title 10, United States Code.

SEC. 701. No department, agency, or instrumentality 5

of the United States receiving appropriated funds under 6

this or any other Act for fiscal year 2022 shall obligate or 7

expend any such funds, unless such department, agency, or 8

instrumentality has in place, and will continue to admin-9

ister in good faith, a written policy designed to ensure that 10

all of its workplaces are free from the illegal use, possession, 11

or distribution of controlled substances (as defined in the 12

Controlled Substances Act (21 U.S.C. 802)) by the officers 13

and employees of such department, agency, or instrumen-14

tality. 15

SEC. 702. Unless otherwise specifically provided, the 16

maximum amount allowable during the current fiscal year 17

in accordance with subsection 1343(c) of title 31, United 18

States Code, for the purchase of any passenger motor vehicle 19

(exclusive of buses, ambulances, law enforcement vehicles, 20

protective vehicles, and undercover surveillance vehicles), is 21

hereby fixed at $19,947 except station wagons for which the 22

maximum shall be $19,997: Provided, That these limits 23

may be exceeded by not to exceed $7,250 for police-type vehi-24

cles: Provided further, That the limits set forth in this sec-25

(A) completes a new assessment of the local 7

labor market by— 8

(i) listing job orders in local news-9

papers on 2 separate Sundays; and 10

(ii) posting the job opportunity on the 11

appropriate Department of Labor Elec-12

tronic Job Registry and at the employer’s 13

place of employment; and 14

(B) offers the job to an equally or better 15

qualified United States worker who— 16

(i) applies for the job; and 17

(ii) will be available at the time and 18

place of need. 19

(3) EXEMPTION FROM RULES WITH RESPECT TO 20

STAGGERING.—The Secretary of Labor shall not con-21

sider an employer in the seafood industry who brings 22

SEC. 110. The determination of prevailing wage for 8

the purposes of the H–2B program shall be the greater of— 9

(1) the actual wage level paid by the employer to other em-10

ployees with similar experience and qualifications for such 11

position in the same location; or (2) the prevailing wage 12

level for the occupational classification of the position in 13

the geographic area in which the H–2B nonimmigrant will 14

be employed, based on the best information available at the 15

time of filing the petition. In the determination of pre-16

vailing wage for the purposes of the H–2B program, the 17

Secretary shall accept private wage surveys even in in-18

stances where Occupational Employment Statistics survey 19

data are available unless the Secretary determines that the 20

methodology and data in the provided survey are not statis-21

tically supported.

branch of any State or local government itself. 3

(b) No part of any appropriation contained in this 4

Expenses’’; and the Chairman of the National Mediation 8

Board is authorized to make available for official reception 9

and representation expenses not to exceed $5,000 from funds 10

available for ‘‘National Mediation Board, Salaries and Ex-11

penses’’.

eral (IG) for the agency receiving the transfer or allocation 21

of such funds, or other entity with audit responsibility if 22

PROHIBITION AND LIMITATION ON CERTAIN EXPENSES 7

travel by employees of United States Government depart-10

ments and agencies funded by this Act in contravention of 11

section 301–10.122 through 301–10.124 of title 41, Code of 12

Federal Regulations. 13

(b) COMPUTER NETWORKS.—None of the funds made 14

available by this Act for the operating expenses of any 15

United States Government department or agency may be 16

used to establish or maintain a computer network for use 17

by such department or agency unless such network has fil-18

ters designed to block access to sexually explicit websites: 19

Provided, That nothing in this subsection shall limit the 20

use of funds necessary for any Federal, State, tribal, or local 21

law enforcement agency, or any other entity carrying out 22

the following activities: criminal investigations, prosecu-23

tions, and adjudications; administrative discipline; and the 24
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monitoring of such websites undertaken as part of official 1

business. 2

(c) PROHIBITION ON PROMOTION OF TOBACCO.—None 3

of the funds made available by this Act shall be available 4

to promote the sale or export of tobacco or tobacco products 5

(including electronic nicotine delivery systems), or to seek 6

the reduction or removal by any foreign country of restric-7

tions on the marketing of tobacco or tobacco products (in-8

cluding electronic nicotine delivery systems), except for re-9

strictions which are not applied equally to all tobacco or 10

tobacco products (including electronic nicotine delivery sys-11

tems) of the same type. 12

(d) EMAIL SERVERS OUTSIDE THE .GOV DOMAIN.— 13

None of the funds appropriated by this Act under the head-14

ings ‘‘Diplomatic Programs’’ and ‘‘Capital Investment 15

Fund’’ in title I, and ‘‘Operating Expenses’’ and ‘‘Capital 16

Investment Fund’’ in title II that are made available to 17

the Department of State and the United States Agency for 18

International Development may be made available to sup-19

port the use or establishment of email accounts or email 20

servers created outside the .gov domain or not fitted for 21

automated records management as part of a Federal gov-22

ernment records management program in contravention of 23

the Presidential and Federal Records Act Amendments of 24

2014 (Public Law 113–187). 25
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(e) REPRESENTATION AND ENTERTAINMENT EX-1

PENSES.—Each Federal department, agency, or entity 2

funded in titles I or II of this Act, and the Department 3

of the Treasury and independent agencies funded in titles 4

III or VI of this Act, shall take steps to ensure that domestic 5

and overseas representation and entertainment expenses 6

further official agency business and United States foreign 7

policy interests, and— 8

(1) are primarily for fostering relations outside 9

of the Executive Branch; 10

(2) are principally for meals and events of a 11

protocol nature; 12

(3) are not for employee-only events; and 13

(4) do not include activities that are substan-14

tially of a recreational character. 15

(f) LIMITATIONS ON ENTERTAINMENT EXPENSES.— 16

None of the funds appropriated or otherwise made available 17

AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS 5

that assistance provided by the United States shall be ex-9

priate, to improve Federal records management pur-24

(3) direct departing employees, including senior 4

officials, that all Federal records generated by such 5

employees belong to the Federal Government; 6

(4) substantially reduce, compared to the pre-7

vious fiscal year, the response time for identifying 8

and retrieving Federal records, including requests 9

made pursuant to section 552 of title 5, United States 10

Code (commonly known as the ‘‘Freedom of Informa-11

tion Act’’); and 12

(5) strengthen cybersecurity measures to mitigate 13

vulnerabilities, including those resulting from the use 14

of personal email accounts or servers outside the .gov 15

domain, improve the process to identify and remove 16

inactive user accounts, update and enforce guidance 17

related to the control of national security informa-18

tion, and implement the recommendations of the ap-19

plicable reports of the cognizant Office of Inspector 20

General. 21

USE OF FUNDS IN CONTRAVENTION OF THIS ACT 22

SEC. 7017. If the President makes a determination not 23

to comply with any provision of this Act on constitutional 24

grounds, the head of the relevant Federal agency shall notify 25
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the Committees on Appropriations in writing within 5 days 1

of such determination, the basis for such determination and 2

any resulting changes to program or policy. 3

PROHIBITION ON FUNDING FOR ABORTIONS AND 4

INVOLUNTARY STERILIZATION 5

SEC. 7018. None of the funds made available to carry 6

out part I of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as amend-7

ed, may be used to pay for the performance of abortions 8

as a method of family planning or to motivate or coerce 9

any person to practice abortions. None of the funds made 10

available to carry out part I of the Foreign Assistance Act 11

of 1961, as amended, may be used to pay for the perform-12

ance of involuntary sterilization as a method of family 13

planning or to coerce or provide any financial incentive 14

to any person to undergo sterilizations. None of the funds 15

made available to carry out part I of the Foreign Assistance 16

Act of 1961, as amended, may be used to pay for any bio-17

medical research which relates in whole or in part, to meth-18

ods of, or the performance of, abortions or involuntary steri-19

lization as a means of family planning. None of the funds 20

made available to carry out part I of the Foreign Assistance 21

Act of 1961, as amended, may be obligated or expended for 22

any country or organization if the President certifies that 23

the use of these funds by any such country or organization 24
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would violate any of the above provisions related to abor-1

tions and involuntary sterilizations. 2

ALLOCATIONS AND REPORTS 3

SEC. 7019. (a) ALLOCATION TABLES.—Subject to sub-4

section (b), funds appropriated by this Act under titles III 5

through V shall be made available in the amounts specifi-6

cally designated in the respective tables included in the ex-7

planatory statement described in section 4 (in the matter 8

preceding division A of this consolidated Act): Provided, 9

That such designated amounts for foreign countries and 10

international organizations shall serve as the amounts for 11

such countries and international organizations transmitted 12

to Congress in the report required by section 653(a) of the 13

Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, and shall be made available 14

for such foreign countries and international organizations 15

notwithstanding the date of the transmission of such report. 16

(b) AUTHORIZED DEVIATIONS.—Unless otherwise pro-17

vided for by this Act, the Secretary of State and the Admin-18

istrator of the United States Agency for International De-19

velopment, as applicable, may only deviate up to 10 percent 20

from the amounts specifically designated in the respective 21

tables included in the explanatory statement described in 22

section 4 (in the matter preceding division A of this consoli-23

dated Act): Provided, That such percentage may be exceeded 24

only if the Secretary of State or USAID Administrator, as 25
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applicable, determines and reports in writing to the Com-1

mittees on Appropriations on a case-by-case basis that such 2

deviation is necessary to respond to significant, exigent, or 3

unforeseen events, or to address other exceptional cir-4

cumstances directly related to the national security interest 5

of the United States, including a description of such events 6

or circumstances: Provided further, That deviations pursu-7

ant to the preceding proviso shall be subject to prior con-8

sultation with, and the regular notification procedures of, 9

the Committees on Appropriations. 10

(c) LIMITATION.—For specifically designated amounts 11

that are included, pursuant to subsection (a), in the report 12

required by section 653(a) of the Foreign Assistance Act of 13

1961, deviations authorized by subsection (b) may only take 14

place after submission of such report.

in House Report 117–84 and the explanatory statement de-22

scribed in section 4 (in the matter preceding division A of 23

this consolidated Act), unless directed otherwise in such ex-24

planatory statement. 25
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(f) CLARIFICATION.—Funds appropriated by this Act 1

under the headings ‘‘International Disaster Assistance’’ and 2

‘‘Migration and Refugee Assistance’’ shall not be included 3

for purposes of meeting amounts designated for countries 4

in this Act, unless such headings are specifically designated 5

as the source of funds. 6

MULTI-YEAR PLEDGES 7

SEC. 7020. None of the funds appropriated or other-8

wise made available by this Act may be used to make any 9

pledge for future year funding for any multilateral or bilat-10

eral program funded in titles III through VI of this Act 11

unless such pledge was: (1) previously justified, including 12

the projected future year costs, in a congressional budget 13

justification; (2) included in an Act making appropriations 14

for the Department of State, foreign operations, and related 15

programs or previously authorized by an Act of Congress; 16

(3) notified in accordance with the regular notification pro-17

cedures of the Committees on Appropriations, including the 18

projected future year costs; or (4) the subject of prior con-19

sultation with the Committees on Appropriations and such 20

consultation was conducted at least 7 days in advance of 21

the pledge.

SEC. 7021. (a) LETHAL MILITARY EQUIPMENT EX-3

PORTS.— 4

(1) PROHIBITION.—None of the funds appro-5

priated or otherwise made available under titles III 6

through VI of this Act may be made available to any 7

foreign government which provides lethal military 8

equipment to a country the government of which the 9

Secretary of State has determined supports inter-10

national terrorism for purposes of section 1754(c) of 11

the Export Reform Control Act of 2018 (50 U.S.C. 12

4813(c)): Provided, That the prohibition under this 13

section with respect to a foreign government shall ter-14

minate 12 months after that government ceases to 15

provide such military equipment: Provided further, 16

That this section applies with respect to lethal mili-17

tary equipment provided under a contract entered 18

into after October 1, 1997. 19

(2) DETERMINATION.—Assistance restricted by 20

paragraph (1) or any other similar provision of law, 21

may be furnished if the President determines that to 22

do so is important to the national interest of the 23

United States. 24
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(3) REPORT.—Whenever the President makes a 1

determination pursuant to paragraph (2), the Presi-2

dent shall submit to the Committees on Appropria-3

tions a report with respect to the furnishing of such 4

assistance, including a detailed explanation of the as-5

sistance to be provided, the estimated dollar amount 6

of such assistance, and an explanation of how the as-7

sistance furthers the United States national interest. 8

(b) BILATERAL ASSISTANCE.— 9

(1) LIMITATIONS.—Funds appropriated for bi-10

lateral assistance in titles III through VI of this Act 11

and funds appropriated under any such title in prior 12

Acts making appropriations for the Department of 13

State, foreign operations, and related programs, shall 14

not be made available to any foreign government 15

which the President determines— 16

(A) grants sanctuary from prosecution to 17

any individual or group which has committed 18

an act of international terrorism; 19

(B) otherwise supports international ter-20

rorism; or 21

(C) is controlled by an organization des-22

ignated as a terrorist organization under section 23

219 of the Immigration and Nationality Act (8 24

U.S.C. 1189). 25
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(2) WAIVER.—The President may waive the ap-1

plication of paragraph (1) to a government if the 2

President determines that national security or hu-3

manitarian reasons justify such waiver: Provided, 4

That the President shall publish each such waiver in 5

the Federal Register and, at least 15 days before the 6

waiver takes effect, shall notify the Committees on Ap-7

propriations of the waiver (including the justification 8

for the waiver) in accordance with the regular notifi-9

cation procedures of the Committees on Appropria-10

tions. 11

AUTHORIZATION REQUIREMENTS 12

SEC. 7022. Funds appropriated by this Act, except 13

funds appropriated under the heading ‘‘Trade and Develop-14

ment Agency’’, may be obligated and expended notwith-15

standing section 10 of Public Law 91–672 (22 U.S.C. 16

2412), section 15 of the State Department Basic Authorities 17

Act of 1956 (22 U.S.C. 2680), section 313 of the Foreign 18

Relations Authorization Act, Fiscal Years 1994 and 1995 19

(22 U.S.C. 6212), and section 504(a)(1) of the National Se-20

curity Act of 1947 (50 U.S.C. 3094(a)(1)). 21

DEFINITION OF PROGRAM, PROJECT, AND ACTIVITY 22

SEC. 7023. For the purpose of titles II through VI of 23

this Act ‘‘program, project, and activity’’ shall be defined 24

at the appropriations Act account level and shall include 25
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all appropriations and authorizations Acts funding direc-1

tives, ceilings, and limitations with the exception that for 2

the ‘‘Economic Support Fund’’, ‘‘Assistance for Europe, 3

Eurasia and Central Asia’’, and ‘‘Foreign Military Financ-4

ing Program’’ accounts, ‘‘program, project, and activity’’ 5

shall also be considered to include country, regional, and 6

central program level funding within each such account, 7

and for the development assistance accounts of the United 8

States Agency for International Development, ‘‘program, 9

project, and activity’’ shall also be considered to include 10

central, country, regional, and program level funding, ei-11

(1) justified to Congress; or 13

(2) allocated by the Executive Branch in accord-14

ance with the report required by section 653(a) of the 15

Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 or as modified pursu-16

ant to section 7019 of this Act. 17

AUTHORITIES FOR THE PEACE CORPS, INTER-AMERICAN 18

FOUNDATION, AND UNITED STATES AFRICAN DEVELOP-19

MENT FOUNDATION 20

SEC. 7024. Unless expressly provided to the contrary, 21

provisions of this or any other Act, including provisions 22

contained in prior Acts authorizing or making appropria-23

tions for the Department of State, foreign operations, and 24

related programs, shall not be construed to prohibit activi-25
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ties authorized by or conducted under the Peace Corps Act, 1

the Inter-American Foundation Act, or the African Devel-2

opment Foundation Act: Provided, That prior to con-3

ducting activities in a country for which assistance is pro-4

hibited, the agency shall consult with the Committees on 5

Appropriations and report to such Committees within 15 6

days of taking such action. 7
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COMMERCE, TRADE AND SURPLUS COMMODITIES 1

SEC. 7025. (a) WORLD MARKETS.—None of the funds 2

appropriated or made available pursuant to titles III 3

through VI of this Act for direct assistance and none of the 4

funds otherwise made available to the Export-Import Bank 5

and the United States International Development Finance 6

Corporation shall be obligated or expended to finance any 7

loan, any assistance, or any other financial commitments 8

for establishing or expanding production of any commodity 9

for export by any country other than the United States, 10

if the commodity is likely to be in surplus on world markets 11

at the time the resulting productive capacity is expected to 12

become operative and if the assistance will cause substantial 13

injury to United States producers of the same, similar, or 14

competing commodity: Provided, That such prohibition 15

shall not apply to the Export-Import Bank if in the judg-16

ment of its Board of Directors the benefits to industry and 17

employment in the United States are likely to outweigh the 18

injury to United States producers of the same, similar, or 19

competing commodity, and the Chairman of the Board so 20

notifies the Committees on Appropriations: Provided fur-21

ther, That this subsection shall not prohibit— 22

(1) activities in a country that is eligible for as-23

sistance from the International Development Associa-24

tion, is not eligible for assistance from the Inter-25
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national Bank for Reconstruction and Development, 1

and does not export on a consistent basis the agricul-2

tural commodity with respect to which assistance is 3

furnished; or 4

(2) activities in a country the President deter-5

mines is recovering from widespread conflict, a hu-6

manitarian crisis, or a complex emergency. 7

(b) EXPORTS.—None of the funds appropriated by this 8

or any other Act to carry out chapter 1 of part I of the 9

Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 shall be available for any 10

testing or breeding feasibility study, variety improvement 11

or introduction, consultancy, publication, conference, or 12

training in connection with the growth or production in 13

a foreign country of an agricultural commodity for export 14

which would compete with a similar commodity grown or 15

produced in the United States: Provided, That this sub-16

section shall not prohibit— 17

(1) activities designed to increase food security 18

in developing countries where such activities will not 19

have a significant impact on the export of agricul-20

tural commodities of the United States; 21

(2) research activities intended primarily to ben-22

efit United States producers; 23

(3) activities in a country that is eligible for as-24

sistance from the International Development Associa-25
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tion, is not eligible for assistance from the Inter-1

national Bank for Reconstruction and Development, 2

and does not export on a consistent basis the agricul-3

tural commodity with respect to which assistance is 4

furnished; or 5

(4) activities in a country the President deter-6

mines is recovering from widespread conflict, a hu-7

manitarian crisis, or a complex emergency. 8

(c) INTERNATIONAL FINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS.—The 9

Secretary of the Treasury shall instruct the United States 10

executive director of each international financial institu-11

tion to use the voice and vote of the United States to oppose 12

any assistance by such institution, using funds appro-13

priated or otherwise made available by this Act, for the pro-14

duction or extraction of any commodity or mineral for ex-15

port, if it is in surplus on world markets and if the assist-16

ance will cause substantial injury to United States pro-17

ducers of the same, similar, or competing commodity. 18

SEPARATE ACCOUNTS 19

SEC. 7026. (a) SEPARATE ACCOUNTS FOR LOCAL CUR-20

RENCIES.— 21

(1) AGREEMENTS.—If assistance is furnished to 22

the government of a foreign country under chapters 1 23

and 10 of part I or chapter 4 of part II of the For-24

eign Assistance Act of 1961 under agreements which 25
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result in the generation of local currencies of that 1

country, the Administrator of the United States Agen-2

cy for International Development shall— 3

(A) require that local currencies be depos-4

ited in a separate account established by that 5

government; 6

(B) enter into an agreement with that gov-7

ernment which sets forth— 8

(i) the amount of the local currencies 9

to be generated; and 10

(ii) the terms and conditions under 11

which the currencies so deposited may be 12

utilized, consistent with this section; and 13

(C) establish by agreement with that gov-14

ernment the responsibilities of USAID and that 15

government to monitor and account for deposits 16

into and disbursements from the separate ac-17

count. 18

(2) USES OF LOCAL CURRENCIES.—As may be 19

agreed upon with the foreign government, local cur-20

rencies deposited in a separate account pursuant to 21

subsection (a), or an equivalent amount of local cur-22

rencies, shall be used only— 23

(A) to carry out chapter 1 or 10 of part I 24

or chapter 4 of part II of the Foreign Assistance 25
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Act of 1961 (as the case may be), for such pur-1

poses as— 2

(i) project and sector assistance activi-3

ties; or 4

(ii) debt and deficit financing; or 5

(B) for the administrative requirements of 6

the United States Government. 7

(3) PROGRAMMING ACCOUNTABILITY.—USAID 8

shall take all necessary steps to ensure that the equiv-9

alent of the local currencies disbursed pursuant to 10

subsection (a)(2)(A) from the separate account estab-11

lished pursuant to subsection (a)(1) are used for the 12

purposes agreed upon pursuant to subsection (a)(2). 13

(4) TERMINATION OF ASSISTANCE PROGRAMS.— 14

Upon termination of assistance to a country under 15

chapter 1 or 10 of part I or chapter 4 of part II of 16

the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 (as the case may 17

be), any unencumbered balances of funds which re-18

main in a separate account established pursuant to 19

subsection (a) shall be disposed of for such purposes 20

as may be agreed to by the government of that coun-21

try and the United States Government. 22

(b) SEPARATE ACCOUNTS FOR CASH TRANSFERS.— 23

(1) IN GENERAL.—If assistance is made avail-24

able to the government of a foreign country, under 25
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chapter 1 or 10 of part I or chapter 4 of part II of 1

the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as cash transfer 2

assistance or as nonproject sector assistance, that 3

country shall be required to maintain such funds in 4

a separate account and not commingle with any other 5

funds. 6

(2) APPLICABILITY OF OTHER PROVISIONS OF 7

LAW.—Such funds may be obligated and expended 8

notwithstanding provisions of law which are incon-9

sistent with the nature of this assistance, including 10

provisions which are referenced in the Joint Explana-11

tory Statement of the Committee of Conference accom-12

panying House Joint Resolution 648 (House Report 13

No. 98–1159). 14

(3) NOTIFICATION.—At least 15 days prior to ob-15

ligating any such cash transfer or nonproject sector 16

assistance, the President shall submit a notification 17

through the regular notification procedures of the 18

Committees on Appropriations, which shall include a 19

detailed description of how the funds proposed to be 20

made available will be used, with a discussion of the 21

United States interests that will be served by such as-22

sistance (including, as appropriate, a description of 23

the economic policy reforms that will be promoted by 24

such assistance). 25
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(4) EXEMPTION.—Nonproject sector assistance 1

funds may be exempt from the requirements of para-2

graph (1) only through the regular notification proce-3

dures of the Committees on Appropriations. 4

ELIGIBILITY FOR ASSISTANCE 5

SEC. 7027. (a) ASSISTANCE THROUGH NONGOVERN-6

MENTAL ORGANIZATIONS.—Restrictions contained in this 7

or any other Act with respect to assistance for a country 8

shall not be construed to restrict assistance in support of 9

programs of nongovernmental organizations from funds ap-10

propriated by this Act to carry out the provisions of chap-11

ters 1, 10, 11, and 12 of part I and chapter 4 of part II 12

of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 and from funds ap-13

propriated under the heading ‘‘Assistance for Europe, Eur-14

asia and Central Asia’’: Provided, That before using the au-15

thority of this subsection to furnish assistance in support 16

of programs of nongovernmental organizations, the Presi-17

dent shall notify the Committees on Appropriations pursu-18

ant to the regular notification procedures, including a de-19

scription of the program to be assisted, the assistance to 20

be provided, and the reasons for furnishing such assistance: 21

Provided further, That nothing in this subsection shall be 22

construed to alter any existing statutory prohibitions 23

against abortion or involuntary sterilizations contained in 24

this or any other Act. 25
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(b) PUBLIC LAW 480.—During fiscal year 2022, re-1

strictions contained in this or any other Act with respect 2

to assistance for a country shall not be construed to restrict 3

assistance under the Food for Peace Act (Public Law 83– 4

480; 7 U.S.C. 1721 et seq.): Provided, That none of the 5

funds appropriated to carry out title I of such Act and 6

made available pursuant to this subsection may be obligated 7

or expended except as provided through the regular notifica-8

tion procedures of the Committees on Appropriations. 9

(c) EXCEPTION.—This section shall not apply— 10

(1) with respect to section 620A of the Foreign 11

Assistance Act of 1961 or any comparable provision 12

of law prohibiting assistance to countries that support 13

international terrorism; or 14

(2) with respect to section 116 of the Foreign As-15

sistance Act of 1961 or any comparable provision of 16

law prohibiting assistance to the government of a 17

country that violates internationally recognized 18

human rights. 19

DISABILITY PROGRAMS 20

SEC. 7028. (a) ASSISTANCE.—Of the funds appro-21

priated by this Act under the heading ‘‘Development Assist-22

ance’’, not less than $15,000,000 shall be made available 23

for programs and activities administered by the United 24

States Agency for International Development to address the 25
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needs and protect and promote the rights of people with 1

disabilities in developing countries, including initiatives 2

that focus on independent living, economic self-sufficiency, 3

advocacy, education, employment, transportation, sports, 4

political and electoral participation, and integration of in-5

dividuals with disabilities, including for the cost of trans-6

lation: Provided, That funds shall be made available to sup-7

port disability rights advocacy organizations in developing 8

countries. 9

(b) MANAGEMENT, OVERSIGHT, AND TECHNICAL SUP-10

PORT.—Of the funds made available pursuant to this sec-11

tion, 5 percent may be used by USAID for management, 12

oversight, and technical support. 13

INTERNATIONAL FINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS 14

SEC. 7029. (a) EVALUATIONS.—The Secretary of the 15

Treasury shall instruct the United States executive director 16

of each international financial institution to use the voice 17

of the United States to encourage such institution to adopt 18

and implement a publicly available policy, including the 19

strategic use of peer reviews and external experts, to conduct 20

independent, in-depth evaluations of the effectiveness of at 21

least 35 percent of all loans, grants, programs, and signifi-22

cant analytical non-lending activities in advancing the in-23

stitution’s goals of reducing poverty and promoting equi-24

table economic growth, consistent with relevant safeguards, 25
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to ensure that decisions to support such loans, grants, pro-1

grams, and activities are based on accurate data and objec-2

tive analysis. 3

(b) SAFEGUARDS.— 4

(1) STANDARD.—The Secretary of the Treasury 5

shall instruct the United States Executive Director of 6

the International Bank for Reconstruction and Devel-7

opment and the International Development Associa-8

tion to use the voice and vote of the United States to 9

oppose any loan, grant, policy, or strategy if such in-10

stitution has adopted and is implementing any social 11

or environmental safeguard relevant to such loan, 12

grant, policy, or strategy that provides less protection 13

than World Bank safeguards in effect on September 14

30, 2015. 15

(2) ACCOUNTABILITY, STANDARDS, AND BEST 16

PRACTICES.—The Secretary of the Treasury shall in-17

struct the United States executive director of each 18

international financial institution to use the voice 19

and vote of the United States to oppose loans or other 20

financing for projects unless such projects— 21

(A) provide for accountability and trans-22

parency, including the collection, verification, 23

and publication of beneficial ownership informa-24
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tion related to extractive industries and on-site 1

monitoring during the life of the project; 2

(B) will be developed and carried out in ac-3

cordance with best practices regarding environ-4

mental conservation, cultural protection, and 5

empowerment of local populations, including 6

free, prior and informed consent of affected In-7

digenous communities; 8

(C) do not provide incentives for, or facili-9

tate, forced displacement or other violations of 10

human rights; and 11

(D) do not partner with or otherwise in-12

volve enterprises owned or controlled by the 13

armed forces. 14

(c) COMPENSATION.—None of the funds appropriated 15

under title V of this Act may be made as payment to any 16

international financial institution while the United States 17

executive director to such institution is compensated by the 18

institution at a rate which, together with whatever com-19

pensation such executive director receives from the United 20

States, is in excess of the rate provided for an individual 21

occupying a position at level IV of the Executive Schedule 22

under section 5315 of title 5, United States Code, or while 23

any alternate United States executive director to such insti-24

tution is compensated by the institution at a rate in excess 25
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of the rate provided for an individual occupying a position 1

at level V of the Executive Schedule under section 5316 of 2

title 5, United States Code. 3

(d) HUMAN RIGHTS.—The Secretary of the Treasury 4

shall instruct the United States executive director of each 5

international financial institution to use the voice and vote 6

of the United States to promote human rights due diligence 7

and risk management, as appropriate, in connection with 8

any loan, grant, policy, or strategy of such institution in 9

accordance with the requirements specified under this sub-10

section in House Report 117–84: Provided, That prior to 11

voting on any such loan, grant, policy, or strategy the exec-12

utive director shall consult with the Assistant Secretary for 13

practicable, beneficial ownership information (excluding 6

proprietary information) for any corporation or limited li-7

ability company, other than a publicly listed company, that 8

receives funds from any such financial institution.

for programs to prevent atrocities: Provided, That funds 19

made available pursuant to this subsection are in addition 20

to amounts otherwise made available for such purposes: 21

Provided further, That such funds shall be subject to the 22

regular notification procedures of the Committees on Appro-23

priations.

(B) Section 514(b)(2)(A) of the Foreign Assist-8

(4) COMMERCIAL LEASING OF DEFENSE ARTI-12

(2) the Palestinian Authority (or the governing 7

entity of a new Palestinian state) is working with 8

other countries in the region to vigorously pursue ef-9

forts to establish a just, lasting, and comprehensive 10

peace in the Middle East that will enable Israel and 11

an independent Palestinian state to exist within the 12

context of full and normal relationships, which should 13

include— 14

(A) termination of all claims or states of 15

belligerency; 16

(B) respect for and acknowledgment of the 17

sovereignty, territorial integrity, and political 18

independence of every state in the area through 19

measures including the establishment of demili-20

tarized zones; 21

(C) their right to live in peace within secure 22

and recognized boundaries free from threats or 23

acts of force; 24
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(D) freedom of navigation through inter-1

national waterways in the area; and 2

(E) a framework for achieving a just settle-3

ment of the refugee problem. 4

(b) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of Congress 5

that the governing entity should enact a constitution assur-6

ing the rule of law, an independent judiciary, and respect 7

for human rights for its citizens, and should enact other 8

laws and regulations assuring transparent and accountable 9

governance. 10

(c) WAIVER.—The President may waive subsection (a) 11

if the President determines that it is important to the na-12

tional security interest of the United States to do so.

ASSISTANCE FOR THE WEST BANK AND GAZA 3

SEC. 7039. (a) OVERSIGHT.—For fiscal year 2022, 30 4

days prior to the initial obligation of funds for the bilateral 5

West Bank and Gaza Program, the Secretary of State shall 6

certify to the Committees on Appropriations that proce-7

dures have been established to assure the Comptroller Gen-8

eral of the United States will have access to appropriate 9

United States financial information in order to review the 10

uses of United States assistance for the Program funded 11

under the heading ‘‘Economic Support Fund’’ for the West 12

Bank and Gaza.

(d) OVERSIGHT BY THE UNITED STATES AGENCY FOR 14

INTERNATIONAL DEVELOPMENT.— 15

(1) The Administrator of the United States 16

Agency for International Development shall ensure 17

that Federal or non-Federal audits of all contractors 18

and grantees, and significant subcontractors and sub- 19

grantees, under the West Bank and Gaza Program, 20

are conducted at least on an annual basis to ensure, 21

among other things, compliance with this section.

7040. (a) PROHIBITION OF FUNDS.—None of the 3

funds appropriated by this Act to carry out the provisions 4

of chapter 4 of part II of the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961 5

may be obligated or expended with respect to providing 6

funds to the Palestinian Authority. 7

(b) WAIVER.—The prohibition included in subsection 8

(a) shall not apply if the President certifies in writing to 9

the Speaker of the House of Representatives, the President 10

pro tempore of the Senate, and the Committees on Appro-11

priations that waiving such prohibition is important to the 12

national security interest of the United States.

to Hamas or any entity effectively controlled by 22

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ment with Hamas and over which Hamas exercises 1

undue influence.

(2) Notwithstanding the limitation of paragraph 3

(1), assistance may be provided to a power-sharing 4

made available for assistance for the Government of 16

Egypt if the Secretary of State certifies and reports 17

available for higher education programs, including 4

not less than $15,000,000 for scholarships for Egyp-5

tian students with high financial need to attend not- 6

for-profit institutions of higher education in Egypt 7

that are currently accredited by a regional accred-8

iting agency recognized by the United States Depart-9

ment of Education, or meets standards equivalent to 10

those required for United States institutional accredi-11

tation by a regional accrediting agency recognized by 12

such Department: Provided, That such funds shall be 13

made available for democracy programs, and for de-14

velopment programs in the Sinai. 15

(3) FOREIGN MILITARY FINANCING PROGRAM.— 16

(A) CERTIFICATION.—Of the funds appro-17

priated by this Act under the heading ‘‘Foreign 18

Military Financing Program’’, $1,300,000,000, 19

to remain available until September 30, 2023, 20

should be made available for assistance for 21

Egypt: Provided, That such funds may be trans-22

ferred to an interest bearing account in the Fed-23

eral Reserve Bank of New York, following con-24

sultation with the Committees on Appropria-25
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tions, and the uses of any interest earned on 1

such funds shall be subject to the regular notifi-2

cation procedures of the Committees on Appro-3

priations: Provided further, That $235,000,000 4

of such funds shall be withheld from obligation 5

until the Secretary of State certifies and reports 6

to the Committees on Appropriations that the 7

Government of Egypt is taking sustained and ef-8

fective steps to— 9

(i) strengthen the rule of law, demo-10

cratic institutions, and human rights in 11

Egypt, including to protect religious mi-12

norities and the rights of women, which are 13

in addition to steps taken during the pre-14

vious calendar year for such purposes; 15

(ii) implement reforms that protect 16

freedoms of expression, association, and 17

peaceful assembly, including the ability of 18

civil society organizations, human rights 19

defenders, and the media to function with-20

out interference; 21

(iii) hold Egyptian security forces ac-22

countable, including officers credibly alleged 23

to have violated human rights; 24
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(iv) investigate and prosecute cases of 1

extrajudicial killings and forced disappear-2

ances; and 3

(v) provide regular access for United 4

States officials to monitor such assistance 5

in areas where the assistance is used: 6

Provided further, That the certification require-7

ment of this paragraph shall not apply to funds 8

appropriated by this Act under such heading for 9

counterterrorism, border security, and non-10

proliferation programs for Egypt. 11

(B) WAIVER.—The Secretary of State may 12

waive the certification requirement in subpara-13

graph (A) if the Secretary determines and re-14

ports to the Committees on Appropriations that 15

to do so is important to the national security in-16

terest of the United States, and submits a report 17

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nomic Support Fund’’, and ‘‘Nonproliferation, Anti- 1

terrorism, Demining and Related Programs’’ shall be 2

made available for the programs and activities de-3

scribed under this section in House Report 117–84. 4

(2) REPORTS.— 5

(A) SEMI-ANNUAL REPORT.—The Secretary 6

of State shall submit to the Committees on Ap-7

propriations the semi-annual report required by 8

section 135(d)(4) of the Atomic Energy Act of 9

1954 (42 U.S.C. 2160e(d)(4)), as added by sec-10

tion 2 of the Iran Nuclear Agreement Review Act 11

of 2015 (Public Law 114–17).

(B) SANCTIONS REPORT.—Not later than 13

(c) NO COMPENSATION FOR MEMBERS.—A member of 12

the Advisory Group shall serve without compensation in ad-13

dition to any compensation received for the service of the 14

member as an officer or employee of the United States, if 15

applicable.

SEC. 201. SHORT TITLE. 13

This title may be cited as the ‘‘Nicholas and Zachary 14

Burt Memorial Carbon Monoxide Poisoning Prevention Act 15

of 2022’’. 16

SEC. 202. FINDINGS AND SENSE OF CONGRESS. 17

(a) FINDINGS.—Congress finds the following: 18

(1) Carbon monoxide is a colorless, odorless gas 19

produced by burning any fuel. Exposure to unhealthy 20

levels of carbon monoxide can lead to carbon mon-21

oxide poisoning, a serious health condition that could 22

result in death. 23

(2) Unintentional carbon monoxide poisoning 24

from motor vehicles and improper operation of fuel- 25
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burning appliances, such as furnaces, water heaters, 1

portable generators, and stoves, annually kills more 2

than 400 individuals and sends approximately 15,000 3

individuals to hospital emergency rooms for treat-4

ment. 5

(3) Research shows that installing carbon mon-6

oxide alarms close to the sleeping areas in residential 7

homes and other dwelling units can help avoid fatali-8

ties. 9

(b) SENSE OF CONGRESS.—It is the sense of Congress 10

that Congress should promote the installation of carbon 11

monoxide alarms in residential homes and dwelling units 12

across the United States in order to promote the health and 13

public safety of citizens throughout the United States. 14

SEC. 203. DEFINITIONS. 15

In this title: 16

(1) CARBON MONOXIDE ALARM.—The term ‘‘car-17

bon monoxide alarm’’ means a device or system 18

that— 19

(A) detects carbon monoxide; and 20

(B) is intended to sound an alarm at a car-21

bon monoxide concentration below a concentra-22

tion that could cause a loss of the ability to react 23

to the dangers of carbon monoxide exposure. 24
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(2) COMMISSION.—The term ‘‘Commission’’ 1

means the Consumer Product Safety Commission. 2

(3) COMPLIANT CARBON MONOXIDE ALARM.—The 3

term ‘‘compliant carbon monoxide alarm’’ means a 4

carbon monoxide alarm that complies with the most 5

current version of— 6

(A) the Standard for Single and Multiple 7

Station Carbon Monoxide Alarms of the Amer-8

ican National Standards Institute and UL 9

(ANSI/UL 2034), or any successor standard; and 10

(B) the Standard for Gas and Vapor Detec-11

tors and Sensors of the American National 12

Standards Institute and UL (ANSI/UL 2075), 13

or any successor standard. 14

(4) DWELLING UNIT.—The term ‘‘dwelling 15

unit’’— 16

(A) means a room or suite of rooms used for 17

human habitation; and 18

(B) includes— 19

(i) a single family residence; 20

(ii) each living unit of a multiple fam-21

ily residence, including an apartment 22

building; and 23

(iii) each living unit in a mixed use 24

building. 25
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(5) FIRE CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICIALS.—The 1

term ‘‘fire code enforcement officials’’ means officials 2

of the fire safety code enforcement agency of a State 3

or local government or a Tribal organization. 4

(6) INTERNATIONAL FIRE CODE.—The term 5

‘‘IFC’’ means— 6

(A) the 2015 or 2018 edition of the Inter-7

national Fire Code published by the Inter-8

national Code Council; or 9

(B) any amended or similar successor code 10

pertaining to the proper installation of carbon 11

monoxide alarms in dwelling units. 12

(7) INTERNATIONAL RESIDENTIAL CODE.—The 13

term ‘‘IRC’’ means— 14

(A) the 2015 or 2018 edition of the Inter-15

national Residential Code published by the 16

International Code Council; or 17

(B) any amended or similar successor code 18

pertaining to the proper installation of carbon 19

monoxide alarms in dwelling units. 20

(8) NFPA 720.—The term ‘‘NFPA 720’’ 21

means— 22

(A) the Standard for the Installation of 23

Carbon Monoxide Detection and Warning 24
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Equipment issued by the National Fire Protec-1

tion Association in 2012; and 2

(B) any amended or similar successor 3

standard relating to the proper installation of 4

carbon monoxide alarms in dwelling units. 5

(9) STATE.—The term ‘‘State’’— 6

(A) has the meaning given the term in sec-7

tion 3(a) of the Consumer Product Safety Act 8

(15 U.S.C. 2052(a)); and 9

(B) includes— 10

(i) the Commonwealth of the Northern 11

Mariana Islands; and 12

(ii) any political subdivision of a 13

State. 14

(10) TRIBAL ORGANIZATION.—The term ‘‘Tribal 15

organization’’ has the meaning given the term in sec-16

tion 4(l) of the Indian Self-Determination and Edu-17

cation Assistance Act (25 U.S.C. 5304(l)). 18

SEC. 204. GRANT PROGRAM FOR CARBON MONOXIDE POI-19

SONING PREVENTION. 20

(a) IN GENERAL.—Subject to the availability of appro-21

priations authorized under subsection (f), the Commission 22

shall establish a grant program to provide assistance to 23

States and Tribal organizations that are eligible under sub-24
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section (b) to carry out the carbon monoxide poisoning pre-1

vention activities described in subsection (e). 2

(b) ELIGIBILITY.—For the purposes of this section, an 3

eligible State or Tribal organization is any State or Tribal 4

organization that— 5

(1) demonstrates to the satisfaction of the Com-6

mission that the State or Tribal organization has 7

adopted a statute or a rule, regulation, or similar 8

measure with the force and effect of law, requiring 9

compliant carbon monoxide alarms to be installed in 10

dwelling units in accordance with NFPA 72, the IFC, 11

or the IRC; and 12

(2) submits an application— 13

(A) to the Commission at such time, in such 14

form, and containing such additional informa-15

tion as the Commission may require; and 16

(B) that may be filed on behalf of the State 17

or Tribal organization by the fire safety code en-18

forcement agency of that State or Tribal organi-19

zation. 20

(c) GRANT AMOUNT.—The Commission shall deter-21

mine the amount of each grant awarded under this section. 22

(d) SELECTION OF GRANT RECIPIENTS.—In selecting 23

eligible States and Tribal organizations for the award of 24

grants under this section, the Commission shall give favor-25
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able consideration to an eligible State or Tribal organiza-1

tion that demonstrates a reasonable need for funding under 2

this section and that— 3

(1) requires the installation of one or more com-4

pliant carbon monoxide alarms in a new or existing 5

educational facility, childcare facility, health care fa-6

cility, adult dependent care facility, government 7

building, restaurant, theater, lodging establishment, 8

or dwelling unit— 9

(A) within which a fuel-burning appliance, 10

including a furnace, boiler, water heater, fire-11

place, or any other apparatus, appliance, or de-12

vice that burns fuel, is installed; or 13

(B) that has an attached garage; and 14

(2) has developed a strategy to protect vulnerable 15

populations, such as children, the elderly, or low-in-16

come households, from exposure to unhealthy levels of 17

carbon monoxide.

(e) USE OF GRANT FUNDS.— 19

(1) IN GENERAL.—Subject to paragraph (2), an 20

eligible State or Tribal organization to which a grant 21

is awarded under this section may use the grant— 22

bon monoxide alarms in the dwelling units of 24

low-income families or elderly individuals, facili-25

of training materials, instructors, and any other 5

costs relating to the training sessions authorized 6

tributes to the advancement of clean sport through sci-19

entific research, anti-doping education, and outreach 20

programs, and the mission of the United States Anti- 21

Doping Agency is to preserve the integrity of competi-22

tion and protect the rights of athletes. 23

(3) Participation in youth sports has the poten-24

tial to equip young athletes with important skills and 25
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values necessary for success in life, and it is essential 1

that the culture of youth sports emphasizes such skills 2

and values. 3

(4) The TrueSport program of the United States 4

Anti-Doping Agency partners with youth sport orga-5

nizations across the United States to promote sports-6

manship, character building, and healthy perform-7

ance through the use of targeted educational materials 8

designed to promote a positive youth sport experience. 9

(5) In modifying the authority of the United 10

States Anti-Doping Agency to include the promotion 11

of the positive values of youth sport, Congress sends 12

a strong signal that the goals of youth sport should 13

include instilling in young athletes the values of in-14

tegrity, respect, teamwork, courage, and responsi-15

bility. 16

(6) Due to the unique leadership position of the 17

United States in the global community, adequate 18

funding of the anti-doping and clean sport programs 19

of the United States Anti-Doping Agency is impera-20

tive to the preparation for the 2028 Summer Olympic 21

Games, which will be held in Los Angeles, California. 22

(7) Increased appropriations for fiscal years 23

2023 through 2031 would enable the United States 24

Anti-Doping Agency to directly affect the integrity 25
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and well-being of sport, both domestically and inter-1

nationally. 2

(c) STAKEHOLDER PERSPECTIVES.—In conducting the 4

study required by subsection (a), the Comptroller General 5

shall obtain the perspectives of the outdoor recreation indus-6

try, veterans groups focusing on the outdoors, nongovern-7

mental organizations, and other interested stakeholders.

INTEREST RATE (LIBOR) ACT 2

SEC. 101. SHORT TITLE. 3

This division may be cited as the ‘‘Adjustable Interest 4

Rate (LIBOR) Act’’. 5

SEC. 102. FINDINGS AND PURPOSE. 6

(a) FINDINGS.—Congress finds that— 7

(1) LIBOR is used as a benchmark rate in more 8

than $200,000,000,000,000 worth of contracts world-9

wide; 10

(2) a significant number of existing contracts 11

that reference LIBOR do not provide for the use of a 12

clearly defined or practicable replacement benchmark 13

rate when LIBOR is discontinued; and 14

(3) the cessation or nonrepresentativeness of 15

LIBOR could result in disruptive litigation related to 16

existing contracts that do not provide for the use of 17

a clearly defined or practicable replacement bench-18

mark rate. 19

(b) PURPOSE.—It is the purpose of this division— 20

(1) to establish a clear and uniform process, on 21

a nationwide basis, for replacing LIBOR in existing 22

contracts the terms of which do not provide for the use 23

of a clearly defined or practicable replacement bench-24

mark rate, without affecting the ability of parties to 25
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use any appropriate benchmark rate in new con-1

tracts; 2

(2) to preclude litigation related to existing con-3

tracts the terms of which do not provide for the use 4

of a clearly defined or practicable replacement bench-5

mark rate; 6

(3) to allow existing contracts that reference 7

LIBOR but provide for the use of a clearly defined 8

and practicable replacement rate, to operate accord-9

ing to their terms; and 10

(4) to address LIBOR references in Federal law. 11

SEC. 103. DEFINITIONS. 12

In this division: 13

(1) BENCHMARK.—The term ‘‘benchmark’’ means 14

an index of interest rates or dividend rates that is 15

used, in whole or in part, as the basis of or as a ref-16

erence for calculating or determining any valuation, 17

payment, or other measurement. 18

(2) BENCHMARK ADMINISTRATOR.—The term 19

‘‘benchmark administrator’’ means a person that pub-20

lishes a benchmark for use by third parties. 21

(3) BENCHMARK REPLACEMENT.—The term 22

‘‘benchmark replacement’’ means a benchmark, or an 23

interest rate or dividend rate (which may or may not 24

be based in whole or in part on a prior setting of 25
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LIBOR), to replace LIBOR or any interest rate or 1

dividend rate based on LIBOR, whether on a tem-2

porary, permanent, or indefinite basis, under or with 3

respect to a LIBOR contract. 4

(4) BENCHMARK REPLACEMENT CONFORMING 5

CHANGES.—The term ‘‘benchmark replacement con-6

forming changes’’ means any technical, administra-7

tive, or operational changes, alterations, or modifica-8

tions that— 9

(A) the Board determines, in its discretion, 10

would address 1 or more issues affecting the im-11

plementation, administration, and calculation of 12

the Board-selected benchmark replacement in 13

LIBOR contracts; or 14

(B) solely with respect to a LIBOR contract 15

that is not a consumer loan, in the reasonable 16

judgment of a calculating person, are otherwise 17

necessary or appropriate to permit the imple-18

mentation, administration, and calculation of 19

the Board-selected benchmark replacement under 20

or with respect to a LIBOR contract after giving 21

due consideration to any benchmark replacement 22

conforming changes under subparagraph (A). 23

(5) BOARD.—The term ‘‘Board’’ means the 24

Board of Governors of the Federal Reserve System. 25
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(6) BOARD-SELECTED BENCHMARK REPLACE-1

MENT.—The term ‘‘Board-selected benchmark replace-2

ment’’ means a benchmark replacement identified by 3

the Board that is based on SOFR, including any 4

tenor spread adjustment pursuant to section 104(e). 5

(7) CALCULATING PERSON.—The term ‘‘calcu-6

lating person’’ means, with respect to any LIBOR 7

contract, any person, including the determining per-8

son, responsible for calculating or determining any 9

valuation, payment, or other measurement based on a 10

benchmark. 11

(8) CONSUMER; CREDIT.—The terms ‘‘consumer’’ 12

and ‘‘credit’’ have the meanings given the terms in 13

section 103 of the Truth in Lending Act (15 U.S.C. 14

1602). 15

(9) CONSUMER LOAN.—The term ‘‘consumer 16

loan’’ means a consumer credit transaction. 17

(10) DETERMINING PERSON.—The term ‘‘deter-18

mining person’’ means, with respect to any LIBOR 19

contract, any person with the authority, right, or ob-20

ligation, including on a temporary basis (as identi-21

fied by the LIBOR contract or by the governing law 22

of the LIBOR contract, as appropriate) to determine 23

a benchmark replacement. 24
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(11) FALLBACK PROVISIONS.—The term ‘‘fallback 1

provisions’’ means terms in a LIBOR contract for de-2

termining a benchmark replacement, including any 3

terms relating to the date on which the benchmark re-4

placement becomes effective. 5

(12) IBOR.—The term ‘‘IBOR’’ means LIBOR, 6

any tenor of non-U.S. dollar currency rates formerly 7

known as the London interbank offered rate as ad-8

ministered by ICE Benchmark Administration Lim-9

ited (or any predecessor or successor administrator 10

thereof), and any other interbank offered rates that 11

are expected to cease. 12

(13) IBOR BENCHMARK REPLACEMENT.—The 13

term ‘‘IBOR benchmark replacement’’ means a bench-14

mark, or an interest rate or dividend rate (which 15

may or may not be based in whole or in part on a 16

prior setting of an IBOR), to replace an IBOR or 17

any interest rate or dividend rate based on an IBOR, 18

whether on a temporary, permanent, or indefinite 19

basis, under or with respect to an IBOR contract. 20

(14) IBOR CONTRACT.—The term ‘‘IBOR con-21

tract’’ means any contract, agreement, indenture, or-22

ganizational document, guarantee, mortgage, deed of 23

trust, lease, security (whether representing debt or eq-24

uity, including any interest in a corporation, a part-25
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nership, or a limited liability company), instrument, 1

or other obligation or asset that, by its terms, con-2

tinues in any way to use an IBOR as a benchmark. 3

(15) LIBOR.—The term ‘‘LIBOR’’— 4

(A) means the overnight and 1-, 3-, 6-, and 5

12-month tenors of U.S. dollar LIBOR (formerly 6

known as the London interbank offered rate) as 7

administered by ICE Benchmark Administration 8

Limited (or any predecessor or successor admin-9

istrator thereof); and 10

(B) does not include the 1-week or 2-month 11

tenors of U.S. dollar LIBOR. 12

(16) LIBOR CONTRACT.—The term ‘‘LIBOR 13

contract’’ means any contract, agreement, indenture, 14

organizational document, guarantee, mortgage, deed 15

of trust, lease, security (whether representing debt or 16

equity, including any interest in a corporation, a 17

partnership, or a limited liability company), instru-18

ment, or other obligation or asset that, by its terms, 19

uses LIBOR as a benchmark. 20

(17) LIBOR REPLACEMENT DATE.—The term 21

‘‘LIBOR replacement date’’ means the first London 22

banking day after June 30, 2023, unless the Board 23

determines that any LIBOR tenor will cease to be 24
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published or cease to be representative on a different 1

date. 2

(18) SECURITY.—The term ‘‘security’’ has the 3

meaning given the term in section 2(a) of the Securi-4

ties Act of 1933 (15 U.S.C. 77b(a)). 5

(19) SOFR.—The term ‘‘SOFR’’ means the Se-6

cured Overnight Financing Rate published by the 7

Federal Reserve Bank of New York (or a successor ad-8

ministrator). 9

(20) TENOR SPREAD ADJUSTMENT.—The term 10

‘‘tenor spread adjustment’’ means— 11

(A) 0.00644 percent for overnight LIBOR; 12

(B) 0.11448 percent for 1-month LIBOR; 13

(C) 0.26161 percent for 3-month LIBOR; 14

(D) 0.42826 percent for 6-month LIBOR; 15

and 16

(E) 0.71513 percent for 12-month LIBOR. 17

SEC. 104. LIBOR CONTRACTS. 18

(a) IN GENERAL.—On the LIBOR replacement date, 19

the Board-selected benchmark replacement shall be the 20

benchmark replacement for any LIBOR contract that, after 21

giving any effect to subsection (b)— 22

(1) contains no fallback provisions; or 23

(2) contains fallback provisions that identify nei-24

ther— 25
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(A) a specific benchmark replacement; nor 1

(B) a determining person. 2

(b) FALLBACK PROVISIONS.—On the LIBOR replace-3

ment date, any reference in the fallback provisions of a 4

LIBOR contract to— 5

(1) a benchmark replacement that is based in 6

any way on any LIBOR value, except to account for 7

the difference between LIBOR and the benchmark re-8

placement; or 9

(2) a requirement that a person (other than a 10

benchmark administrator) conduct a poll, survey, or 11

inquiries for quotes or information concerning inter-12

bank lending or deposit rates; 13

shall be disregarded as if not included in the fallback provi-14

sions of such LIBOR contract and shall be deemed null and 15

void and without any force or effect. 16

(c) AUTHORITY OF DETERMINING PERSON.— 17

(1) IN GENERAL.—Subject to subsection (f)(2), a 18

determining person may select the Board-selected 19

benchmark replacement as the benchmark replace-20

ment. 21

(2) SELECTION.—Any selection by a determining 22

person of the Board-selected benchmark replacement 23

pursuant to paragraph (1) shall be— 24

(A) irrevocable; 25
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(B) made by the earlier of the LIBOR re-1

placement date and the latest date for selecting 2

a benchmark replacement according to the terms 3

of the LIBOR contract; and 4

(C) used in any determinations of the 5

benchmark under or with respect to the LIBOR 6

contract occurring on and after the LIBOR re-7

placement date. 8

(3) NO SELECTION.—If a determining person 9

does not select a benchmark replacement by the date 10

specified in paragraph (2)(B), the Board-selected 11

benchmark replacement, on and after the LIBOR re-12

placement date, shall be the benchmark replacement 13

for the LIBOR contract. 14

(d) CONFORMING CHANGES.— 15

(1) IN GENERAL.—If the Board-selected bench-16

mark replacement becomes the benchmark replacement 17

for a LIBOR contract pursuant to subsection (a) or 18

(c), all benchmark replacement conforming changes 19

shall become an integral part of the LIBOR contract. 20

(2) NO CONSENT REQUIRED.—A calculating per-21

son shall not be required to obtain consent from any 22

other person prior to the adoption of benchmark re-23

placement conforming changes. 24

(e) ADJUSTMENT BY BOARD.— 25
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(1) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in para-1

graph (2), on the LIBOR replacement date, the Board 2

shall adjust the Board-selected benchmark replacement 3

for each category of LIBOR contract that the Board 4

may identify to include the relevant tenor spread ad-5

justment. 6

(2) CONSUMER LOANS.—For LIBOR contracts 7

that are consumer loans, the Board shall adjust the 8

Board-selected benchmark replacement as follows: 9

(A) During the 1-year period beginning on 10

the LIBOR replacement date, incorporate an 11

amount, to be determined for any business day 12

during that period, that transitions linearly 13

from the difference between the Board-selected 14

benchmark replacement and the corresponding 15

LIBOR tenor determined as of the day imme-16

diately before the LIBOR replacement date to the 17

relevant tenor spread adjustment. 18

(B) On and after the date that is 1 year 19

after the LIBOR replacement date, incorporate 20

the relevant tenor spread adjustment. 21

(f) RULE OF CONSTRUCTION.—Nothing in this divi-22

sion may be construed to alter or impair— 23

(1) any written agreement specifying that a 24

LIBOR contract shall not be subject to this division; 25
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(2) except as provided in subsection (b), any 1

LIBOR contract that contains fallback provisions 2

that identify a benchmark replacement that is not 3

based in any way on any LIBOR value (including 4

the prime rate or the effective Federal funds rate); 5

(3) except as provided in subsection (b) or (c)(3), 6

any LIBOR contract subject to subsection (c)(1) as to 7

which a determining person does not elect to use a 8

Board-selected benchmark replacement pursuant to 9

that subsection; 10

(4) the application to a Board-selected bench-11

mark replacement of any cap, floor, modifier, or 12

spread adjustment to which LIBOR had been subject 13

pursuant to the terms of a LIBOR contract; 14

(5) any provision of Federal consumer financial 15

law that— 16

(A) requires creditors to notify borrowers re-17

garding a change-in-terms; or 18

(B) governs the reevaluation of rate in-19

creases on credit card accounts under open-ended 20

(not home-secured) consumer credit plans; or 21

(6) except as provided in section 105(c), the 22

rights or obligations of any person, or the authorities 23

of any agency, under Federal consumer financial law, 24
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as defined in section 1002 of the Consumer Financial 1

Protection Act of 2010 (12 U.S.C. 5481). 2

SEC. 105. CONTINUITY OF CONTRACT AND SAFE HARBOR. 3

(a) IN GENERAL.—A Board-selected benchmark re-4

placement and the selection or use of a Board-selected 5

benchmark replacement as a benchmark replacement under 6

or with respect to a LIBOR contract, and any benchmark 7

replacement conforming changes, shall constitute— 8

(1) a commercially reasonable replacement for 9

and a commercially substantial equivalent to LIBOR; 10

(2) a reasonable, comparable, or analogous rate, 11

index, or term for LIBOR; 12

(3) a replacement that is based on a methodology 13

or information that is similar or comparable to 14

LIBOR; 15

(4) substantial performance by any person of 16

any right or obligation relating to or based on 17

LIBOR; and 18

(5) a replacement that has historical fluctuations 19

that are substantially similar to those of LIBOR for 20

purposes of the Truth in Lending Act (15 U.S.C. 21

1601 note) and regulations promulgated under that 22

division. 23

(b) NO IMPAIRMENT.—Neither the selection or use of 24

a Board-selected benchmark replacement as a benchmark re-25
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placement nor the determination, implementation, or per-1

formance of benchmark replacement conforming changes 2

under section 104 may— 3

(1) be deemed to impair or affect the right of 4

any person to receive a payment, or to affect the 5

amount or timing of such payment, under any 6

LIBOR contract; or 7

(2) have the effect of— 8

(A) discharging or excusing performance 9

under any LIBOR contract for any reason, 10

claim, or defense (including any force majeure or 11

other provision in any LIBOR contract); 12

(B) giving any person the right to unilater-13

method for calculating, determining, or implementing 4

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(1) the bank, in any non-IBOR loan made be-1

fore, on, or after the date of enactment of this Act, 2

may use any benchmark, including a benchmark that 3

is not SOFR, that the bank determines to be appro-4

priate for the funding model of the bank; the needs of 5

the customers of the bank; and the products, risk pro-6

file, risk management capabilities, and operational 7

capabilities of the bank; provided, however, that the 8

use of any benchmark shall remain subject to the 9

terms of the non-IBOR loan, and applicable law; and 10

(2) no Federal supervisory agency may take any 11

covered action against the bank solely because that 12

benchmark is not SOFR.

SEC. 107. PREEMPTION. 14

This division, and regulations promulgated under this 15

division, shall supersede any provision of any State or local 16

(1) relating to the selection or use of a bench-18

(2) expressly limiting the manner of calculating 20

interest, including the compounding of interest, as 21

that provision applies to the selection or use of a 22

of Haiti and the United States, and the Government 21

of Haiti and the business community in Haiti; 22

(6) supports anticorruption efforts, promotes 23

press freedom, and addresses human rights concerns, 24

including through the enforcement of sanctions im-25

posed in accordance with the Global Magnitsky 26
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Human Rights Accountability Act (subtitle F of title 1

XII of Public Law 114–328; 22 U.S.C. 2656 note) on 2

individuals implicated in human rights violations 3

and corruption; 4

(7) respects and helps restore the natural re-5

sources of Haiti and strengthens community-level re-6

silience to environmental and weather-related im-7

pacts; 8

(8) promotes political stability through the hold-9

ing of free, fair, transparent, and timely elections in 10

accordance with democratic principles and the Con-11

stitution of Haiti; 12

(9) provides timely and comprehensive reporting 13

on the goals and progress of the Government of Haiti 14

and the United States Government, and transparent 15

post-program evaluations and contracting data; and 16

(10) promotes the participation of Haitian 17

women and youth in governmental and nongovern-18

mental institutions and in economic development and 19

governance assistance programs funded by the United 20

SEC. 103. DEFINITION OF APPROPRIATE CONGRESSIONAL 22

COMMITTEES. 23

In this division, the term ‘‘appropriate congressional 24

(2) the Committee on Foreign Affairs and the 3

SEC. 104. STRENGTHENING HUMAN RIGHTS AND 6

ANTICORRUPTION EFFORTS IN HAITI AND 7

HOLDING PERPETRATORS OF THE LA SALINE 8

MASSACRE ACCOUNTABLE. 9

(a) PRIORITIZATION BY SECRETARY OF STATE.—The 10

Secretary of State shall prioritize the protection of human 11

rights and anticorruption efforts in Haiti through the fol-12

lowing methods: 13

(1) Fostering strong relationships with inde-14

pendent civil society groups focused on monitoring 15

corruption and human rights abuses and promoting 16

democracy in Haiti. 17

(2) Supporting the efforts of the Government of 18

Haiti to identify persons involved in human rights 19

violations and significant acts of corruption in Haiti, 20

including public and private sector actors, and hold 21

them accountable for their actions.

and displacement of the survivors of the mas-7

sacre in La Saline. 8

(3) CONSULTATION.—In carrying out paragraph 9

organizations in Haiti and the United States. 11

SEC. 105. PROMOTING FREEDOM OF THE PRESS AND AS-12

SEMBLY IN HAITI. 13

The Secretary of State shall prioritize the promotion 14

of freedom of the press and freedom of assembly and the 15

protection of journalists in Haiti through the following 16

methods: 17

(1) Advocating to Haitian authorities for in-18

creased protection for journalists and the press and 19

for the freedom to peacefully assemble or protest in 20

(2) Collaborating with officials of the Govern-22

ment of Haiti and representatives of civil society to 23

increase legal protections for journalists in Haiti.

SEC. 106. SUPPORTING POST-EARTHQUAKE, POST-HURRI-8

CANE, AND POST-COVID–19 RECOVERY AND 9

DEVELOPMENT IN HAITI. 10

The Secretary of State, in coordination with the Ad-11

ministrator of the United States Agency for International 12

Development, shall prioritize post-earthquake, post-hurri-13

(B) public health technical assistance; and 7

(C) clean water, food, and shelter. 8

(7) Assessing the impact of the COVID–19 pan-9

demic on post-disaster recovery efforts and evaluating 10

United States support needed to help with the pan-11

demic response in Haiti. 12

(8) Supporting— 13

(A) the export of additional United States- 14

produced COVID–19 vaccine doses to Haiti; and 15

(B) the safe storage, transport, and end-to- 16

end distribution of United States-produced 17

COVID–19 vaccines throughout Haiti, in light of 18

ongoing humanitarian access challenges pre-19

sented by Haiti’s security environment. 20

SEC. 107. REPORT ON DEVELOPMENTS IN HAITI. 21

(a) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 180 days after the 22

date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary of State, 23

in coordination with the Administrator of the United States 24

Agency for International Development (in this section re-25
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ferred to as the ‘‘Administrator’’) and other relevant agen-1

cies and departments, shall submit to the appropriate con-2

gressional committees a report on developments in Haiti. 3

(b) ELEMENTS.—The report required by subsection (a) 4

(3) An overview of efforts of the Government of 16

Haiti to address corruption, including the Petrocaribe 17

scandal, and corrective measures to strengthen and re-18

store trust in the public institutions of Haiti. 19

(4) A description of efforts of the United States 20

Government to consult and engage with officials of the 21

Government of Haiti and independent civil society 22

groups focused on monitoring corruption and human 23

rights abuses and promoting democracy and press 24

freedom in Haiti since January 2015. 25
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(5) A description of the response by the Govern-1

ment of Haiti to civic protests that have taken place 2

since July 2018 and any allegations of human rights 3

abuses, including attacks on journalists. 4

(6) An assessment of United States security as-5

sistance to Haiti, including United States support to 6

the Haitian National Police and an assessment of 7

compliance with section 620M of the Foreign Assist-8

ance Act of 1961 (22 U.S.C. 2378d) and section 362 9

of title 10, United States Code (commonly referred to 10

as the ‘‘Leahy Laws’’). 11

(7) A description of the efforts of the Government 12

of Haiti to support displaced survivors of urban and 13

gang violence. 14

(8) An assessment of United States interagency 15

efforts to counter kidnapping and armed violence in 16

Haiti. 17

(9) An assessment of the impact of presidential 18

decrees on the health of Haiti’s democratic institu-19

tions and the safeguarding of human rights, including 20

decrees relating to— 21

(A) reducing the authority of the Superior 22

Court of Accounts and Administrative Litiga-23

tion; 24

(B) promulgating an antiterrorism law; 25
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(C) establishing the National Intelligence 1

Agency; and 2

(D) retiring and subsequently appointing 3

judges to the Supreme Court of Haiti. 4

(10) A review of the alleged coup against Presi-5

dent Moı̈se on February 7, 2021, and subsequent ar-6

rest and jailings of alleged perpetrators. 7

(11) An analysis, conducted in collaboration 8

with the Government of Haiti, of efforts to support 9

development goals in Haiti since January 2015, in-10

cluding steps taken— 11

(A) to strengthen institutions at the na-12

tional and local levels; and 13

(B) to strengthen democratic governance at 14

the national and local levels. 15

(12) An analysis of the effectiveness and sustain-16

ability of development projects financed by the United 17

States, including the Caracol Industrial Park and 18

supporting infrastructure. 19

(13) A description of procurement from Haitian 20

small- and medium-sized businesses and nongovern-21

mental organizations by the Government of the 22

United States and the Government of Haiti for devel-23

opment and humanitarian activities, disaggregated 24

examiners for sexual assault forensic examiners and 5

for other personnel involved in medical forensic ex-6

aminations; 7

(7) the availability of sexual assault forensic ex-8

aminer training, the frequency of such training, the 9

providers of such training, the State’s or Indian 10

Tribe’s role in such training, and the processes or 11

procedures in place for continuing education of such 12

examiners; and 13

(8) the dedicated Federal and State funding 14

available to support sexual assault forensic examiner 15

training. 16

(c) ELIGIBILITY.—To be eligible to receive a grant 17

under this section, a State or Indian Tribe shall submit 18

to the Secretary an application through a competitive proc-19

ess to be determined by the Secretary. 20

(d) PUBLIC DISSEMINATION AND CAMPAIGN.— 21

(1) PUBLIC AVAILABILITY.—The results of the 22

surveys conducted under grants awarded under this 23

section shall be published by the Secretary on the 24
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website of the Department of Health and Human 1

Services on a biennial basis. 2

(5) INTERPERSONAL VIOLENCE.—The term 12

(3) CONTENTS.—The study conducted pursuant 11

to paragraph (1) shall include— 12

(A) with respect to the individuals described 13

(i) an evaluation of formal assessments 15

and outreach methods used to identify and 16

assess the housing and service needs of such 17

individuals, including outreach methods— 18

(I) to ensure effective communica-19

tion with individuals with disabilities; 20

limited English proficiency; 23

(ii) a review of the availability and ac-24

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ices for such individuals, including the fam-1

(B) an assessment of the ability of main-24

stream homelessness or housing services to meet 25
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the specialized needs of survivors of trafficking, 1

including trauma responsive approaches specific 2

to labor and sex trafficking survivors; and 3

(C) an evaluation of the effectiveness of, and 4

infrastructure considerations for, housing and 5

service-delivery models that are specific to sur-6

vivors of trafficking, including survivors of severe 7

forms of trafficking, including emergency rental 8

assistance models.

(c) REPORT.—Not later than 18 months after the date 10

TITLE VII—ECONOMIC SECURITY 21

FOR VICTIMS 22

SEC. 701. FINDINGS. 23

Congress finds the following: 24
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(1) Over 1 in 3 women experience sexual vio-1

lence, and 1 in 5 women have survived completed or 2

attempted rape. Such violence has a devastating im-3

pact on women’s physical and emotional health, fi-4

nancial security, and ability to maintain their jobs, 5

and thus impacts interstate commerce and economic 6

security. 7

(2) Homicide is one of the leading causes of 8

death for women on the job. Domestic partners or rel-9

atives commit 43 percent of workplace homicides 10

against women. One study found that intimate part-11

ner violence resulted in 142 homicides among women 12

at work in the United States from 2003 to 2008, a 13

figure which represents 22 percent of the 648 work-14

place homicides among women during the period. In 15

fact, in 2010, homicides against women at work in-16

creased by 13 percent despite continuous declines in 17

overall workplace homicides in recent years. 18

(3) Violence can have a dramatic impact on the 19

survivor of such violence. Studies indicate that 44 20

percent of surveyed employed adults experienced the 21

effect of domestic violence in the workplace, and 64 22

percent indicated their workplace performance was 23

affected by such violence. Another recent survey found 24

that 78 percent of offenders used workplace resources 25
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to express anger, check up on, pressure, or threaten a 1

survivor. Sexual assault, whether occurring in or out 2

of the workplace, can impair an employee’s work per-3

formance, require time away from work, and under-4

mine the employee’s ability to maintain a job. Nearly 5

50 percent of sexual assault survivors lose their jobs 6

or are forced to quit in the aftermath of the assaults. 7

(4) Studies find that 60 percent of single women 8

lack economic security and 81 percent of households 9

with single mothers live in economic insecurity. Sig-10

nificant barriers that survivors confront include ac-11

cess to housing, transportation, and child care. Nine-12

ty-two percent of homeless women have experienced 13

domestic violence, and more than 50 percent of such 14

women cite domestic violence as the direct cause for 15

homelessness. Survivors are deprived of their auton-16

omy, liberty, and security, and face tremendous 17

threats to their health and safety. 18

(5) The Centers for Disease Control and Preven-19

tion report that survivors of severe intimate partner 20

violence lose nearly 8,000,000 days of paid work, 21

which is the equivalent of more than 32,000 full-time 22

jobs and almost 5,600,000 days of household produc-23

tivity each year. Therefore, women disproportionately 24

need time off to care for their health or to find safety 25
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solutions, such as obtaining a restraining order or 1

finding housing, to avoid or prevent further violence. 2

(6) Annual costs of intimate partner violence are 3

estimated to be more than $8,300,000,000. According 4

to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, the 5

costs of intimate partner violence against women in 6

1995 exceeded an estimated $5,800,000,000. These 7

costs included nearly $4,100,000,000 in the direct 8

costs of medical and mental health care and nearly 9

$1,800,000,000 in the indirect costs of lost produc-10

tivity. These statistics are generally considered to be 11

underestimated because the costs associated with the 12

criminal justice system are not included. 13

(7) Fifty-five percent of senior executives recently 14

surveyed said domestic violence has a harmful effect 15

on their company’s productivity, and more than 70 16

percent said domestic violence negatively affects at-17

tendance. Seventy-eight percent of human resources 18

professionals consider partner violence a workplace 19

issue. However, more than 70 percent of United 20

States workplaces have no formal program or policy 21

that addresses workplace violence, let alone domestic 22

violence. In fact, only 4 percent of employers provided 23

training on domestic violence. 24
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(8) Harassment is a persistent and significant 1

problem in the workplace in the United States, and 2

the Equal Employment Opportunity Commission 3

found that not less than 25 percent, and as many as 4

85 percent, of women surveyed report having experi-5

enced sexual harassment at work. 6

(9) For decades, survivors of sexual violence have 7

come forward to seek justice and demand their right 8

to be free from violence, harassment, and other forms 9

of discrimination. These calls for change reached a 10

tipping point after October 2017 as a result of 11

Tarana Burke’s work and #MeToo going viral. Thou-12

sands of courageous individuals, from Hollywood to 13

the halls of Congress and the military, to restaurants, 14

agricultural fields, and factory floors, shined a light 15

on the pervasive and insidious nature of workplace 16

harassment and sexual assault. 17

(10) Working people can be subjected to multiple 18

forms of harassment in the workplace at the same 19

time. 20

(11) According to the Equal Employment Oppor-21

tunity Commission, approximately 3 out of 4 indi-22

viduals who experience harassment never talked to a 23

supervisor, manager, or union representative about 24

the harassing conduct. 25
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(12) The impact of domestic violence, dating vio-1

lence, sexual assault, and stalking on the workplace is 2

a part of the challenge of workplace harassment. 3

(13) Studies indicate that one of the best predic-4

tors of whether a survivor will be able to stay away 5

from his or her abuser is the degree of his or her eco-6

nomic independence. However, domestic violence, dat-7

ing violence, sexual assault, and stalking often nega-8

tively impact a survivor’s ability to maintain em-9

ployment. 10

(14) Abusers frequently seek to exert financial 11

control over their partners by actively interfering 12

with their ability to work, including preventing their 13

partners from going to work, harassing their partners 14

at work, limiting their partners’ access to cash or 15

transportation, and sabotaging their partners’ child 16

care arrangements. 17

(15) Economic abuse refers to behaviors that con-18

trol an intimate partner’s ability to acquire, use, and 19

maintain access to money, credit, ownership of assets, 20

or governmental or private financial benefits, includ-21

ing defaulting on joint obligations (such as school 22

loans, credit card debt, mortgages, or rent). Other 23

forms of such abuse may include preventing someone 24

from attending school, threatening to or actually ter-25
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minating employment, controlling or withholding ac-1

cess to cash, checking, or credit accounts, and at-2

tempting to damage or sabotage the creditworthiness 3

of an intimate partner, including forcing an intimate 4

partner to write bad checks, forcing an intimate part-5

ner to default on payments related to household needs, 6

such as housing, or forcing an intimate partner into 7

bankruptcy. 8

(16) This title aims to empower survivors of do-9

mestic violence, dating violence, sexual assault, or 10

stalking to be free from violence, hardship, and con-11

trol, which restrains basic human rights to freedom 12

and safety in the United States. 13

SEC. 801. FINDINGS AND PURPOSES. 9

(a) FINDINGS.—Congress finds that— 10

(1) American Indians and Alaska Natives are— 11

(A) 2.5 times as likely to experience violent 12

crimes; and 13

(B) at least 2 times more likely to experi-14

ence rape or sexual assault crimes; 15

(2) more than 4 in 5 American Indian and 16

Alaska Native women have experienced violence in 17

their lifetime; 18

(3) the vast majority of American Indian and 19

Alaska Native victims of violence—96 percent of 20

women victims and 89 percent of male victims—have 21

experienced sexual violence by a non-Indian perpe-22

trator at least once in their lifetime; 23

(4) Indian Tribes exercising special domestic vi-24

olence criminal jurisdiction over non-Indians pursu-25
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ant to section 204 of Public Law 90–284 (25 U.S.C. 1

1304) (commonly known as the ‘‘Indian Civil Rights 2

Act of 1968’’), restored by section 904 of the Violence 3

Against Women Reauthorization Act of 2013 (Public 4

Law 113–4; 127 Stat. 120), have reported significant 5

success holding violent offenders accountable for 6

crimes of domestic violence, dating violence, and civil 7

protection order violations; 8

(5) Tribal prosecutors for Indian Tribes exer-9

cising special domestic violence criminal jurisdiction 10

report that the majority of domestic violence cases in-11

volve children either as witnesses or victims, and the 12

Department of Justice reports that American Indian 13

and Alaska Native children suffer exposure to violence 14

at one of the highest rates in the United States; 15

(6) childhood exposure to violence can have im-16

mediate and long-term effects, including increased 17

rates of altered neurological development, poor phys-18

ical and mental health, poor school performance, sub-19

stance abuse, and overrepresentation in the juvenile 20

justice system; 21

(7) according to the Centers for Disease Control 22

and Prevention, homicide is— 23
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(A) the third leading cause of death among 1

American Indian and Alaska Native women be-2

tween 10 and 24 years of age; and 3

(B) the fifth leading cause of death for 4

American Indian and Alaska Native women be-5

tween 25 and 34 years of age; 6

(8) in some areas of the United States, Native 7

American women are murdered at rates more than 10 8

times the national average; 9

(9) according to a 2017 report by the Depart-10

ment of Justice, 66 percent of criminal prosecutions 11

for crimes in Indian country that United States At-12

torneys declined to prosecute involved assault, mur-13

der, or sexual assault; 14

(10) investigation into cases of missing or mur-15

dered Indigenous women is made difficult for Tribal 16

law enforcement agencies due to a lack of resources, 17

including a lack of— 18

(A) necessary personnel, training, equip-19

ment, or funding; 20

(B) interagency cooperation; 21

(C) appropriate laws in place; and 22

(D) access to Federal law enforcement data-23

bases; 24
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(11) domestic violence calls are among the most 1

dangerous calls that law enforcement receives; 2

(12) the complicated jurisdictional scheme that 3

exists in Indian country— 4

(A) has a significant impact on public safe-5

ty in Indian communities; 6

(B) according to Tribal justice officials, has 7

been increasingly exploited by criminals; and 8

(C) requires a high degree of commitment 9

and cooperation among Tribal, Federal, and 10

State law enforcement officials; 11

(13) restoring and enhancing Tribal capacity to 12

address violence against women provides for greater 13

local control, safety, accountability, and trans-14

parency; 15

(14) Indian Tribes with restrictive settlement 16

Acts, such as Indian Tribes in the State of Maine, 17

and Indian Tribes located in States with concurrent 18

authority to prosecute crimes in Indian country 19

under the amendments made by the Act of August 15, 20

1953 (67 Stat. 590, chapter 506), face unique public 21

safety challenges; and 22

(15) Native Hawaiians experience a dispropor-23

tionately high rate of human trafficking, with 64 per-24
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cent of human trafficking victims in the State of Ha-1

wai’i identifying as at least part Native Hawaiian. 2

(b) PURPOSES.—The purposes of this subtitle are— 3

(1) to clarify the responsibilities of Federal, 4

State, Tribal, and local law enforcement agencies 5

with respect to responding to cases of domestic vio-6

lence, dating violence, stalking, sex trafficking, sexual 7

violence, crimes against children, and assault against 8

Tribal law enforcement officers; 9

(2) to increase coordination and communication 10

among Federal, State, Tribal, and local law enforce-11

ment agencies; 12

(3) to empower Tribal governments and Native 13

American communities, including urban Indian com-14

munities and Native Hawaiian communities, with 15

the resources and information necessary to effectively 16

respond to cases of domestic violence, dating violence, 17

stalking, sex trafficking, sexual violence, and missing 18

or murdered Native Americans; and 19

(4) to increase the collection of data related to 20

missing or murdered Native Americans and the shar-21

ing of information among Federal, State, Tribal, and 22

local officials responsible for responding to and inves-23

tigating crimes impacting Indian Tribes and Native 24

American communities, including urban Indian com-25
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munities and Native Hawaiian communities, espe-1

cially crimes relating to cases of missing or murdered 2

Native Americans. 3

SEC. 802. TRIBAL ACCESS PROGRAM. 4

(a) ACCESS TO NATIONAL CRIME INFORMATION DATA-5

(A) are overrepresented in the domestic vio-21

lence victim population by 250 percent; 22

(C) as compared to the populations of other 3

Indian Tribes, suffer the highest rates of domes-4

(B) have no local law enforcement presence; 9

(3) the Commission referred to in paragraph 10

(1)— 11

(A) determined that the Alaska Department 12

of Public Safety— 13

(i) has primary responsibility for law 14

enforcement in rural Alaska; but 15

(ii) provides only 1 to 1.4 field officers 16

per 1,000,000 acres; and 17

(B) recommended that ‘‘devolving authority 18

to Alaska Native communities is essential for ad-19

dressing local crime. Their governments are best 20

(commonly known as the ‘‘Indian Civil Rights Act of 20

(3) PARTICIPATING TRIBE.— The term ‘‘partici-22

pating Tribe’’ means an Indian tribe that is des-23

ignated under section 813(d)(1) as a participating 24

Tribe to exercise special Tribal criminal jurisdiction. 25
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(4) PILOT PROGRAM.—The term ‘‘pilot program’’ 1

means the pilot program established by section 2

813(d)(1). 3

(5) SPECIAL TRIBAL CRIMINAL JURISDICTION.— 4

The term ‘‘special Tribal criminal jurisdiction’’ 5

means the criminal jurisdiction that a participating 6

Tribe may exercise under this subtitle but could not 7

otherwise exercise. 8

(6) STATE.—The term ‘‘State’’ means the State 9

of Alaska. 10

(7) VILLAGE.—The term ‘‘Village’’ means the 11

Alaska Native Village Statistical Area covering all or 12

any portion of a Native village (as defined in section 13

3 of the Alaska Native Claims Settlement Act (43 14

U.S.C. 1602)), as depicted on the applicable Tribal 15

SEC. 813. TRIBAL JURISDICTION IN ALASKA. 18

(a) IN GENERAL.—Subject to title II of Public Law 19

90–284 (25 U.S.C. 1301 et seq.) (commonly known as the 20

‘‘Indian Civil Rights Act of 1968’’), Congress recognizes 21

and affirms the inherent authority of any Indian tribe oc-22

cupying a Village in the State to exercise criminal and civil 23

jurisdiction over all Indians present in the Village. 24
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(b) TRIBAL CIVIL JURISDICTION TO ENFORCE PRO-1

TECTION ORDERS.— 2

(1) IN GENERAL.—A court of any Indian tribe 3

in the State shall have full civil jurisdiction to issue 4

and enforce protection orders involving any person in 5

matters— 6

(A) arising within the Village of the Indian 7

tribe; or 8

(B) otherwise within the authority of the 9

Indian tribe. 10

(2) INCLUSIONS.—The full civil jurisdiction to 11

issue and enforce protection orders under paragraph 12

(1) includes the authority to enforce protection orders 13

through— 14

(A) civil contempt proceedings; 15

(B) exclusion of violators from the Village of 16

the Indian tribe; and 17

(C) other appropriate mechanisms. 18

(c) SPECIAL TRIBAL CRIMINAL JURISDICTION.— 19

(2) CONCURRENT JURISDICTION.—The exercise of 4

special Tribal criminal jurisdiction by a partici-5

pating Tribe shall be concurrent with the jurisdiction 6

of the United States, the State, or both.

(3) EXCEPTION IF VICTIM AND DEFENDANT ARE 8

BOTH NON-INDIANS.— 9

(A) IN GENERAL.—A participating Tribe 10

may not exercise special Tribal criminal juris-11

diction over an alleged offense of a covered crime, 12

other than obstruction of justice or assault of 13

Tribal justice personnel, if neither the defendant 14

nor the alleged victim is an Indian.

shall designate Indian tribes to participate in 18

the pilot program under paragraph (1) using the 19

process established under subparagraph (A). 20

(4) INTERTRIBAL PARTICIPATION.— 21

(A) IN GENERAL.—2 or more participating 22

Tribes (or the Tribal organization (as defined in 23

section 4 of the Indian Self-Determination and 24

Education Assistance Act (25 U.S.C. 5304)) of 25
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the participating Tribe, if the Tribal organiza-1

tion is exercising delegated authority from the 2

participating Tribe)— 3

(i) may elect to participate jointly in 4

the pilot program by providing shared re-5

sources to carry out the purposes of the pilot 6

program; and 7

(ii) on making an election pursuant to 8

clause (i), shall be considered to be a single 9

participating Tribe for purposes of the max-10

imum number of participating Tribes under 11

paragraphs (1) and (5).

(B) ADDITIONAL PARTICIPATING TRIBES.— 13

(i) IN GENERAL.—Additional partici-14

pating Tribes may elect to join an estab-15

lished intertribal partnership under sub-16

paragraph (A) at any time after the inter-17

tribal partnership is established. 18

(ii) APPLICATION.—An intertribal 19

partnership that additional participating 20

Tribes elect to join pursuant to clause (i) 21

shall be considered to be a single partici-22

pating Tribe for purposes of the maximum 23

number of participating Tribes under para-24

graphs (1) and (5). 25
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(5) MAXIMUM NUMBER OF PARTICIPATING 1

TRIBES.— 2

(A) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in 3

subparagraph (B), the Attorney General may 4

designate not more than 30 Indian tribes to par-5

ticipate in the pilot program. 6

(B) EXCEPTION.—The limitation under 7

subparagraph (A) shall not apply if the Attorney 8

General submits to the Committee on Indian Af-9

fairs of the Senate and the Committee on Nat-10

ural Resources of the House of Representatives, 11

and publishes in the Federal Register, a written 12

notice of the intention to designate additional 13

lic Law 90–284 (25 U.S.C. 1304(d)) (commonly 3

known as the ‘‘Indian Civil Rights Act of 1968’’). 4

(e) SENTENCES.—In a criminal proceeding in which 5

an Indian court of a participating Tribe, in exercising spe-6

cial Tribal criminal jurisdiction with respect to a covered 7

crime, imposes a sentence of imprisonment of more than 8

1 year on a defendant pursuant to section 202(b) of Public 9

Law 90–284 (25 U.S.C. 1302(b)) (commonly known as the 10

‘‘Indian Civil Rights Act of 1968’’), the Indian court may 11

require the defendant— 12

(1) to serve a sentence— 13

(A) in a Tribal correctional center that has 14

been approved by the Bureau of Indian Affairs 15

for long-term incarceration, in accordance with 16

guidelines set by the Bureau of Indian Affairs; 17

(B) at the expense of the United States, in 18

the nearest appropriate Federal facility pursu-19

(4) DISCLOSE.—The term ‘‘disclose’’ means to 18

transfer, publish, distribute, or make accessible. 19

(5) INTIMATE VISUAL DEPICTION.—The term 20

‘‘intimate visual depiction’’— 21

(A) means a visual depiction, as that term 22

is defined in section 2256(5) of title 18, United 23

States Code, that depicts— 24
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(i) the uncovered genitals, pubic area, 1

anus, or post-pubescent female nipple of an 2

identifiable individual; or 3

(ii) the display or transfer of bodily 4

sexual fluids— 5

(I) on to any part of the body of 6

an identifiable individual; 7

(II) from the body of an identifi-8

able individual; or 9

(III) an identifiable individual 10

engaging in sexually explicit conduct 11

and 12

(B) includes any visual depictions described 13

in subparagraph (A) produced while the identifi-14

able individual was in a public place only if the 15

individual did not— 16

(i) voluntarily display the content de-17

picted; or 18

(ii) consent to the sexual conduct de-19

picted. 20

(6) SEXUALLY EXPLICIT CONDUCT.—The term 21

‘‘sexually explicit conduct’’ has the meaning given the 22

term in subparagraphs (A) and (B) of section 2256(2) 23

of title 18, United States Code. 24

(b) CIVIL ACTION.— 25
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(1) RIGHT OF ACTION.— 1

(A) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in 2

paragraph (4), an individual whose intimate 3

visual depiction is disclosed, in or affecting 4

interstate or foreign commerce or using any 5

means or facility of interstate or foreign com-6

merce, without the consent of the individual, 7

where such disclosure was made by a person who 8

knows that, or recklessly disregards whether, the 9

individual has not consented to such disclosure, 10

may bring a civil action against that person in 11

an appropriate district court of the United 12

States for relief as set forth in paragraph (3). 13

(B) RIGHTS ON BEHALF OF CERTAIN INDI-14

VIDUALS.—In the case of an individual who is 15

under 18 years of age, incompetent, incapaci-16

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(viii) Entertainment industry out-1

reach, interactive outreach, media projects 2

and activities, public information, news 3

media outreach, corporate sponsorship and 4

participation, and professional sports asso-5

ciations and military branch participation. 6

(ix) Operational and management ex-7

penses. 8

(B) SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS.— 9

(i) CREATIVE SERVICES.—In using 10

amounts for creative and talent costs under 11

subparagraph (A), the Director shall use 12

creative services donated at no cost to the 13

Government wherever feasible and may only 14

procure creative services for advertising— 15

(I) responding to high-priority or 16

emergent campaign needs that cannot 17

timely be obtained at no cost; or 18

(II) intended to reach a minority, 19

ethnic, or other special audience that 20

cannot reasonably be obtained at no 21

cost. 22

(ii) TESTING AND EVALUATION OF AD-23

VERTISING.—In using amounts for testing 24

all advertisements prior to use in the na-2

tional media campaign to ensure that the 3

advertisements are effective with the target 4

audience and meet industry-accepted stand-5

ards. The Director may waive this require-6

ment for advertisements using not more 7

than 10 percent of the purchase of adver-8

tising time purchased under this section in 9

a fiscal year and not more than 10 percent 10

of the advertising space purchased under 11

this section in a fiscal year, if the advertise-12

ments respond to emergent and time-sen-13

sitive campaign needs or the advertisements 14

will not be widely utilized in the national 15

media campaign.

(II) the campaign is designed 12

using strategies demonstrated to be the 13

most effective at achieving the goals 14

and requirements of paragraph (2), 15

which may include— 16

(aa) a media campaign, as 17

described in paragraph (3); 18

(bb) local, regional, or popu-19

lation specific messaging; 20

(cc) the development of 21

websites to publicize and dissemi-22

nate information; 23
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(dd) conducting outreach and 1

providing educational resources 2

for women; 3

(ee) collaborating with law 4

enforcement agencies; and 5

(ff) providing support for 6

school-based public health edu-7

cation classes to improve teen 8

knowledge about the effects of vio-9

lence against women. 10

(6) PROHIBITIONS.—None of the amounts made 11

available under paragraph (3) may be obligated or 12

expended for any of the following: 13

(A) To supplant current antiviolence 14

against women campaigns by community-based 15

coalitions. 16

(B) To supplant pro bono public service 17

time donated by national and local broadcasting 18

networks for other public service campaigns. 19

(C) For partisan political purposes, or to 20

express advocacy in support of or to defeat any 21

clearly identified candidate, clearly identified 22

ballot initiative, or clearly identified legislative 23

or regulatory proposal. 24
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(D) To fund advertising that features any 1

elected officials, persons seeking elected office, 2

cabinet level officials, or other Federal officials 3

employed pursuant to schedule C of subpart C of 4

title 5, Code of Federal Regulations. 5

(E) To fund advertising that does not con-6

tain a primary message intended to reduce or 7

prevent violence against women. 8

(F) To fund advertising containing a pri-9

mary message intended to promote support for 10

the national media campaign or private sector 11

contributions to the national media campaign. 12

(7) FINANCIAL AND PERFORMANCE ACCOUNT-13

ABILITY.—The Director shall cause to be performed— 14

(A) audits and reviews of costs of the na-15

tional media campaign pursuant to section 4706 16

of title 41, United States Code; and 17

(B) an audit to determine whether the costs 18

of the national media campaign are allowable 19

under chapter 43 of title 41, United States Code. 20

(8) REPORT TO CONGRESS.—The Director shall 21

submit on an annual basis a report to Congress that 22

describes— 23
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(A) the strategy of the national media cam-1

paign and whether specific objectives of the na-2

to ensure compliance with this subsection; 22

(I) a detailed accounting of the amount of 23

funds obligated during the previous fiscal year 24

for carrying out the national media campaign, 25
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including each recipient of funds, the purpose of 1

examiners in a rural area, Tribal area, an area 8

with a health professional shortage, or for an un-9

derserved population, including efforts to provide 10

culturally competent services; or 11

‘‘(C) establish or sustain sexual assault mo-12

bile teams or units or otherwise enhance SANE 13

and SAFE access through telehealth.’’. 14

(d) DIRECTIVE.—Section 304 of the DNA Sexual As-15

sault Justice Act of 2004 (34 U.S.C. 40723) is amended— 16

(1) by redesignating subsection (d) as subsection 17

(e); and 18

(2) by inserting after subsection (b), as added by 19

subsection (c) of this section, the following: 20

‘‘(c) DIRECTIVE TO THE ATTORNEY GENERAL.— 21

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than the beginning 22

of fiscal year 2022, the Attorney General shall coordi-23

nate with the Secretary to inform health care facili-24

ties, including Federally qualified health centers and 25
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hospitals, colleges and universities, and other appro-1

priate health-related entities about— 2

‘‘(A) the availability of grant funding under 3

this section; and 4

‘‘(B) the role of sexual assault nurse exam-5

iners, both adult and pediatric, and available re-6

sources of the Department of Justice and the De-7

partment of Health and Human Services to 8

train or employ sexual assault nurses examiners 9

to address the needs of communities dealing with 10

sexual assault, domestic violence, sex trafficking, 11

elder abuse, strangulation, and, in particular, 12

the need for pediatric SANEs, including such 13

nurse examiners working in the multidisci-14

plinary setting, in responding to abuse of both 15

children and adolescents. 16

‘‘(2) REQUIREMENT.—In carrying out para-17

graph (1), the Attorney General shall collaborate with 18

nongovernmental organizations representing SANEs. 19

‘‘(d) PUBLIC INFORMATION ON ACCESS TO SEXUAL AS-20

SAULT FORENSIC EXAMINATIONS.— 21

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 2 years after 22

the date of enactment of the Supporting Access to 23

Nurse Exams Act, the Attorney General, in consulta-24

tion with the Secretary, shall establish, and update 25
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annually, a public website on the access to forensic 1

nurse examiners.

ards, and protocols for training SANEs, includ-10

ing trauma-informed and culturally competent 11

training standards; 12

‘‘(E) State requirements, minimum stand-13

ards, and protocols for training emergency serv-14

ices personnel involved in MFEs and sexual as-15

sault forensic examinations; 16

‘‘(F) the availability of sexual assault nurse 17

examiner training, frequency of when training is 18

convened, the providers of such training, the 19

State’s role in such training, and what process 20

or procedures are in place for continuing edu-21

cation of such examiners; 22

‘‘(G) the dedicated Federal and State fund-23

ing to support SANE training; 24
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‘‘(H) funding opportunities for SANE 1

training and continuing education; 2

‘‘(I) the availability of sexual assault advo-3

cates at locations providing MFEs and sexual 4

assault forensic exams; and 5

‘‘(J) the total annual cost of conducting sex-6

ual assault forensic exams described in section 7

2010(b) of title I of the Omnibus Crime Control 8

and Safe Streets Act of 1968 (34 U.S.C. 9

10449(b)).’’. 10

(e) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—Subsection 11

(e) of section 304 of the DNA Sexual Assault Justice Act 12

of 2004 (34 U.S.C. 40723), as redesignated by subsection 13

TITLE XIV—CYBERCRIME 18

ENFORCEMENT 19

SEC. 1401. LOCAL LAW ENFORCEMENT GRANTS FOR EN-20

FORCEMENT OF CYBERCRIMES. 21

(a) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 22

(1) COMPUTER.—The term ‘‘computer’’ includes 23

a computer network and an interactive electronic de-24

vice. 25
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(2) CYBERCRIME AGAINST INDIVIDUALS.—The 1

term ‘‘cybercrime against individuals’’— 2

(A) means a criminal offense applicable in 3

the area under the jurisdiction of the relevant 4

State, Indian Tribe, or unit of local government 5

that involves the use of a computer to harass, 6

threaten, stalk, extort, coerce, cause fear to, or in-7

timidate an individual, or without consent dis-8

tribute intimate images of an adult, except that 9

use of a computer need not be an element of such 10

an offense; and 11

(B) does not include the use of a computer 12

to cause harm to a commercial entity, govern-13

ment agency, or non-natural person. 14

(3) INDIAN TRIBE; STATE; TRIBAL GOVERNMENT; 15

UNIT OF LOCAL GOVERNMENT.—The terms ‘‘Indian 16

Tribe’’, ‘‘State’’, ‘‘Tribal government’’, and ‘‘unit of 17

local government’’ have the meanings given such 18

terms in section 40002(a) of the Violence Against 19

Women Act of 1994 (34 U.S.C. 12291(a)), as amend-20

ed by this Act. 21

(b) AUTHORIZATION OF GRANT PROGRAM.—Subject to 22

the availability of appropriations, the Attorney General 23

shall award grants under this section to States, Indian 24

Tribes, and units of local government for the prevention, 25
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enforcement, and prosecution of cybercrimes against indi-1

viduals. 2

(c) APPLICATION.— 3

(1) IN GENERAL.—To request a grant under this 4

section, the chief executive officer of a State, Tribal 5

government, or unit of local government shall submit 6

an application to the Attorney General not later than 7

90 days after the date on which funds to carry out 8

this section are appropriated for a fiscal year, in such 9

form as the Attorney General may require. 10

(2) CONTENTS.—An application submitted under 11

paragraph (1) shall include the following: 12

(A) A certification that Federal funds made 13

available under this section will not be used to 14

supplant State, Tribal, or local funds, but will 15

be used to increase the amounts of such funds 16

that would, in the absence of Federal funds, be 17

made available for law enforcement activities. 18

(B) An assurance that, not later than 30 19

days before the application (or any amendment 20

to the application) was submitted to the Attor-21

ney General, the application (or amendment) 22

was submitted for review to the governing body 23

of the State, Tribe, or unit of local government 24
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(or to an organization designated by that gov-1

erning body). 2

(C) An assurance that, before the applica-3

tion (or any amendment to the application) was 4

submitted to the Attorney General— 5

(i) the application (or amendment) 6

was made public; and 7

(ii) an opportunity to comment on the 8

application (or amendment) was provided 9

to citizens, to neighborhood or community- 10

based organizations, and to victim service 11

providers, to the extent applicable law or es-12

tablished procedure makes such an oppor-13

tunity available; 14

(D) An assurance that, for each fiscal year 15

covered by an application, the applicant shall 16

maintain and report such data, records, and in-17

formation (programmatic and financial) as the 18

Attorney General may reasonably require. 19

(E) A certification, made in a form accept-20

able to the Attorney General and executed by the 21

chief executive officer of the applicant (or by an-22

other officer of the applicant, if qualified under 23

regulations promulgated by the Attorney Gen-24

eral), that— 25
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(i) the programs to be funded by the 1

grant meet all the requirements of this sec-2

tion; 3

(ii) all the information contained in 4

the application is correct; 5

(iii) there has been appropriate coordi-6

nation with affected agencies; and 7

(iv) the applicant will comply with all 8

provisions of this section and all other ap-9

plicable Federal laws. 10

(F) A certification that the State, Tribe, or 11

in the case of a unit of local government, the 12

State in which the unit of local government is lo-13

cated, has in effect criminal laws which prohibit 14

cybercrimes against individuals. 15

(G) A certification that any equipment de-16

scribed in subsection (d)(8) purchased using 17

grant funds awarded under this section will be 18

used primarily for investigations and forensic 19

analysis of evidence in matters involving 20

cybercrimes against individuals. 21

(d) USE OF FUNDS.—Grants awarded under this sec-22

tion may be used only for programs that provide— 23
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(1) training for State, Tribal, or local law en-1

forcement personnel relating to cybercrimes against 2

individuals, including— 3

(A) training such personnel to identify and 4

protect victims of cybercrimes against individ-5

uals, provided that the training is developed in 6

collaboration with victim service providers; 7

(B) training such personnel to utilize Fed-8

eral, State, Tribal, local, and other resources to 9

assist victims of cybercrimes against individuals; 10

(C) training such personnel to identify and 11

investigate cybercrimes against individuals; 12

(D) training such personnel to enforce and 13

utilize the laws that prohibit cybercrimes against 14

individuals; 15

(E) training such personnel to utilize tech-16

nology to assist in the investigation of 17

cybercrimes against individuals and enforcement 18

of laws that prohibit such crimes; and 19

(F) the payment of overtime incurred as a 20

result of such training; 21

(2) training for State, Tribal, or local prosecu-22

tors, judges, and judicial personnel relating to 23

cybercrimes against individuals, including— 24
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(A) training such personnel to identify, in-1

vestigate, prosecute, or adjudicate cybercrimes 2

against individuals; 3

(B) training such personnel to utilize laws 4

that prohibit cybercrimes against individuals; 5

(C) training such personnel to utilize Fed-6

eral, State, Tribal, local, and other resources to 7

assist victims of cybercrimes against individuals; 8

and 9

(D) training such personnel to utilize tech-10

nology to assist in the prosecution or adjudica-11

tion of acts of cybercrimes against individuals, 12

including the use of technology to protect victims 13

of such crimes; 14

(3) training for State, Tribal, or local emergency 15

dispatch personnel relating to cybercrimes against in-16

dividuals, including— 17

(A) training such personnel to identify and 18

protect victims of cybercrimes against individ-19

uals; 20

(B) training such personnel to utilize Fed-21

eral, State, Tribal, local, and other resources to 22

assist victims of cybercrimes against individuals; 23
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(C) training such personnel to utilize tech-1

nology to assist in the identification of and re-2

sponse to cybercrimes against individuals; and 3

(D) the payment of overtime incurred as a 4

result of such training; 5

(4) assistance to State, Tribal, or local law en-6

forcement agencies in enforcing laws that prohibit 7

cybercrimes against individuals, including expenses 8

incurred in performing enforcement operations, such 9

as overtime payments; 10

(5) assistance to State, Tribal, or local law en-11

forcement agencies in educating the public in order to 12

prevent, deter, and identify violations of laws that 13

prohibit cybercrimes against individuals; 14

(6) assistance to State, Tribal, or local law en-15

forcement agencies to support the placement of victim 16

assistants to serve as liaisons between victims of 17

cybercrimes against individuals and personnel of law 18

enforcement agencies; 19

(7) assistance to State, Tribal, or local law en-20

forcement agencies to establish task forces that operate 21

solely to conduct investigations, forensic analyses of 22

evidence, and prosecutions in matters involving 23

cybercrimes against individuals; 24
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(8) assistance to State, Tribal, or local law en-1

forcement agencies and prosecutors in acquiring com-2

puters, computer equipment, and other equipment 3

necessary to conduct investigations and forensic anal-4

ysis of evidence in matters involving cybercrimes 5

against individuals, including expenses incurred in 6

the training, maintenance, or acquisition of technical 7

updates necessary for the use of such equipment for 8

the duration of a reasonable period of use of such 9

equipment; 10

(9) assistance in the facilitation and promotion 11

of sharing, with State, Tribal, and local law enforce-12

ment agencies and prosecutors, of the expertise and 13

information of Federal law enforcement agencies 14

about the investigation, analysis, and prosecution of 15

matters involving laws that prohibit cybercrimes 16

against individuals, including the use of multijuris-17

dictional task forces; or 18

(10) assistance to State, Tribal, and local law 19

enforcement and prosecutors in processing interstate 20

extradition requests for violations of laws involving 21

cybercrimes against individuals, including expenses 22

incurred in the extradition of an offender from one 23

State to another. 24
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(e) REPORTS TO THE ATTORNEY GENERAL.—On the 1

date that is 1 year after the date on which a State, Indian 2

Tribe, or unit of local government receives a grant under 3

this section, and annually thereafter, the chief executive offi-4

cer of the State, Tribal government, or unit of local govern-5

ment shall submit to the Attorney General a report which 6

contains— 7

(1) a summary of the activities carried out dur-8

ing the previous year with any grant received under 9

this section by such State, Indian Tribe, or unit of 10

local government; 11

(2) an evaluation of the results of such activities; 12

and 13

(3) such other information as the Attorney Gen-14

eral may reasonably require. 15

(f) REPORTS TO CONGRESS.—Not later than November 16

1 of each even-numbered fiscal year, the Attorney General 17

shall submit to the Committee on the Judiciary of the House 18

of Representatives and the Committee on the Judiciary of 19

the Senate a report that contains a compilation of the infor-20

mation contained in the reports submitted under subsection 21

(e). 22

(g) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.— 23
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(1) IN GENERAL.—There are authorized to be ap-1

propriated to carry out this section $10,000,000 for 2

each of fiscal years 2023 through 2027. 3

(2) LIMITATION.—Of the amount made available 4

under paragraph (1) in any fiscal year, not more 5

than 5 percent may be used for evaluation, moni-6

toring, technical assistance, salaries, and administra-7

tive expenses. 8

SEC. 1402. NATIONAL RESOURCE CENTER GRANT. 9

(a) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 10

(1) CYBERCRIME AGAINST INDIVIDUALS.—The 11

term ‘‘cybercrime against individuals’’ has the mean-12

ing given such term in section 1401. 13

(2) ELIGIBLE ENTITY.—The term ‘‘eligible enti-14

ty’’ means a nonprofit private organization that— 15

(A) focuses on cybercrimes against individ-16

uals; 17

(B) provides documentation to the Attorney 18

General demonstrating experience working di-19

rectly on issues of cybercrimes against individ-20

uals; and 21

(C) includes on the organization’s advisory 22

board representatives who— 23
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(i) have a documented history of work-1

ing directly on issues of cybercrimes against 2

individuals; 3

(ii) have a history of working directly 4

with victims of cybercrimes against individ-5

uals; and 6

(iii) are geographically and culturally 7

diverse. 8

(b) AUTHORIZATION OF GRANT PROGRAM.—Subject to 9

the availability of appropriations, the Attorney General 10

shall award a grant under this section to an eligible entity 11

for the purpose of the establishment and maintenance of a 12

National Resource Center on Cybercrimes Against Individ-13

uals to provide resource information, training, and tech-14

nical assistance to improve the capacity of individuals, or-15

ganizations, governmental entities, and communities to pre-16

vent, enforce, and prosecute cybercrimes against individ-17

uals. 18

(c) APPLICATION.— 19

(1) IN GENERAL.—To request a grant under this 20

section, an eligible entity shall submit an application 21

to the Attorney General not later than 90 days after 22

the date on which funds to carry out this section are 23

appropriated for fiscal year 2022 in such form as the 24

Attorney General may require. 25
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(2) CONTENTS.—An application submitted under 1

paragraph (1) shall include the following: 2

(A) An assurance that, for each fiscal year 3

covered by the application, the applicant will 4

maintain and report such data, records, and in-5

formation (programmatic and financial) as the 6

Attorney General may reasonably require. 7

(B) A certification, made in a form accept-8

able to the Attorney General, that— 9

(i) the programs funded by the grant 10

meet all the requirements of this section; 11

(ii) all the information contained in 12

the application is correct; and 13

(iii) the applicant will comply with all 14

provisions of this section and all other ap-15

plicable Federal laws. 16

(d) USE OF FUNDS.—The eligible entity awarded a 17

grant under this section shall use such amounts for the es-18

tablishment and maintenance of a National Resource Cen-19

ter on Cybercrimes Against Individuals, which shall— 20

(1) offer a comprehensive array of technical as-21

sistance and training resources to Federal, State, and 22

local governmental agencies, community-based organi-23

zations, and other professionals and interested parties 24
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related to cybercrimes against individuals, including 1

programs and research related to victims; 2

(2) maintain a resource library which shall col-3

lect, prepare, analyze, and disseminate information 4

and statistics related to— 5

(A) the incidence of cybercrimes against in-6

dividuals; 7

(B) the enforcement and prosecution of laws 8

relating to cybercrimes against individuals; and 9

(C) the provision of supportive services and 10

resources for victims, including victims from un-11

derserved populations, of cybercrimes against in-12

dividuals; and 13

(3) conduct research related to— 14

(A) the causes of cybercrimes against indi-15

viduals; 16

(B) the effect of cybercrimes against indi-17

viduals on victims of such crimes; and 18

(C) model solutions to prevent or deter 19

cybercrimes against individuals or to enforce the 20

laws relating to cybercrimes against individuals. 21

(e) DURATION OF GRANT.— 22

(1) IN GENERAL.—A grant awarded under this 23

section shall be awarded for a period of 5 years. 24
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(2) RENEWAL.—A grant under this section may 1

be renewed for additional 5-year periods if the Attor-2

ney General determines that the funds made available 3

to the recipient were used in a manner described in 4

subsection (d), and if the recipient resubmits an ap-5

plication described in subsection (c) in such form, 6

and at such time, as the Attorney General may rea-7

sonably require. 8

(f) SUBGRANTS.—The eligible entity awarded a grant 9

under this section may make subgrants to other nonprofit 10

private organizations with relevant subject matter expertise 11

in order to establish and maintain the National Resource 12

Center on Cybercrimes Against Individuals in accordance 13

with subsection (d). 14

(g) REPORTS TO THE ATTORNEY GENERAL.—On the 15

date that is 1 year after the date on which an eligible entity 16

receives a grant under this section, and annually thereafter 17

for the duration of the grant period, the entity shall submit 18

to the Attorney General a report which contains— 19

(1) a summary of the activities carried out 20

under the grant program during the previous year; 21

(2) an evaluation of the results of such activities; 22

and 23

(3) such other information as the Attorney Gen-24

eral may reasonably require. 25
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(h) REPORTS TO CONGRESS.—Not later than Novem-1

ber 1 of each even-numbered fiscal year, the Attorney Gen-2

eral shall submit to the Committee on the Judiciary of the 3

House of Representatives and the Committee on the Judici-4

ary of the Senate a report that contains a compilation of 5

the information contained in the reports submitted under 6

subsection (g). 7

(i) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—There are 8

authorized to be appropriated to carry out this section 9

$4,000,000 for each of fiscal years 2023 through 2027. 10

SEC. 1403. NATIONAL STRATEGY, CLASSIFICATION, AND RE-11

PORTING ON CYBERCRIME. 12

(a) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 13

(1) COMPUTER.—The term ‘‘computer’’ includes 14

a computer network and any interactive electronic de-15

vice. 16

(2) CYBERCRIME AGAINST INDIVIDUALS.—The 17

term ‘‘cybercrime against individuals’’ has the mean-18

ing given the term in section 1401. 19

(b) NATIONAL STRATEGY.—The Attorney General shall 20

develop a national strategy to— 21

(1) reduce the incidence of cybercrimes against 22

individuals; 23
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(2) coordinate investigations of cybercrimes 1

against individuals by Federal law enforcement agen-2

cies; 3

(3) increase the number of Federal prosecutions 4

of cybercrimes against individuals; and 5

(4) develop an evaluation process that measures 6

rates of cybercrime victimization and prosecutorial 7

rates among Tribal and culturally specific commu-8

nities. 9

(c) CLASSIFICATION OF CYBERCRIMES AGAINST INDI-10

VIDUALS FOR PURPOSES OF CRIME REPORTS.—In accord-11

ance with the authority of the Attorney General under sec-12

tion 534 of title 28, United States Code, the Director of 13

the Federal Bureau of Investigation shall— 14

(1) design and create within the Uniform Crime 15

Reports a category for offenses that constitute 16

cybercrimes against individuals; 17

(2) to the extent feasible, within the category es-18

tablished under paragraph (1), establish subcategories 19

for each type of cybercrime against individuals that 20

is an offense under Federal or State law; 21

(3) classify the category established under para-22

graph (1) as a Part I crime in the Uniform Crime 23

Reports; and 24
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(4) classify each type of cybercrime against indi-1

viduals that is an offense under Federal or State law 2

as a Group A offense for the purpose of the National 3

Incident-Based Reporting System. 4

(d) ANNUAL SUMMARY.—The Attorney General shall 5

publish an annual summary of the information reported 6

in the Uniform Crime Reports and the National Incident- 7

Based Reporting System relating to cybercrimes against in-8

dividuals, including an evaluation of the implementation 9

process for the national strategy developed under subsection 10

(b) and outcome measurements on its impact on Tribal and 11

culturally specific communities. 12

TITLE XV—KEEPING CHILDREN 13

SAFE FROM FAMILY VIOLENCE 14

SEC. 1501. SHORT TITLE. 15

This title may be cited as the ‘‘Keeping Children Safe 16

From Family Violence Act’’ or ‘‘Kayden’s Law’’. 17

SEC. 1502. FINDINGS. 18

Congress finds the following: 19

(1) Approximately 1 in 15 children is exposed to 20

domestic violence each year. 21

(2) Most child abuse is perpetrated in the family 22

and by a parent. Intimate partner violence and child 23

abuse overlap in the same families at rates between 24

30 and 60 percent. A child’s risk of abuse increases 25
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after a perpetrator of intimate partner violence sepa-1

rates from a domestic partner, even when the perpe-2

trator has not previously directly abused the child. 3

Children who have witnessed intimate partner vio-4

lence are approximately 4 times more likely to experi-5

ence direct child maltreatment than children who 6

have not witnessed intimate partner violence. 7

(3) More than 75 percent of child sexual abuse 8

is perpetrated by a family member or a person known 9

to the child. Data of the Department of Justice shows 10

that family members are 49 percent, or almost half, 11

of the perpetrators of crimes against child sex assault 12

victims younger than 6 years of age. 13

(4) Research suggests a child’s exposure to a 14

batterer is among the strongest indicators of risk of 15

incest victimization. One study found that female 16

children with fathers who are batterers of their moth-17

ers were 6.5 times more likely to experience father- 18

daughter incest than female children who do not have 19

abusive fathers. 20

(5) Child abuse is a major public health issue in 21

the United States. Total lifetime financial costs asso-22

ciated with just 1 year of confirmed cases of child 23

maltreatment, including child physical abuse, sexual 24

abuse, psychological abuse, and neglect, result in 25
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$124,000,000,000 in annual costs to the economy of 1

the United States, or approximately 1 percent of the 2

gross domestic product of the United States. 3

(6) Empirical research indicates that courts reg-4

ularly discount allegations of child physical and sex-5

ual abuse when those allegations are raised in child 6

custody cases. Courts believed less than 1⁄4 of claims 7

that a father has committed child physical or sexual 8

abuse. With respect to cases in which an allegedly 9

abusive parent claimed the mother ‘‘alienated’’ the 10

child, courts believed only 1 out of 51 claims of sexual 11

molestation by a father. Independent research indi-12

cates that child sexual abuse allegations are credible 13

between 50 and 70 percent of the time. 14

(7) Empirical research shows that alleged or 15

known abusive parents are often granted custody or 16

unprotected parenting time by courts. Approximately 17

1⁄3 of parents alleged to have committed child abuse 18

took primary custody from the protective parent re-19

porting the abuse, placing children at ongoing risk. 20

(8) Researchers have documented nearly 800 21

child murders in the United States since 2008 com-22

mitted by a divorcing or separating parent. More 23

than 100 of these child murders are known to have oc-24

curred after a court ordered the child to have contact 25
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with the dangerous parent over the objection of a safe 1

parent or caregiver. 2

(9) Scientifically unsound theories that treat 3

abuse allegations of mothers as likely false attempts to 4

undermine fathers are frequently applied in family 5

court to minimize or deny reports of abuse of parents 6

and children. Many experts who testify against abuse 7

allegations lack expertise in the relevant type of al-8

leged abuse, relying instead on unsound and 9

unproven theories. 10

(10) Judges presiding over custody cases involv-11

ing allegations of child abuse, child sexual abuse, and 12

domestic violence are rarely required to receive train-13

ing on these subjects, and most States have not estab-14

lished standards for such training. 15

SEC. 1503. PURPOSES. 16

The purposes of this title are to— 17

(1) increase the priority given to child safety in 18

any State court divorce, separation, visitation, pater-19

(2) consult with the higher education commu-23

nity, experts in survey research related to domestic vi-24

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ment, and stalking, and organizations engaged in the 1

prevention of and response to, and advocacy on behalf 2

cluded in the survey tool developed pursuant to this 19

section shall— 20

(A) be designed to gather information on 21

student experiences with domestic violence, dat-22

ing violence, sexual assault, sexual harassment, 23

and stalking, including the experiences of victims 24

of such incidents; 25
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(B) use trauma-informed language to pre-1

(II) whether the victim was in-23

formed of, or referred to, national, 24
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State, local, Tribal, or on-campus re-1

(v) questions regarding contextual fac-8

tors, such as whether force, incapacitation, 9

(vii) questions to determine whether a 14

victim reported an incident to Federal, 15

State, local, Tribal, or campus law enforce-16

ment; 17

(viii) questions to determine why the 18

victim chose to report or not report an inci-19

dent to the institution or State, local, or 20

campus law enforcement; 21

(ix) questions to determine the impact 22

of domestic violence, dating violence, sexual 23

assault, sexual harassment, and stalking on 24

the victim’s education, including dimin-25
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ished grades, dropped classes, leaves of ab-1

sence, and negative financial consequences 2

(such as costs associated with loss in paid 3

tuition due to leaves of absence, loss in 4

scholarship awards due to diminished 5

grades, loss of foreign-student visas, and 6

costs associated with counseling, medical 7

services, or housing changes); 8

(x) questions to determine the impact 9

and effectiveness of prevention and aware-10

ness programs and complaints processes; 11

(xi) questions to determine attitudes 12

toward sexual violence and harassment, in-13

cluding the willingness of individuals to in-14

tervene as a bystander to sex-based (includ-15

ing against lesbian, gay, bisexual, or 16

transgender (commonly referred to as 17

questions described in paragraph (2) shall— 10

‘‘(b) COMPENSATION.—Beginning not later than 1 14

year after the date of the enactment of the Intelligence Au-15

thorization Act for Fiscal Year 2022, each medical officer 16

of the Office of Medical Services who meets the qualifica-17

‘‘(H) 1 member appointed by the Vice 21

‘‘(I) 1 member appointed by the Director of 24

National Intelligence. 25
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‘‘(2) CHAIRPERSON.—During the first meeting 1

under subsection (e)(1), the members of the Board 2

shall elect a Chairperson of the Board. In addition to 3

meeting the criteria under paragraph (3), the Chair-4

person may not be an employee, or former employee, 5

of the Agency.

(5) the conduct of any other standard relevant 15

medical or neurological examinations, testing, or as-16

sessments. 17

(d) PROTOCOLS ON POST-INCIDENT MEDICAL TEST-18

ING.—The protocols described in this subsection are proto-19

cols to enable voluntary medical testing and the coordina-20

tion of treatment for covered employees, covered individuals, 21

and the dependents of covered employees, following a re-22

ported anomalous health incident, such as— 23
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(1) a protocol that sets forth elements, similar to 1

tional emergencies, including future outbreaks of an 6

infectious pandemic disease or similar public health 7

(A) The ability of the intelligence commu-9

nity to ensure the timely administration of med-10

ical interventions to covered personnel during the 11

covered national emergency. 12

(B) Whether additional authorities or re-13

sources are necessary to ensure, or may otherwise 14

facilitate, such timely administration, including 15

with respect to the ability of the Director or 16

Under Secretary to provide an alternative means 17

of access to covered personnel with reduced access 18

to the interventions provided by the respective 19

element.

(C) The potential risks and benefits of 21

granting the additional authorities or resources 22

described in subparagraph (B) to the Director, 23

the Under Secretary, or both. 24
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(4) A summary of the findings of the survey 1

under subsection (c). 2

(c) SURVEY.—Not later than 120 days after the date 3

of the enactment of this Act, and prior to submitting the 4

report under subsection (a), the Director and the Under 5

Secretary shall jointly conduct a survey to determine the 6

process by which each element of the intelligence community 7

has administered COVID–19 vaccines to covered personnel, 8

to inform continued medical care relating to COVID–19 9

and future responses to covered national emergencies. Such 10

survey shall address, with respect to each element, the fol-11

(1) The timeline of the element with respect to 13

the administration of COVID–19 vaccines prior to the 14

date of the enactment of this Act.

and the duties and responsibilities specified in para-6

graph (2).

‘‘(4) An inventory of the strategies, plans, poli-8

cies, and interagency agreements of the intelligence 9

community relating to the collection, monitoring, 10

analysis, mitigation, and attribution of such threats, 11

and an assessment of any identified gaps therein. 12

‘‘(5) A description of the coordination and inter-13

actions among the relevant elements of the intelligence 14

community and non-intelligence community partners. 15

‘‘(6) An assessment of foreign malign influence 16

efforts relating to such threats, including any foreign 17

academics engaged in such efforts, and a description 18

of how the intelligence community contributes to ef-19

forts by non-intelligence community partners to 20

counter such foreign malign influence. 21

(a) PERIODIC REPORTS REQUIRED.—Title XI of the 3

National Security Act of 1947 (50 U.S.C. 3231 et seq.), as 4

amended by section 822, is further amended by adding at 5

the end the following new section (and conforming the table 6

of contents at the beginning of such Act accordingly): 7

‘‘SEC. 1113. PERIODIC REPORTS ON TECHNOLOGY STRAT-8

EGY OF INTELLIGENCE COMMUNITY. 9

‘‘(a) REPORTS.—On a basis that is not less frequent 10

than once every 4 years, the Director of National Intel-11

ligence, in coordination with the Director of the Office of 12

Science and Technology Policy, the Secretary of Commerce, 13

and the heads of such other agencies as the Director con-14

siders appropriate, shall submit to the congressional intel-15

ligence committees a comprehensive report on the technology 16

strategy of the intelligence community, which shall be de-17

signed to support the maintenance of the leadership of the 18

United States in critical and emerging technologies essen-19

tial to the national security of the United States. 20

‘‘(b) ELEMENTS.—Each report submitted under sub-21

section (a) shall include the following: 22

‘‘(1) An assessment of technologies critical to the 23

national security of the United States, particularly 24

those technologies with respect to which foreign coun-25

tries that are adversarial to the United States have 26
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or are poised to match or surpass the technology lead-1

ership of the United States. 2

‘‘(2) A review of current technology policies of 3

the intelligence community, including long-term 4

goals. 5

‘‘(3) An identification of sectors and supply 6

chains the Director determines to be of the greatest 7

strategic importance to national security. 8

‘‘(4) An identification of opportunities to protect 9

the leadership of the United States, and the allies and 10

partners of the United States, in critical technologies, 11

including through targeted export controls, investment 12

screening, and counterintelligence activities. 13

‘‘(5) An identification of research and develop-14

ment areas the Director determines critical to the na-15

tional security of the United States, including areas 16

in which the private sector does not focus. 17

‘‘(6) Recommendations for growing talent in key 18

critical and emerging technologies and enhancing the 19

ability of the intelligence community to recruit and 20

retain individuals with critical skills relating to such 21

technologies. 22

‘‘(7) An identification of opportunities to im-23

prove the leadership of the United States in critical 24

technologies, including opportunities to develop inter-25
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national partnerships to reinforce domestic policy ac-1

tions, develop new markets, engage in collaborative re-2

search, and maintain an international environment 3

that reflects the values of the United States and pro-4

tects the interests of the United States. 5

‘‘(8) A technology annex to establish an ap-6

proach for the identification, prioritization, develop-7

ment, and fielding of emerging technologies critical to 8

the mission of the intelligence community. 9

‘‘(9) Such other information as the Director de-10

termines may be necessary to inform Congress on 11

matters relating to the technology strategy of the in-12

telligence community and related implications for the 13

national security of the United States. 14

‘‘(c) FORM OF ANNEX.—Each annex submitted under 15

subsection (b)(8) may be submitted in classified form.’’. 16

(b) FIRST REPORT.—Not later than 1 year after the 17

date of the enactment of this Act, the Director of National 18

Intelligence shall submit to the congressional intelligence 19

committees the first report required under section 1113 of 20

the National Security Act of 1947, as added by subsection 21

(a). 22
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SEC. 824. INTELLIGENCE ASSESSMENT AND REPORTS ON 1

FOREIGN RACIALLY MOTIVATED VIOLENT EX-2

TREMISTS. 3

(a) INTELLIGENCE ASSESSMENT.— 4

(1) REQUIREMENT.—Not later than 120 days 5

after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Direc-6

tor of National Intelligence, acting through the Direc-7

tor of the National Counterterrorism Center, in co-8

ordination with the Director of the Federal Bureau of 9

Investigation and the Under Secretary of Homeland 10

Security for Intelligence and Analysis, and in con-11

sultation with other relevant Federal departments and 12

agencies, shall submit to the appropriate congres-13

sional committees an intelligence assessment on sig-14

nificant threats to the United States associated with 15

foreign racially motivated violent extremist organiza-16

tions. 17

(2) ELEMENTS.—The assessment under para-18

graph (1) shall include the following: 19

(A) A list of foreign racially motivated vio-20

lent extremist organizations that pose a signifi-21

cant threat to the national security of the United 22

States. 23

(B) With respect to each such organiza-24

tion— 25
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(i) an overview of the membership, ide-1

ology, and activities; 2

(ii) a description of any transnational 3

links to the United States or United States 4

persons; 5

(iii) a description of the leadership, 6

plans, intentions, and capabilities; 7

(iv) whether (and if so, to what extent) 8

foreign governments or their proxies provide 9

any manner of support to such organiza-10

tions, including a list of each such foreign 11

government or proxy; 12

(v) a description of the composition 13

and characteristics of the members and sup-14

port networks, including whether (and if so, 15

to what extent) the members are also a part 16

of a military, security service, or police; 17

(vi) a description of financing and 18

other forms of material support; 19

(vii) an assessment of trends and pat-20

terns relative to communications, travel, 21

and training (including whether and to 22

what extent the organization is engaged in 23

or facilitating military or paramilitary 24

training); 25
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(viii) an assessment of the 1

radicalization and recruitment, including 2

an analysis of the extremist messaging mo-3

tivating members and supporters; and 4

(ix) whether (and if so, to what extent) 5

foreign governments have sufficient laws 6

and policies to counter threats to the United 7

States associated with the organization, in-8

cluding best practices and gaps. 9

(C) An assessment of the status and extent 10

of information sharing, intelligence partnerships, 11

foreign police cooperation, and mutual legal as-12

sistance between the United States and foreign 13

governments relative to countering threats to the 14

United States associated with foreign racially 15

motivated violent extremist organizations. 16

(D) An assessment of intelligence gaps and 17

recommendations on how to remedy such gaps. 18

(E) An opportunity analysis regarding 19

countering such threats, including, at a min-20

imum, with respect to mitigating and disrupting 21

the transnational nexus. 22

(3) STANDARDS.—The intelligence assessment 23

under paragraph (1) shall be conducted in a manner 24
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that meets the analytic integrity and tradecraft 1

standards of the intelligence community. 2

(4) FORM.—The intelligence assessment under 3

paragraph (1) shall be submitted in unclassified form, 4

but may include a classified annex in electronic form 5

that is fully indexed and searchable. In carrying out 6

this paragraph, the officials responsible for submit-7

ting such assessment shall ensure that the assessment 8

is unclassified to the extent practicable. 9

(b) REPORT.— 10

(1) REQUIREMENT.—Not later than 150 days 11

after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Direc-12

tor of National Intelligence, acting through the Direc-13

tor of the National Counterterrorism Center, in co-14

ordination with the Secretary of State, the Secretary 15

of the Treasury, the Attorney General, the Secretary 16

of Homeland Security, and in a manner consistent 17

with the authorities and responsibilities of such Sec-18

retary or Director, shall submit to the appropriate 19

congressional committees a report on the use of Fed-20

eral laws, regulations, and policies by the Federal 21

Government to counter significant threats to the 22

United States and United States persons associated 23

with foreign racially motivated violent extremist or-24

ganizations. 25
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(2) ELEMENTS.—The report under paragraph 1

(1) shall include the following: 2

(A) An identification, description, and as-3

sessment of the use and efficacy of, Federal laws, 4

regulations, and policies used by the Federal 5

Government to address significant threats to the 6

United States and United States persons associ-7

ated with foreign racially motivated violent ex-8

tremist organizations, including pursuant to— 9

(i) section 1016 of the Intelligence Re-10

form and Terrorism Prevention Act of 2004 11

(6 U.S.C. 485) and section 119 of the Na-12

tional Security Act of 1949 (50 U.S.C. 13

3056), particularly with respect to the co-14

ordination and integration of all instru-15

ments of national power; 16

(ii) Executive Order 12333 (50 U.S.C. 17

3001 note), as amended; 18

(iii) the designation of foreign terrorist 19

organizations under section 219 of the Im-20

migration and Nationality Act (8 U.S.C. 21

1189); 22

(iv) the designation of specially des-23

ignated terrorists, specially designated glob-24

al terrorists, or specially designated nation-25
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als and blocked persons, pursuant to Execu-1

tive Orders 13886, 13372, and 13224 and 2

parts 594, 595, 596, and 597 of title 31, 3

Code of Federal Regulations; 4

(v) National Security Presidential 5

Memorandums 7 and 9, particularly with 6

respect to the sharing of terrorism informa-7

tion and screening and vetting activities; 8

and 9

(vi) any other applicable Federal laws, 10

regulations, or policies. 11

(B) An assessment of whether (and if so, to 12

what extent and why) such Federal laws, regula-13

tions, and policies are sufficient to counter such 14

threats, including a description of any gaps and 15

specific examples to illustrate such gaps. 16

(C) Recommendations regarding how to 17

remedy the gaps under subparagraph (B). 18

(3) PRIVACY AND CIVIL LIBERTIES ASSESS-19

MENT.—Not later than 180 days after the date of the 20

enactment of this Act, the Privacy and Civil Liberties 21

Oversight Board, in consultation with the civil lib-22

erties and privacy officers of the Federal departments 23

and agencies the Board determines appropriate, shall 24
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submit to the appropriate congressional committees a 1

report containing— 2

(A) an assessment of the impacts on the pri-3

vacy and civil liberties of United States persons 4

concerning the use or recommended use of any 5

Federal laws, regulations, and policies specified 6

in paragraph (2); and 7

(B) recommendations on options to develop 8

protections to mitigate such impacts. 9

(4) FORM.—The report under paragraph (1) 10

shall be submitted in unclassified form, but may in-11

clude a classified annex in electronic form that is 12

fully indexed and searchable. In carrying out this 13

paragraph, the officials responsible for submitting 14

such report shall ensure that the report is unclassified 15

to the extent practicable. 16

(5) SEPARATE SUBMISSION.—The Director shall 17

submit to the appropriate congressional committees 18

the report under paragraph (1) as a separate report 19

from the report submitted under section 826(a)(2). 20

(c) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 21

(1) APPROPRIATE CONGRESSIONAL COMMIT-22

TEES.—The term ‘‘appropriate congressional commit-23

tees’’ means— 24
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(A) the congressional intelligence commit-1

tees; 2

(B) the Subcommittees on Financial Serv-3

ices and General Government, the Subcommittees 4

on Homeland Security, and the Subcommittees 5

on State, Foreign Operations, and Related Pro-6

grams of the Committees on Appropriations of 7

the House of Representatives and the Senate; and 8

(C) the Committee on Foreign Affairs of the 9

House of Representatives and the Committee on 10

Foreign Relations of the Senate. 11

(2) TERRORISM INFORMATION.—The term ‘‘ter-12

rorism information’’ has the meaning given that term 13

in section 1016(a) of the Intelligence Reform and Ter-14

rorism Prevention Act of 2004 (6 U.S.C. 485(a)). 15

(3) UNITED STATES PERSON.—The term ‘‘United 16

States person’’ has the meaning given that term in 17

section 105A(c) of the National Security Act of 1947 18

(50 U.S.C. 3039). 19

SEC. 825. NATIONAL INTELLIGENCE ESTIMATE ON ESCA-20

LATION AND DE-ESCALATION OF GRAY ZONE 21

ACTIVITIES IN GREAT POWER COMPETITION. 22

(a) FINDINGS.—Congress finds the following: 23

(1) The conventional power of the United States 24

has driven foreign adversaries to a level of competi-25
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tion that does not always depend on military con-1

frontation with the United States. 2

(2) Rather than challenging the United States in 3

a manner that could provoke a kinetic military re-4

sponse, foreign adversaries of the United States have 5

turned to carrying out gray zone activities to advance 6

the interests of such adversaries, weaken the power of 7

the United States, and erode the norms that underpin 8

the United States-led international order. 9

(3) Gray zone activity falls on a spectrum of at-10

tribution and deniability that ranges from covert ad-11

versary operations, to detectible covert adversary op-12

erations, to unattributable adversary operations, to 13

deniable adversary operations, to open adversary op-14

erations. 15

(4) To adequately address such a shift to gray 16

zone activity, the United States must understand 17

what actions tend to either escalate or de-escalate such 18

activity by its adversaries. 19

(5) The laws, principles, and values of the 20

United States are strategic advantages in great power 21

competition with authoritarian foreign adversaries 22

that carry out gray zone activities, because such laws, 23

principles, and values increase the appeal of the gov-24

ernance model of the United States, and the United 25
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States-led international order, to states and peoples 1

around the world. 2

(6) The international security environment has 3

demonstrated numerous examples of gray zone activi-4

ties carried out by foreign adversaries, including the 5

following activities of foreign adversaries: 6

(A) Information operations, such as efforts 7

by Russia to influence the 2020 United States 8

Federal elections (as described in the March 15, 9

2021, intelligence community assessment of the 10

Office of the Director of National Intelligence 11

made publicly available on March 15, 2021). 12

(B) Adversary political coercion operations, 13

such as the wielding of energy by Russia, par-14

ticularly in the context of Ukrainian gas pipe-15

lines, to coerce its neighbors into compliance 16

with its policies. 17

(C) Adversary economic coercion operations, 18

such as the threat, and use, by China of eco-19

nomic retaliation to coerce sovereign countries 20

into compliance with its policies or to blunt any 21

criticism of its violations of the rules-based inter-22

national order and its perpetration of severe 23

human rights abuses. 24
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(D) Cyber operations, such as the use by 1

China of cyber tools to conduct industrial espio-2

nage. 3

(E) Provision of support to proxy forces, 4

such as the support provided by Iran to 5

Hezbollah and Shia militia groups. 6

(F) Provocation by armed forces controlled 7

by the government of the foreign adversary 8

through measures that do not rise to the level of 9

an armed attack, such as the use of the China 10

Coast Guard and maritime militia by China to 11

harass the fishing vessels of other countries in the 12

South China Sea. 13

(G) Alleged uses of lethal force on foreign 14

soil, such as the 2018 poisoning of Sergei 15

Skripal in London by Russia. 16

(H) The potential use by an adversary of 17

technology that causes anomalous health inci-18

dents among United States Government per-19

sonnel. 20

(b) NATIONAL INTELLIGENCE ESTIMATE.— 21

(1) REQUIREMENT.—The Director of National 22

Intelligence, acting through the National Intelligence 23

Council, shall produce a National Intelligence Esti-24

mate on how foreign adversaries use gray zone activi-25
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ties to advance interests, what responses by the 1

United States (or the allies or partners of the United 2

States) would tend to result in the escalation or de- 3

escalation of such gray zone activities by foreign ad-4

versaries, and any opportunities for the United States 5

to minimize the extent to which foreign adversaries 6

use gray zone activities in furtherance of great power 7

competition. 8

(2) MATTERS INCLUDED.—To the extent deter-9

mined appropriate by the National Intelligence Coun-10

cil, the National Intelligence Estimate produced 11

under paragraph (1) may include an assessment of 12

the following topics: 13

(A) Any potential or actual lethal or harm-14

ful gray zone activities carried out against the 15

United States by foreign adversaries, including 16

against United States Government employees 17

and United States persons, whether located with-18

in or outside of the United States. 19

(B) To the extent such activities have oc-20

curred, or are predicted to occur— 21

(i) opportunities to reduce or deter any 22

such activities; and 23
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(ii) any actions of the United States 1

Government that would tend to result in the 2

escalation or de-escalation of such activities. 3

(C) Any incidents in which foreign adver-4

saries could have used, but ultimately did not 5

use, gray zone activities to advance the interests 6

of such adversaries, including an assessment as 7

to why the foreign adversary ultimately did not 8

use gray zone activities. 9

(D) The effect of lowering the United States 10

Government threshold for the public attribution 11

of detectible covert adversary operations, 12

unattributable adversary operations, and deni-13

able adversary operations. 14

(E) The effect of lowering the United States 15

Government threshold for responding to detectible 16

covert adversary operations, unattributable ad-17

versary operations, and deniable adversary oper-18

ations. 19

(F) The extent to which the governments of 20

foreign adversaries exercise control over any 21

proxies or parastate actors used by such govern-22

ments in carrying out gray zone activities. 23
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(G) The extent to which gray zone activities 1

carried out by foreign adversaries affect the pri-2

vate sector of the United States. 3

(H) The international norms that provide 4

the greatest deterrence to gray zone activities 5

carried out by foreign adversaries, and opportu-6

nities for strengthening those norms. 7

(I) The effect, if any, of the strengthening of 8

democratic governance abroad on the resilience of 9

United States allies and partners to gray zone 10

activities. 11

(J) Opportunities to strengthen the resil-12

ience of United States allies and partners to 13

gray zone activities, and associated tactics, car-14

ried out by foreign adversaries. 15

(K) Opportunities for the United States to 16

improve the detection of, and early warning for, 17

such activities and tactics. 18

(L) Opportunities for the United States to 19

galvanize international support in responding to 20

such activities and tactics. 21

(3) SUBMISSION TO CONGRESS.— 22

(A) SUBMISSION.—Not later than 1 year 23

after the date of the enactment of this Act, the 24

Director shall submit to the congressional intel-25
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ligence committees and the Committees on Armed 1

Services of the House of Representatives and the 2

Senate the National Intelligence Estimate pro-3

duced under paragraph (1). In so submitting the 4

Estimate to the congressional intelligence com-5

mittees, the Director shall include all intelligence 6

reporting underlying the Estimate. 7

(B) NOTICE REGARDING SUBMISSION.—If at 8

any time before the deadline specified in sub-9

paragraph (A), the Director determines that the 10

National Intelligence Estimate produced under 11

paragraph (1) cannot be submitted by such dead-12

line, the Director shall (before such deadline) 13

submit to the committees specified in subpara-14

graph (A) a report setting forth the reasons why 15

the National Intelligence Estimate cannot be 16

submitted by such deadline and an estimated 17

date for the submission of the National Intel-18

ligence Estimate. 19

(C) FORM.—Any report under subpara-20

graph (B) shall be submitted in unclassified 21

form. 22

(4) PUBLIC VERSION.—Consistent with the pro-23

tection of intelligence sources and methods, at the 24

same time as the Director submits to the congres-25
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sional intelligence committees and the Committees on 1

Armed Services of the House of Representatives and 2

the Senate the National Intelligence Estimate under 3

paragraph (1), the Director shall make publicly avail-4

able on the internet website of the Director an unclas-5

sified version of the key findings of the National In-6

telligence Estimate. 7

(5) DEFINITIONS.—In this subsection: 8

(A) GRAY ZONE ACTIVITY.—The term ‘‘gray 9

zone activity’’ means an activity to advance the 10

national interests of a State that— 11

(i) falls between ordinary statecraft 12

and open warfare; 13

(ii) is carried out with an intent to 14

maximize the advancement of interests of 15

the state without provoking a kinetic mili-16

tary response by the United States; and 17

(iii) falls on a spectrum that ranges 18

from covert adversary operations, to 19

detectible covert adversary operations, to 20

unattributable adversary operations, to de-21

niable adversary operations, to open adver-22

sary operations. 23
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(B) COVERT ADVERSARY OPERATION.—The 1

term ‘‘covert adversary operation’’ means an op-2

eration by an adversary that— 3

(i) the adversary intends to remain 4

below the threshold at which the United 5

States detects the operation; and 6

(ii) does stay below such threshold. 7

(C) DETECTIBLE COVERT ADVERSARY OPER-8

ATION.—The term ‘‘detectible covert adversary 9

operation’’ means an operation by an adversary 10

that— 11

(i) the adversary intends to remain 12

below the threshold at which the United 13

States detects the operation; but 14

(ii) is ultimately detected by the 15

United States at a level below the level at 16

which the United States will publicly at-17

tribute the operation to the adversary. 18

(D) UNATTRIBUTABLE ADVERSARY OPER-19

ATION.—The term ‘‘unattributable adversary op-20

eration’’ means an operation by an adversary 21

that the adversary intends to be detected by the 22

United States, but remains below the threshold 23

at which the United States will publicly at-24

tribute the operation to the adversary. 25
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(E) DENIABLE ADVERSARY OPERATION.— 1

The term ‘‘deniable adversary operation’’ means 2

an operation by an adversary that— 3

(i) the adversary intends to be detected 4

and publicly or privately attributed by the 5

United States; and 6

(ii) the adversary intends to deny, to 7

limit the response by the United States, and 8

any allies of the United States. 9

(F) OPEN ADVERSARY OPERATION.—The 10

term ‘‘open adversary operation’’ means an oper-11

ation by an adversary that the adversary openly 12

acknowledges as attributable to the adversary. 13

(c) REQUIREMENT TO DEVELOP LEXICON.— 14

(1) REQUIREMENT.—The Director of National 15

Intelligence, acting through the National Intelligence 16

Council, shall develop a lexicon of common terms 17

(and corresponding definitions for such terms) for 18

concepts associated with gray zone activities. 19

(2) CONSIDERATIONS.—In developing the lexicon 20

under paragraph (1), the National Intelligence Coun-21

cil shall include in the lexicon each term (and the cor-22

responding definition for each term) specified in sub-23

section (b)(5), unless the National Intelligence Council 24
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determines that an alternative term (or alternative 1

definition)— 2

(A) more accurately describes a concept as-3

sociated with gray zone activities; or 4

(B) is preferable for any other reason. 5

(3) REPORT.— 6

(A) PUBLICATION.—The Director of Na-7

tional Intelligence shall publish a report con-8

taining the lexicon developed under paragraph 9

(1). 10

(B) FORM.—The report under subpara-11

graph (A) shall be published in unclassified 12

form. 13

SEC. 826. ASSESSMENT OF ROLE OF FOREIGN GROUPS IN 14

DOMESTIC VIOLENT EXTREMISM. 15

(a) ASSESSMENT.—Not later than 180 days after the 16

date of the enactment of this Act, the Director of National 17

Intelligence, consistent with the protection of intelligence 18

sources and methods, shall— 19

(1) complete an assessment to identify the role of 20

foreign groups, including entities, adversaries, govern-21

ments, or other groups, in domestic violent extremist 22

activities in the United States; and 23
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(2) submit to the appropriate congressional com-1

mittees a report containing the findings of the Direc-2

tor with respect to the assessment. 3

(b) FORM.—The report under subsection (a)(2) shall 4

be submitted in unclassified form, but may include a classi-5

fied annex. 6

(c) SEPARATE SUBMISSION.—The Director shall sub-7

mit to the appropriate congressional committees the report 8

under subsection (a)(2) as a separate report from the report 9

submitted under section 824(b)(1). 10

(d) APPROPRIATE CONGRESSIONAL COMMITTEES DE-11

FINED.—In this section, the term ‘‘appropriate congres-12

sional committees’’ means— 13

(1) the congressional intelligence committees; 14

(2) the Committee on Foreign Relations and the 15

Committee on the Judiciary of the Senate; and 16

(3) the Committee on Foreign Affairs and the 17

Committee on the Judiciary of the House of Rep-18

resentatives. 19

SEC. 827. REPORT ON POTENTIAL INCLUSION WITHIN IN-20

TELLIGENCE COMMUNITY OF THE OFFICE OF 21

NATIONAL SECURITY OF THE DEPARTMENT 22

OF HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES. 23

(a) REPORT.—Not later than 180 days after the date 24

of the enactment of this Act, the Director of National Intel-25
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ligence, in coordination with the Secretary of Health and 1

Human Services, shall submit to the appropriate congres-2

sional committees a report on the potential advantages and 3

disadvantages of adding the Office of National Security of 4

the Department of Health and Human Services as a new 5

element of the intelligence community. 6

(b) MATTERS INCLUDED.—The report under subsection 7

(a) shall include the following: 8

(1) An assessment of the following: 9

(A) The likelihood that the addition of the 10

Office of National Security as a new element of 11

the intelligence community would increase 12

connectivity between other elements of the intel-13

ligence community working on health security 14

topics and the Department of Health and 15

Human Services. 16

(B) The likelihood that such addition would 17

increase the flow of raw intelligence and finished 18

intelligence products to officials of the Depart-19

ment of Health and Human Services. 20

(C) The likelihood that such addition would 21

facilitate the flow of information relating to 22

health security topics to intelligence analysts of 23

various other elements of the intelligence commu-24

nity working on such topics. 25
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(D) The extent to which such addition 1

would clearly demonstrate to both the national 2

security community and the public health com-3

munity that health security is national security. 4

(E) Any anticipated impediments to such 5

addition relating to additional budgetary over-6

sight by the executive branch or Congress. 7

(F) Any other significant advantages or dis-8

advantages of such addition, as identified by ei-9

ther the Director of National Intelligence or the 10

Secretary of Health and Human Services. 11

(2) A joint recommendation by the Director of 12

National Intelligence and the Secretary of Health and 13

Human Services as to whether to add the Office of 14

National Security as a new element of the intelligence 15

community. 16

vulnerabilities exploited and the security defenses 20

that were in place, as well as the tactics, tech-21

niques, and procedures used to perpetrate the 22

covered cyber incident. 23

‘‘(C) Where applicable, any identifying or 24

contact information related to each actor reason-25
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ably believed to be responsible for such cyber in-1

cident. 2

‘‘(D) Where applicable, identification of the 3

category or categories of information that were, 4

or are reasonably believed to have been, accessed 5

or acquired by an unauthorized person. 6

‘‘(E) The name and other information that 7

clearly identifies the covered entity impacted by 8

the covered cyber incident, including, as applica-9

ble, the State of incorporation or formation of 10

the covered entity, trade names, legal names, or 11

other identifiers. 12

‘‘(F) Contact information, such as telephone 13

number or electronic mail address, that the 14

Agency may use to contact the covered entity or 15

an authorized agent of such covered entity, or, 16

where applicable, the service provider of such 17

covered entity acting with the express permission 18

of, and at the direction of, the covered entity to 19

assist with compliance with the requirements of 20

this subtitle. 21

‘‘(5) A clear description of the specific required 22

contents of a report pursuant to subsection (a)(2), 23

which shall be the following information, to the extent 24
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applicable and available, with respect to a ransom 1

payment: 2

‘‘(A) A description of the ransomware at-3

tack, including the estimated date range of the 4

attack. 5

‘‘(B) Where applicable, a description of the 6

vulnerabilities, tactics, techniques, and proce-7

dures used to perpetrate the ransomware attack. 8

‘‘(C) Where applicable, any identifying or 9

contact information related to the actor or actors 10

reasonably believed to be responsible for the 11

ransomware attack.

ransom payment or on whose behalf the payment 15

was made.

porting requirements similar in scope, purpose, 22

and timing to the reporting requirements to 23

concise, user-friendly web-based form; 16

‘‘(B) the Agency to carry out— 17

‘‘(i) the enforcement provisions of sec-18

tion 2244, including with respect to the 19

issuance, service, withdrawal, referral proc-20

ess, and enforcement of subpoenas, appeals 21

and due process procedures; 22

‘‘(ii) other available enforcement mech-23

‘‘(d) THIRD PARTY REPORT SUBMISSION AND RANSOM 17

PAYMENT.— 18

‘‘(1) REPORT SUBMISSION.—A covered entity 19

that is required to submit a covered cyber incident re-20

port or a ransom payment report may use a third 21

party, such as an incident response company, insur-22

ance provider, service provider, Information Sharing 23

and Analysis Organization, or law firm, to submit 24

the required report under subsection (a). 25
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‘‘(2) RANSOM PAYMENT.—If a covered entity im-1

pacted by a ransomware attack uses a third party to 2

make a ransom payment, the third party shall not be 3

required to submit a ransom payment report for itself 4

under subsection (a)(2). 5

‘‘(3) DUTY TO REPORT.—Third-party reporting 6

under this subparagraph does not relieve a covered 7

entity from the duty to comply with the requirements 8

for covered cyber incident report or ransom payment 9

report submission. 10

‘‘(4) RESPONSIBILITY TO ADVISE.—Any third 11

party used by a covered entity that knowingly makes 12

a ransom payment on behalf of a covered entity im-13

pacted by a ransomware attack shall advise the im-14

pacted covered entity of the responsibilities of the im-15

pacted covered entity regarding reporting ransom 16

payments under this section. 17

‘‘(e) OUTREACH TO COVERED ENTITIES.— 18

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—The Agency shall conduct an 19

outreach and education campaign to inform likely 20

covered entities, entities that offer or advertise as a 21

service to customers to make or facilitate ransom pay-22

ties for identification and notification activities under the 10

pilot program established under this section.

(e) LIMITATION ON PROCEDURES.—No procedure, no-12

tification, or other authorities utilized in the execution of 13

the pilot program established under subsection (a) shall re-14

quire an owner or operator of a vulnerable information sys-15

tem to take any action as a result of a notice of a security 16

vulnerability made pursuant to subsection (c). 17

(f) RULE OF CONSTRUCTION.—Nothing in this section 18

shall be construed to provide additional authorities to the 19

Director to identify vulnerabilities or vulnerable systems. 20

ney General, and the Director of the Federal Bureau 4

of Investigation, shall establish and chair the Joint 5

Ransomware Task Force to coordinate an ongoing na-6

tionwide campaign against ransomware attacks, and 7

identify and pursue opportunities for international 8

cooperation.

(2) COMPOSITION.—The Joint Ransomware Task 10

Force shall consist of participants from Federal agen-11

cies, as determined appropriate by the National 12

Cyber Director in consultation with the Secretary of 13

(3) RESPONSIBILITIES.—The Joint Ransomware 15

Task Force, utilizing only existing authorities of each 16

participating Federal agency, shall coordinate across 17

the Federal Government the following activities: 18

(A) Prioritization of intelligence-driven op-19

erations to disrupt specific ransomware actors. 20

(B) Consult with relevant private sector, 21

State, local, Tribal, and territorial governments 22

and international stakeholders to identify needs 23

and establish mechanisms for providing input 24

into the Joint Ransomware Task Force. 25
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(C) Identifying, in consultation with rel-1

evant entities, a list of highest threat 2

ransomware entities updated on an ongoing 3

basis, in order to facilitate— 4

(i) prioritization for Federal action by 5

appropriate Federal agencies; and 6

(ii) identify metrics for success of said 7

actions. 8

(D) Disrupting ransomware criminal ac-9

tors, associated infrastructure, and their fi-10

nances. 11

(E) Facilitating coordination and collabo-12

ration between Federal entities and relevant en-13

tities, including the private sector, to improve 14

Federal actions against ransomware threats. 15

(F) Collection, sharing, and analysis of 16

ransomware trends to inform Federal actions. 17

(G) Creation of after-action reports and 18

other lessons learned from Federal actions that 19

identify successes and failures to improve subse-20

quent actions. 21

(H) Any other activities determined appro-22

priate by the Joint Ransomware Task Force to 23

mitigate the threat of ransomware attacks. 24
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(b) RULE OF CONSTRUCTION.—Nothing in this section 1

shall be construed to provide any additional authority to 2

any Federal agency. 3

SEC. 107. CONGRESSIONAL REPORTING. 4

(a) REPORT ON STAKEHOLDER ENGAGEMENT.—Not 5

later than 30 days after the date on which the Director 6

issues the final rule under section 2242(b) of the Homeland 7

Security Act of 2002, as added by section 103 of this divi-8

sion, the Director shall submit to the Committee on Home-9

land Security and Governmental Affairs of the Senate and 10

the Committee on Homeland Security of the House of Rep-11

resentatives a report that describes how the Director en-12

gaged stakeholders in the development of the final rule. 13

(b) REPORT ON OPPORTUNITIES TO STRENGTHEN SE-14

CURITY RESEARCH.—Not later than 1 year after the date 15

of enactment of this Act, the Director shall submit to the 16

Committee on Homeland Security and Governmental Af-17

fairs of the Senate and the Committee on Homeland Secu-18

rity of the House of Representatives a report describing how 19

the National Cybersecurity and Communications Integra-20

tion Center established under section 2209 of the Homeland 21

Security Act of 2002 (6 U.S.C. 659) has carried out activi-22

ties under section 2241(a)(9) of the Homeland Security Act 23

of 2002, as added by section 103 of this division, by 24

proactively identifying opportunities to use cyber incident 25
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data to inform and enable cybersecurity research within the 1

academic and private sector. 2

(c) REPORT ON RANSOMWARE VULNERABILITY WARN-3

ING PILOT PROGRAM.—Not later than 1 year after the date 4

of enactment of this Act, and annually thereafter for the 5

duration of the pilot program established under section 105, 6

the Director shall submit to the Committee on Homeland 7

Security and Governmental Affairs of the Senate and the 8

Committee on Homeland Security of the House of Rep-9

resentatives a report, which may include a classified annex, 10

on the effectiveness of the pilot program, which shall include 11

a discussion of the following: 12

(1) The effectiveness of the notifications under 13

section 105(c) in mitigating security vulnerabilities 14

and the threat of ransomware. 15

(2) Identification of the most common 16

vulnerabilities utilized in ransomware. 17

(3) The number of notifications issued during 18

the preceding year. 19

(4) To the extent practicable, the number of vul-20

nerable devices or systems mitigated under the pilot 21

program by the Agency during the preceding year. 22

(d) REPORT ON HARMONIZATION OF REPORTING REG-23

ULATIONS.— 24
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(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 180 days after 1

the date on which the Secretary of Homeland Secu-2

rity convenes the Cyber Incident Reporting Council 3

described in section 2246 of the Homeland Security 4

Act of 2002, as added by section 103 of this division, 5

the Secretary of Homeland Security shall submit to 6

the appropriate congressional committees a report 7

that includes— 8

(A) a list of duplicative Federal cyber inci-9

dent reporting requirements on covered entities; 10

shall submit to the Committee on Homeland Security 25
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and Governmental Affairs of the Senate and the Com-1

mittee on Homeland Security of the House of Rep-2

resentatives a report on the implementation of this di-3

vision and the amendments made by this division.

(2) EXEMPTIONS TO REPORTING.—Not later than 5

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DIVISION Z—ISRAEL RELATIONS 1

NORMALIZATION ACT OF 2022 2

SEC. 101. SHORT TITLE. 3

This division may be cited as the ‘‘Israel Relations 4

Normalization Act of 2022’’. 5

SEC. 102. FINDINGS. 6

Congress makes the following findings: 7

(1) Support for peace between Israel and its 8

neighbors has longstanding bipartisan support in 9

Congress. 10

(2) For decades, Congress has promoted Israel’s 11

acceptance among Arab and other relevant countries 12

and regions by passing numerous laws opposing ef-13

forts to boycott, isolate, and stigmatize America’s ally, 14

Israel. 15

(3) The recent peace and normalization agree-16

ments between Israel and several Arab states—the 17

United Arab Emirates, Bahrain, Sudan, and Mo-18

rocco—have the potential to fundamentally transform 19

the security, diplomatic, and economic environment 20

in the Middle East and North Africa and advance 21

vital United States national security interests. 22

(4) These historic agreements could help advance 23

peace between and among Israel, the Arab states, and 24

other relevant countries and regions, further diplo-25
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matic openings, and enhance efforts towards a nego-1

tiated solution to the Israeli-Palestinian conflict re-2

sulting in two states—a democratic Jewish state of 3

Israel and a viable, democratic Palestinian state— 4

living side by side in peace, security, and mutual rec-5

ognition. 6

(5) These agreements build upon the decades-long 7

leadership of the United States Government in help-8

ing Israel broker peace treaties with Egypt and Jor-9

dan and promoting peace talks between Israel and 10

Syria, Lebanon, and the Palestinians. 11

(6) These agreements also build on decades of 12

private diplomatic and security engagement between 13

Israel and countries in the region. 14

(7) These normalization and peace agreements 15

could begin to transform the region by spurring eco-16

nomic growth, investment, and tourism, enhancing 17

technological innovation, promoting security coopera-18

tion, bolstering water security and sustainable devel-19

opment, advancing understanding, and forging closer 20

people-to-people relations. 21

SEC. 103. APPROPRIATE CONGRESSIONAL COMMITTEES DE-22

FINED. 23

In this division, the term ‘‘appropriate congressional 24

committees’’ means the Committee on Foreign Relations of 25
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the Senate and the Committee on Foreign Affairs of the 1

House of Representatives. 2

SEC. 104. STATEMENT OF POLICY. 3

It is the policy of the United States— 4

(1) to expand and strengthen the Abraham Ac-5

cords to encourage other nations to normalize rela-6

tions with Israel and ensure that existing agreements 7

reap tangible security and economic benefits for the 8

citizens of those countries; 9

(2) to develop and implement a regional strategy 10

to encourage economic cooperation between and 11

among Israel, Arab states, and the Palestinians to en-12

hance the prospects for peace, respect for human 13

rights, transparent governance, and for cooperation to 14

address water scarcity, climate solutions, health care, 15

sustainable development, and other areas that result 16

in benefits for residents of those countries and regions; 17

(3) to develop and implement a regional security 18

strategy that recognizes the shared threat posed by 19

Iran and violent extremist organizations, ensures suf-20

ficient United States deterrence in the region, builds 21

partner capacity to address shared threats, and ex-22

plores multilateral security arrangements built 23

around like-minded partners; 24
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(4) to support and encourage government-to-gov-1

ernment and grassroots initiatives aimed at normal-2

izing ties with the state of Israel and promoting peo-3

ple-to-people contact between Israelis, Arabs, and resi-4

dents of other relevant countries and regions, includ-5

ing by expanding and enhancing the Abraham Ac-6

cords; 7

(5) to support a negotiated solution to the 8

Israeli-Palestinian conflict resulting in two states liv-9

ing side by side in peace, security, and mutual rec-10

ognition; 11

(6) to implement the Nita M. Lowey Middle East 12

Partnership for Peace Act (title VIII of division K of 13

Public Law 116–260), which will support economic 14

development and peacebuilding efforts among Israelis 15

and Palestinians, in a manner which encourages re-16

gional allies to become international donors to these 17

efforts; 18

(7) to oppose efforts to delegitimize the state of 19

Israel and legal barriers to normalization with Israel; 20

and 21

(8) to work to combat anti-Semitism and sup-22

port normalization with Israel, including by coun-23

tering anti-Semitic narratives on social media and 24

SEC. 105. UNITED STATES STRATEGY TO STRENGTHEN AND 3

EXPAND THE ABRAHAM ACCORDS AND 4

OTHER RELATED NORMALIZATION AGREE-5

(a) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 90 days after the 7

date of the enactment of this Act, and annually thereafter, 8

the Secretary of State, in consultation with the Adminis-9

trator of the United States Agency for International Devel-10

opment and the heads of other appropriate Federal depart-11

ments and agencies, shall develop and submit to the appro-12

priate congressional committees a strategy on expanding 13

and strengthening the Abraham Accords. 14

(b) ELEMENTS.—The strategy required under sub-15

section (a) shall include the following elements: 16

(1) An assessment of future staffing and 17

resourcing requirements of entities within the Depart-18

ment of State, the United States Agency for Inter-19

national Development, and other appropriate Federal 20

departments and agencies with responsibility to co-21

ordinate United States efforts to expand and strength-22

en the Abraham Accords. 23

(2) An assessment of opportunities to further 24

promote bilateral and multilateral cooperation be-25
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tween Israel, Arab states, and other relevant countries 1

and in the economic, social, cultural, scientific, tech-2

nical, educational, and health fields and an assess-3

ment of roadblocks to increased cooperation. 4

(3) An assessment of bilateral and multilateral 5

security cooperation between Israel, the United States, 6

Arab states, and other relevant countries and regions 7

that have normalized relations with Israel, including 8

an assessment of potential roadblocks to increased se-9

curity cooperation, interoperability, and information 10

sharing. 11

(4) An assessment of the likelihood of additional 12

Arab and other relevant countries and regions to nor-13

malize relations with Israel. 14

(5) An assessment of opportunities created by 15

normalization agreements with Israel to advance 16

prospects for peace between Israelis and Palestinians 17

(6) A detailed description of how the United 18

States Government will leverage diplomatic lines of 19

effort and resources from other stakeholders (including 20

from foreign governments, international donors, and 21

multilateral institutions) to encourage normalization, 22

economic development, and people-to-people program-23

ming. 24
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(7) Identification of existing investment funds 1

that support Israel-Arab state cooperation and rec-2

ommendations for how such funds could be used to 3

support normalization and increase prosperity for all 4

relevant stakeholders. 5

(8) A proposal for how the United States Gov-6

ernment and others can utilize the scholars and Ara-7

bic language resources of the United States Holocaust 8

Museum to counter Holocaust denial and anti-Semi-9

tism. 10

(9) An assessment for creating an Abrahamic 11

Center for Pluralism to prepare educational mate-12

rials, convene international seminars, promote toler-13

ance and pluralism, and bring together scholars as a 14

means of advancing religious tolerance and coun-15

tering political and religious extremism. 16

(10) Recommendations to improve Department 17

of State cooperation and coordination, particularly 18

between the Special Envoy to Monitor Anti-Semitism 19

and the Ambassador at Large for International Reli-20

gious Freedom, and the Office of International Reli-21

gious Freedom, to combat racism, xenophobia, 22

Islamophobia, and anti-Semitism, which hinder im-23

provement of relations between Israel, Arab states, 24

and other relevant countries and regions. 25
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(11) An assessment on the value and feasibility 1

of Federal support for inter-parliamentary exchange 2

programs for Members of Congress, Knesset, and par-3

liamentarians from Arab and other relevant countries 4

and regions, including through existing Federal pro-5

grams that support such exchanges. 6

(c) FORM.—The report required under subsection (a) 7

shall be in unclassified form but may contain a classified 8

annex. 9

SEC. 106. BREAKING DOWN BARRIERS TO NORMALIZATION 10

WITH ISRAEL. 11

(a) SHORT TITLE.—This section may be cited as the 12

‘‘Strengthening Reporting of Actions Taken Against the 13

Normalization of Relations with Israel Act of 2022’’. 14

(b) FINDINGS.—Congress makes the following findings: 15

(1) The Arab League, an organization com-16

prising 22 Middle Eastern and African countries and 17

entities, has maintained an official boycott of Israeli 18

companies and Israeli-made goods since the founding 19

of Israel in 1948. 20

(2) Longstanding United States policy has en-21

couraged Arab League states to normalize their rela-22

tions with Israel and has long prioritized funding co-23

operative programs that promote normalization be-24

tween Arab League States and Israel, including the 25
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Middle East Regional Cooperation program, which 1

promotes Arab-Israeli scientific cooperation. 2

(3) While some Arab League governments are 3

signaling enhanced cooperation with the state of 4

Israel on the government-to-government level, most 5

continue to persecute their own citizens who establish 6

people-to-people relations with Israelis in nongovern-7

mental fora, through a combination of judicial and 8

extrajudicial retribution. 9

(4) Some Arab League states maintain draco-10

nian anti-normalization laws that punish their citi-11

zens for people-to-people relations with Israelis, with 12

punishments, including imprisonment, revocation of 13

citizenship, and execution. Extrajudicial punishments 14

by these and other Arab states include summary im-15

prisonment, accusations of ‘‘treason’’ in government- 16

controlled media, and professional blacklisting. 17

(5) Anti-normalization laws, together with the 18

other forms of retribution, effectively condemn these 19

societies to mutual estrangement and, by extension, 20

reduce the possibility of conciliation and compromise. 21

(6) Former Israeli President Shimon Peres said 22

in 2008 at the United Nations that Israel agrees with 23

the Arab Peace Initiative that a military solution to 24
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the conflict ‘‘will not achieve peace or provide security 1

for the parties’’. 2

(7) Despite the risk of retaliatory action, a ris-3

ing tide of Arab civic actors advocate direct engage-4

ment with Israeli citizens and residents. These in-5

clude the Arab Council for Regional Integration, a 6

group of 32 public figures from 15 Arab countries 7

who oppose the boycott of Israel on the grounds that 8

the boycott has denied Arabs the benefits of partner-9

ship with Israelis, has blocked Arabs from helping to 10

bridge the Israeli-Palestinian divide, and inspired di-11

visive intra-Arab boycotts among diverse sects and 12

ethnic groups. 13

(8) On February 11, 2020, a delegation of the 14

Arab Council to the French National Assembly in 15

Paris testified to the harmful effects of ‘‘anti-normal-16

ization laws’’, called on the Assembly to enact a law 17

instructing the relevant French authorities to issue an 18

annual report on instances of Arab government ret-19

ribution for any of their citizens or residents who call 20

for peace with Israel or engage in direct civil rela-21

tions with Israeli citizens, and requested democratic 22

legislatures to help defend the region’s civil peace-23

makers. 24
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(9) On May 11, 2020, 85 leaders in France pub-1

lished an endorsement of the Arab Council’s proposal, 2

calling on France and other democratic governments 3

to ‘‘protect Arabs who engage in dialogue with Israeli 4

citizens’’ and proposing ‘‘the creation of a study 5

group in the National Assembly as well as in the Sen-6

ate whose mission would be to ensure a legal and 7

technical monitoring of the obstacles which Arab pro-8

ponents of dialogue with Israelis face’’. 9

(10) Arab-Israeli cooperation provides signifi-10

cant symbiotic benefit to the security and economic 11

prosperity of the region. 12

(c) ADDITIONAL REPORTING.— 13

(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 90 days after 14

the date of the enactment of this Act, and annually 15

thereafter for 5 years, the Secretary of State shall sub-16

mit to the appropriate congressional committees a re-17

port on the status of efforts to promote normalization 18

of relations with Israel and other countries . 19

(2) ELEMENTS.—The report required under 20

paragraph (1) shall include the following informa-21

tion: 22

(A) The status of ‘‘anti-normalization laws’’ 23

in countries comprising the Arab League, includ-24

ing efforts within each country to sharpen exist-25
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ing laws, enact new or additional ‘‘anti-normal-1

ization legislation’’, or repeal such laws. 2

(B) Instances of the use of state-owned or 3

state-operated media outlets to promote anti-Se-4

mitic propaganda, the prosecution of citizens or 5

residents of Arab countries for calling for peace 6

with Israel, visiting the state of Israel, or engag-7

ing Israeli citizens in any way. 8

(C) Instances of extrajudicial retribution by 9

Arab governments or government-controlled in-10

stitutions against citizens or residents of Arab 11

countries for any of the same actions referred to 12

in subparagraph (B). 13

SEC. 107. SUNSET. 14

This division shall cease to be effective on the date that 15

is 5 years after the date of the enactment of this Act. 16

DIVISION AA—TRANS-SAHARA 17

COUNTERTERRORISM PART-18

NERSHIP PROGRAM 19

SEC. 101. SHORT TITLE. 20

This division may be cited as the Trans-Sahara 21

Counterterrorism Partnership Program Act of 2022. 22

SEC. 102. SENSE OF CONGRESS. 23

It is the sense of Congress that— 24
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(1) terrorist and violent extremist organizations, 1

such as Al Qaeda in the Islamic Maghreb, Boko 2

Haram, the Islamic State of West Africa, and other 3

affiliated groups, have killed tens of thousands of in-4

nocent civilians, displaced populations, destabilized 5

local and national governments, and caused mass 6

human suffering in the affected communities; 7

(2) poor governance, political and economic 8

marginalization, and lack of accountability for 9

human rights abuses by security forces are drivers of 10

extremism; 11

(3) it is in the national security interest of the 12

United States— 13

(A) to combat the spread of terrorism and 14

violent extremism; and 15

(B) to build the capacity of partner coun-16

tries to combat such threats in Africa; 17

(4) terrorist and violent extremist organizations 18

exploit vulnerable and marginalized communities suf-19

fering from poverty, lack of economic opportunity 20

(particularly among youth populations), corruption, 21

and weak governance; and 22

(5) a comprehensive, coordinated, interagency 23

approach is needed to develop an effective strategy— 24
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(A) to address the security challenges in the 1

Sahel-Maghreb; 2

(B) to appropriately allocate resources and 3

de-conflict programs; and 4

(C) to maximize the effectiveness of United 5

States defense, diplomatic, and development ca-6

pabilities. 7

SEC. 103. STATEMENT OF POLICY. 8

It is the policy of the United States to assist countries 9

in North Africa and West Africa, and other allies and part-10

ners that are active in those regions, in combating terrorism 11

and violent extremism through a coordinated, interagency 12

approach with a consistent strategy that appropriately bal-13

ances security activities with diplomatic and development 14

efforts to address the political, socioeconomic, governance, 15

and development challenges in North Africa and West Afri-16

ca that contribute to terrorism and violent extremism. 17

SEC. 104. TRANS-SAHARA COUNTERTERRORISM PARTNER-18

SHIP PROGRAM. 19

(a) APPROPRIATE CONGRESSIONAL COMMITTEES DE-20

FINED.—In this section, the term ‘‘appropriate congres-21

sional committees’’ means— 22

(1) the Committee on Foreign Relations of the 23

Senate; 24
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(2) the Committee on Armed Services of the Sen-1

ate; 2

(3) the Committee on Appropriations of the Sen-3

ate; 4

(4) the Select Committee on Intelligence of the 5

Senate; 6

(5) the Committee on Foreign Affairs of the 7

House of Representatives; 8

(6) the Committee on Armed Services of the 9

House of Representatives; 10

(7) the Committee on Appropriations of the 11

House of Representatives; and 12

(8) the Permanent Select Committee on Intel-13

ligence of the House of Representatives. 14

(b) IN GENERAL.— 15

(1) ESTABLISHMENT.—The President shall estab-16

lish a partnership program, which shall be known as 17

the ‘‘Trans-Sahara Counterterrorism Partnership 18

Program’’ (referred to in this section as the ‘‘Pro-19

gram’’), to coordinate the programs, projects, and ac-20

tivities of the Program in countries in North Africa 21

and West Africa that are conducted— 22

(A) to improve governance and the capac-23

ities of countries in North Africa and West Afri-24

ca to deliver basic services, particularly to at- 25
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risk communities, as a means of countering ter-1

rorism and violent extremism by enhancing state 2

legitimacy and authority and countering corrup-3

tion; 4

(B) to address the factors that make people 5

and communities vulnerable to recruitment by 6

terrorist and violent extremist organizations, in-7

cluding economic vulnerability and mistrust of 8

government and government security forces, 9

through activities such as— 10

(i) supporting strategies that increase 11

youth employment opportunities; 12

(ii) promoting girls’ education and 13

women’s political participation; 14

(iii) strengthening local governance 15

and civil society capacity; 16

(iv) improving government trans-17

parency and accountability; 18

(v) fighting corruption; 19

(vi) improving access to economic op-20

portunities; and 21

(vii) other development activities nec-22

essary to support community resilience; 23

(C) to strengthen the rule of law in such 24

countries, including by enhancing the capability 25
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of the judicial institutions to independently, 1

transparently, and credibly deter, investigate, 2

and prosecute acts of terrorism and violent extre-3

mism; 4

(D) to improve the ability of military and 5

law enforcement entities in partner countries— 6

(i) to detect, disrupt, respond to, and 7

prosecute violent extremist and terrorist ac-8

tivity, while respecting human rights; and 9

(ii) to cooperate with the United States 10

and other partner countries on counterter-11

rorism and counter-extremism efforts; 12

(E) to enhance the border security capacity 13

of partner countries, including the ability to 14

monitor, detain, and interdict terrorists; 15

(F) to identify, monitor, disrupt, and 16

counter the human capital and financing pipe-17

lines of terrorism; or 18

(G) to support the free expression and oper-19

ations of independent, local-language media, 20

particularly in rural areas, while countering the 21

media operations and recruitment propaganda 22

of terrorist and violent extremist organizations. 23

(2) ASSISTANCE FRAMEWORK.—Program activi-24

ties shall— 25
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(A) be carried out in countries in which the 1

President— 2

(i) determines that there is an ade-3

quate level of partner country commitment; 4

and 5

(ii) has considered partner country 6

needs, absorptive capacity, sustainment ca-7

pacity, and efforts of other donors in the 8

(B) have clearly defined outcomes; 10

participating departments and agencies; 12

(D) have specific plans with robust indica-13

mote democratic governance, the rule of law, 17

human rights, and economic growth; 18

(F) in the case of train and equip pro-19

grams, complement longer-term security sector 20

institution-building; and 21

(G) have mechanisms in place to track re-22

sources and routinely monitor and evaluate the 23

efficacy of relevant programs. 24
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(3) CONGRESSIONAL NOTIFICATION.—Not later 1

than 15 days before obligating amounts for an activ-2

(E) a comprehensive plan to support secu-3

rity sector reform in each partner country that 4

includes a detailed section on programs and ac-5

tivities being undertaken by relevant stakeholders 6

and other international actors operating in the 7

sector; and 8

(F) a specific strategy for Mali that in-9

cludes plans for sustained, high-level diplomatic 10

engagement with stakeholders, including coun-11

tries in Europe and the Middle East with inter-12

ests in the Sahel-Maghreb, regional governments, 13

relevant multilateral organizations, signatory 14

groups of the Agreement for Peace and Reconcili-15

ation in Mali, done in Algiers July 24, 2014, 16

and civil society actors. 17

(3) COMPREHENSIVE 5-YEAR STRATEGY FOR PRO-18

GRAM COUNTERTERRORISM EFFORTS.—The President 19

shall develop a comprehensive 5-year strategy for the 20

Program that includes— 21

(A) a clear statement of the objectives of 22

United States counterterrorism efforts in North 23

Africa and West Africa with respect to the use 24
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of assistance to combat terrorism and counter 1

(b) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 30 days after the 8

date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary of the Treas-9

ury, subject to subsections (c) and (d), and notwithstanding 10

any other provision of law, shall make available, from unob-11

ligated balances remaining available from fees collected be-12

fore October 1, 2020, and credited to Travel Promotion 13

Fund established under subsection (d) of the Travel Pro-14

motion Act of 2009 (22 U.S.C. 2131(d)), $250,000,000 for 15

the Corporation for Travel Promotion (commonly known as 16

‘‘Brand USA’’). 17

(c) INAPPLICABILITY OF CERTAIN REQUIREMENTS AND 18

LIMITATIONS.—The limitations in subsection (d)(2)(B) of 19

the Travel Promotion Act of 2009 shall not apply to 20

amounts made available under subsection (b), and the re-21

quirements in subsection (d)(3) of such Act shall not apply 22

to more than $50,000,000 of the amounts so available. 23

(d) USE OF FUNDS.—Brand USA may only use funds 24

provided under subsection (b) to promote travel from coun-25
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tries whose citizens and nationals are permitted to enter 1

the United States. 2

(e) REPORT REQUIRED.—Not later than 60 days after 3

the date of the enactment of this Act, Brand USA shall sub-4

mit to Congress a plan for obligating and expending the 5

amounts described in subsection (b). 6

(1) NASA uses enhanced-use leasing to enter into 21

agreements with private sector entities, State and 22

local governments, academic institutions, and other 23

Federal agencies for lease of non-excess, underutilized 24

NASA properties and facilities. 25
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(2) NASA uses enhanced-use leasing authority to 1

support responsible management of its real property, 2

including to improve the use of underutilized prop-3

erty for activities that are compatible with NASA’s 4

mission and to reduce facility operating and mainte-5

nance costs. 6

(3) In fiscal year 2019, under its enhanced-use 7

lease authority, NASA leased 65 real properties. 8

(4) In fiscal year 2019, NASA’s use of enhanced- 9

use leasing resulted in the collection of $10,843,025.77 10

in net revenue. 11

(5) In fiscal year 2019, NASA used a portion of 12

its enhanced-use leasing revenues for repairs of facil-13

ity control systems such as lighting and heating, ven-14

tilation, and air conditioning. 15

(6) NASA’s use of enhanced-use leasing authority 16

can contribute to reducing the rate of increase of the 17

Agency’s overall deferred maintenance cost. 18

(a) REPORTS REQUIRED.— 8

(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than February 1 of 9

each year, the head of each covered element shall sub-10

mit to congressional leadership a report on each cov-11

ered program carried out by that covered element. 12

(2) CONTENTS.—Each such report shall set 13

forth— 14

(A) the total amount requested by the cov-15

ered element for covered programs within the 16

budget submitted under section 1105 of title 31 17

for the fiscal year following the fiscal year in 18

which the report is submitted; and 19

(B) for each program in such budget that is 20

a covered program— 21

(i) a brief description of the program; 22

(ii) in the case of a procurement pro-23

gram, a brief discussion of the major mile-24

stones established for the program; 25
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(iii) the actual cost of the program for 1

each fiscal year during which the program 2

has been conducted before the fiscal year 3

during which that budget is submitted; and 4

(iv) the estimated total cost of the pro-5

gram and the estimated cost of the program 6

for— 7

(I) the current fiscal year; 8

(II) the fiscal year for which the 9

budget is submitted; and 10

(III) each of the four succeeding 11

fiscal years during which the program 12

is expected to be conducted. 13

(b) NEWLY DESIGNATED PROGRAMS.— 14

(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than February 1 of 15

each year, the head of each covered element shall sub-16

mit to congressional leadership a report that, with re-17

spect to each new covered program of that covered ele-18

ment, provides— 19

(A) notice of the designation of the program 20

as a special access program; and 21

(B) justification for such designation. 22

(2) CONTENTS.—A report under paragraph (1) 23

with respect to a program shall include— 24
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(A) the current estimate of the total pro-1

gram cost for the program; and 2

(B) an identification, as applicable, of ex-3

isting programs or technologies that are similar 4

to the technology, or that have a mission similar 5

to the technology, or that have a mission similar 6

to the mission, of the program that is the subject 7

of the notice. 8

(3) NEW COVERED PROGRAM DEFINED.—In this 9

subsection, the term ‘‘new covered program’’ means a 10

covered program that has not previously been covered 11

in a notice and justification under this subsection. 12

(c) REVISION IN CLASSIFICATION OF PROGRAMS.— 13

(1) IN GENERAL.—Whenever a change in the 14

classification of a covered program of a covered ele-15

ment is planned to be made or whenever classified in-16

formation concerning a covered program of a covered 17

element is to be declassified and made public, the 18

head of the covered element shall submit to congres-19

sional leadership a report containing a description of 20

the proposed change or the information to be declas-21

sified, the reasons for the proposed change or declas-22

sification, and notice of any public announcement 23

planned to be made with respect to the proposed 24

change or declassification. 25
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(2) PERIOD FOR SUBMITTAL.—Except as pro-1

vided in paragraph (3), a report referred to in para-2

graph (1) shall be submitted not less than 14 days be-3

fore the date on which the proposed change, declas-4

sification, or public announcement is to occur. 5

(3) EXCEPTION.—If the head of the covered ele-6

ment determines that because of exceptional cir-7

cumstances the requirement of paragraph (2) cannot 8

be met with respect to a proposed change, declassifica-9

tion, or public announcement concerning a covered 10

program of the covered element, the head of the de-11

partment or agency may submit the report required 12

by paragraph (1) regarding the proposed change, de-13

classification, or public announcement at any time 14

before the proposed change, declassification, or public 15

announcement is made and shall include in the report 16

an explanation of the exceptional circumstances. 17

(d) REVISION OF CRITERIA FOR DESIGNATING PRO-18

GRAMS.—Whenever there is a modification or termination 19

of the policy and criteria used for designating a program 20

of a covered element as a covered program, the head of the 21

covered element shall promptly notify congressional leader-22

ship of such modification or termination. Any such notifi-23

cation shall contain the reasons for the modification or ter-24
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mination and, in the case of a modification, the provisions 1

of the policy as modified. 2

(e) INITIATION OF PROGRAMS.—A covered program 3

may not be initiated by a covered element until— 4

(1) congressional leadership is notified of the 5

program; and 6

(2) a period of 30 days elapses after such notifi-7

cation is received. 8

(f) LIMITATION ON USE OF FUNDS.—No funds may 9

be obligated or expended by any covered element to carry 10

out a covered program until the head of the covered element 11

has briefed congressional leadership on the covered program. 12

(g) DEFINITIONS.—In this section: 13

(1) COVERED ELEMENT.—The term ‘‘covered ele-14

ment’’ means any element or portion of the Federal 15

Government that is not— 16

(A) a covered department or agency as de-17

fined in section 1152(g) of the National Defense 18

Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 1994 (50 19

U.S.C. 3348(g)); 20

(B) the Department of Defense (which is re-21

quired to submit reports on special access pro-22

grams under section 119 of title 10, United 23

States Code); 24
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(C) the National Nuclear Security Adminis-1

tration (which is required to submit reports on 2

special access programs under section 3236 of the 3

National Nuclear Security Administration Act 4

(50 U.S.C. 2426); or 5

(D) an element of the intelligence commu-6

nity (as defined in section 3 of the National Se-7

curity Act of 1947 (50 U.S.C. 3003)). 8

(2) CONGRESSIONAL LEADERSHIP.—The term 9

‘‘congressional leadership’’ means— 10

(A) the majority leader of the Senate; 11

(B) the minority leader of the Senate; 12

(C) the Speaker of the House of Representa-13

tives; and 14

(D) the minority leader of the House of 15

Representatives. 16

(3) COVERED PROGRAM.—The term ‘‘covered 17

program’’ means any special access program or simi-18

larly protected program established under the author-19

ity of Executive Order 12356 (50 U.S.C. 3161 note; 20

relating to prescribing a uniform system for 21

classifying, declassifying, and safeguarding national 22

security information), or any successor Executive 23

order, or any similar sensitive program established 24
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anywhere in the Federal Government, including one 1

established at the direction of the President. 2
