Universities to provide for the elimination of tuition and 15

required fees for eligible students. 16

‘‘SEC. 784. DEFINITIONS. 17

‘‘In this subpart: 18

‘‘(1) AWARD YEAR.—The term ‘award year’ has 19

the meaning given the term in section 481(a). 20

‘‘(2) COMMUNITY COLLEGE.— 21

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—The term ‘community 22

college’ means— 23

‘‘(i) a public institution of higher edu-24

cation at which— 25
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‘‘(I) the highest degree awarded 1

is an associate degree; or 2

‘‘(II) an associate degree is the 3

most frequently awarded degree; 4

‘‘(ii) a public postsecondary vocational 5

institution, as defined under section 6

102(c); or 7

‘‘(iii) at the designation of the Sec-8

retary, in the case of a State in which 9

there is no community college operated or 10

controlled by the State that meets a defini-11

tion under clause (i) or (ii), a college or 12

similarly defined and structured academic 13

entity— 14

‘‘(I) that was in existence on 15

July 1, 2023; 16

‘‘(II) within a public 4-year insti-17

tution of higher education; and 18

‘‘(III) at which— 19

‘‘(aa) the highest degree 20

awarded is an associate degree; 21

or 22

‘‘(bb) an associate degree is 23

the most frequently awarded de-24

gree. 25
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‘‘(B) COMMUNITY COLLEGES OPERATED 1

OR CONTROLLED BY A STATE TO INCLUDE COM-2

MUNITY COLLEGES OPERATED OR CONTROLLED 3

BY LOCAL GOVERNMENTS WITHIN THE 4

STATE.—The terms ‘community college oper-5

ated or controlled by a State’ and ‘community 6

college operated or controlled by the State’ in-7

cludes a community college operated or con-8

trolled by a local government within such State. 9

‘‘(3) COST OF ATTENDANCE.—The term ‘cost of 10

attendance’ has the meaning given the term in sec-11

tion 472. 12

‘‘(4) DUAL OR CONCURRENT ENROLLMENT 13

PROGRAM.—The term ‘dual or concurrent enrollment 14

program’ has the meaning given the term in section 15

8101 of the Elementary and Secondary Education 16

Act of 1965. 17

‘‘(5) EARLY COLLEGE HIGH SCHOOL.—The 18

term ‘early college high school’ has the meaning 19

given the term in section 8101 of the Elementary 20

and Secondary Education Act of 1965. 21

‘‘(6) ELIGIBLE STUDENT.— 22

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—The term ‘eligible stu-23

dent’ means an individual, regardless of age or 24
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immigration status, who has not obtained a 1

baccalaureate degree or higher degree and— 2

‘‘(i) in the case of a student enrolled 3

in a community college or a 2-year Tribal 4

College or University— 5

‘‘(I) is enrolled, or plans to en-6

roll, as an undergraduate student in 7

an eligible program (as defined in sec-8

tion 481(b)) at a community college in 9

the State in which the individual is a 10

resident or in a 2-year Tribal College 11

or University; 12

‘‘(II) and who is enrolled in a 13

community college that charges dif-14

ferent tuition rates on the basis on 15

residency, either— 16

‘‘(aa) qualifies for in-State 17

resident tuition at such commu-18

nity college; or 19

‘‘(bb) would qualify for such 20

in-State resident tuition at such 21

community college, but for the 22

student’s immigration status; 23
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‘‘(III) is not enrolled in a dual or 1

concurrent enrollment program or an 2

early college high school; and 3

‘‘(IV) who is eligible to complete 4

the Free Application for Federal Stu-5

dent Aid under section 483(a), has 6

filed such application for the applica-7

ble award year for which the student 8

is enrolled; or 9

‘‘(ii) in the case of a student enrolled 10

in an eligible 4-year institution of higher 11

education— 12

‘‘(I) is enrolled, or plans to en-13

roll, as an undergraduate student in 14

an eligible program (as defined in sec-15

tion 481(b)) at a public 4-year institu-16

tion of higher education or in a 4-year 17

Tribal College or University; 18

‘‘(II) is a working class or middle 19

class student, as described in section 20

787(a)(3); 21

‘‘(III) who is enrolled in a public 22

4-year institution of higher education 23

that charges different tuition rates 24

based on residency, either— 25
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‘‘(aa) qualifies for in-State 1

resident tuition at such institu-2

tion; or 3

‘‘(bb) would qualify for such 4

in-State resident tuition at such 5

institution, but for the student’s 6

immigration status; 7

‘‘(IV) is not enrolled in a dual or 8

concurrent enrollment program or an 9

early college high school; and 10

‘‘(V) who is eligible to complete 11

the Free Application for Federal Stu-12

dent Aid under section 483(a), has 13

filed such application for the applica-14

ble award year for which the student 15

is enrolled. 16

‘‘(B) RULE OF CONSTRUCTION.—For pur-17

poses of subparagraph (A), in-State resident 18

tuition includes in-district tuition and out-of- 19

district in-State tuition. 20

‘‘(7) 4-YEAR TRIBAL COLLEGE OR UNIVER-21

SITY.—The term ‘4-year Tribal College or Univer-22

sity’ means a Tribal College or University that is not 23

a 2-year Tribal College or University. 24
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‘‘(8) FULL-TIME EQUIVALENT STUDENTS.—The 1

term ‘full-time equivalent students’ means the sum 2

of the number of students enrolled full time at an 3

institution, plus the full-time equivalent of the num-4

ber of students enrolled part time (determined on 5

the basis of the quotient of the sum of the credit 6

hours of all part-time students divided by 12) at 7

such institution. 8

‘‘(9) INSTITUTION OF HIGHER EDUCATION.— 9

The term ‘institution of higher education’ has the 10

meaning given the term in section 101(a). 11

‘‘(10) NET PRICE.—The term ‘net price’ means 12

the difference between cost of attendance and the 13

sum of only grants and institutional and State schol-14

arships. 15

‘‘(11) PUBLIC 4-YEAR INSTITUTION OF HIGHER 16

EDUCATION.—The term ‘public 4-year institution of 17

higher education’ means a public institution of high-18

er education that is not a community college. 19

‘‘(12) REVERSE TRANSFER POLICY.—The term 20

‘reverse transfer policy’ means a policy or program 21

that allows an institution of higher education to— 22

‘‘(A) implement a process of retroactively 23

granting a certificate or associate degree to a 24

student who had not completed the require-25
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ments for such certificate or degree before the 1

student transferred; or 2

‘‘(B) allow academic credits for coursework 3

completed at a 4-year institution of higher edu-4

cation to be applied to a previously attended 5

community college for the purpose of obtaining 6

an associate degree or a certificate. 7

‘‘(13) STATE FISCAL SUPPORT FOR HIGHER 8

EDUCATION.— 9

‘‘(A) INCLUSIONS.— 10

‘‘(i) IN GENERAL.—Except as pro-11

vided in subparagraph (B), the term ‘State 12

fiscal support for higher education’, used 13

with respect to a State for such State’s fis-14

cal year, means an amount that is equal 15

to— 16

‘‘(I) the amount of applicable 17

State funds appropriated by the 18

State, including funds from lottery re-19

ceipts, in the fiscal year, that are used 20

to support institutions of higher edu-21

cation and student financial aid for 22

higher education in the State; and 23

‘‘(II) any funds described in 24

clause (ii), if applicable. 25
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‘‘(ii) LOCAL FUNDS.—In the case of a 1

State that includes, as part of the State 2

share under section 786(b)(2)(B) for an 3

award year, funds provided to community 4

colleges by local governments in such State 5

for the purpose of carrying out this sub-6

part, local funds provided to community 7

colleges operated or controlled by the State 8

for operating expenses (excluding capital 9

expenses, research and development costs, 10

and local funds that are included in the 11

State share under section 786(b)(2)(B)) 12

shall be included in the calculation of the 13

State fiscal support for higher education 14

under clause (i). 15

‘‘(B) EXCLUSIONS.—State fiscal support 16

for higher education for a State fiscal year does 17

not include— 18

‘‘(i) funds described in subparagraph 19

(A) that are returned to the State; 20

‘‘(ii) State-appropriated funds derived 21

from Federal sources, including funds pro-22

vided under sections 786(a) and 801; 23

‘‘(iii) funds that are included in the 24

State share under section 786(b), except as 25
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provided in subparagraph (A)(ii), including 1

funds included in the State share in ac-2

cordance with paragraph (2)(A) of such 3

section; 4

‘‘(iv) amounts that are portions of 5

multiyear appropriations to be distributed 6

over multiple years that are not to be 7

spent for the year for which the calculation 8

under this paragraph is being made, sub-9

ject to subparagraph (C); 10

‘‘(v) tuition, fees, or other educational 11

charges paid directly by a student to an in-12

stitution of higher education or to the 13

State; 14

‘‘(vi) funds for— 15

‘‘(I) financial aid to students at-16

tending, or operating expenses of— 17

‘‘(aa) out-of-State institu-18

tions of higher education (includ-19

ing for the purpose of exclusive 20

online enrollment at an out-of- 21

State institution); 22

‘‘(bb) proprietary institu-23

tions of higher education (as de-24

fined in section 102(b)); or 25
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‘‘(cc) institutions of higher 1

education not accredited by an 2

agency or association recognized 3

by the Secretary pursuant to sec-4

tion 496; 5

‘‘(II) financial aid to students 6

awarded predominantly or signifi-7

cantly on the basis of merit; 8

‘‘(III) research and development; 9

or 10

‘‘(IV) hospitals, athletics, or 11

other auxiliary enterprises; 12

‘‘(vii) corporate or other private dona-13

tions directed to 1 or more institutions of 14

higher education permitted to be expended 15

by the State; and 16

‘‘(viii) any other funds that the Sec-17

retary determines shall not be included in 18

the calculation of State fiscal support for 19

higher education for such State. 20

‘‘(C) ADJUSTMENTS FOR BIENNIAL APPRO-21

PRIATIONS.—The Secretary shall make adjust-22

ments to the calculations under this paragraph 23

to accurately reflect State fiscal support for 24
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higher education in States with 2-year appro-1

priation cycles. 2

‘‘(14) STATE FISCAL SUPPORT FOR HIGHER 3

EDUCATION PER FULL-TIME EQUIVALENT STU-4

DENT.—The term ‘State fiscal support for higher 5

education per full-time equivalent student’, when 6

used with respect to a State for a fiscal year, means 7

the amount that is equal to— 8

‘‘(A) the State fiscal support for higher 9

education for the applicable fiscal year; divided 10

by 11

‘‘(B) the number of full-time equivalent 12

students enrolled in public institutions of higher 13

education in such State for such fiscal year. 14

‘‘(15) TRIBAL COLLEGE OR UNIVERSITY.—The 15

term ‘Tribal College or University’ has the meaning 16

given the term in section 316(b)(3). 17

‘‘(16) 2-YEAR TRIBAL COLLEGE OR UNIVER-18

SITY.—The term ‘2-year Tribal College or Univer-19

sity’ means— 20

‘‘(A) a 2-year Tribal College or University; 21

or 22

‘‘(B) a degree-granting Tribal College or 23

University— 24
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‘‘(i) at which the highest degree 1

awarded is an associate degree; or 2

‘‘(ii) at which an associate degree is 3

the most frequently awarded degree. 4

‘‘SEC. 785. GRANT AWARDS. 5

‘‘Beginning with award year 2024–2025, from 6

amounts appropriated under section 791 to carry out this 7

subpart for any fiscal year, the Secretary shall award 8

grants to States and Tribal College and Universities with 9

applications approved under section 789, to enable the 10

States and Tribal Colleges and Universities, through a 11

Federal-State partnership, to fully eliminate tuition and 12

required fees for all eligible students. 13

‘‘SEC. 786. FEDERAL SHARE; STATE SHARE. 14

‘‘(a) FEDERAL SHARE.— 15

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.— 16

‘‘(A) AMOUNT.—Subject to paragraph (2), 17

the amount of the Federal share of a grant 18

under this subpart shall be based on a formula 19

that provides, for each eligible student enrolled 20

in a community college operated or controlled 21

by a State, a Tribal College or University, or a 22

public 4-year institution of higher education in 23

a State, a per-student amount (based on full- 24

time equivalent enrollment) that is equal to the 25
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applicable percentage described in subpara-1

graph (B), or the percentage described in para-2

graph (2) with respect to a Tribal College or 3

University, of— 4

‘‘(i) for the 2024–2025 award year, 5

not less than the sum of the product of 6

$4,880 multiplied by the number of eligible 7

students enrolled at such a community col-8

lege or 2-year Tribal College or University 9

and the product of $10,200 multiplied by 10

the number of eligible students enrolled at 11

such a public 4-year institution of higher 12

education or 4-year Tribal College or Uni-13

versity; and 14

‘‘(ii) for each subsequent award year, 15

the amount determined under this para-16

graph for the preceding award year, in-17

creased by the lesser of— 18

‘‘(I) a percentage equal to the es-19

timated percentage increase in the 20

Consumer Price Index (as determined 21

by the Secretary) since the date of 22

such determination; or 23

‘‘(II) 3 percent. 24
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‘‘(B) APPLICABLE PERCENT.—The appli-1

cable percent for a State receiving a grant 2

under this subpart shall be— 3

‘‘(i) for the 2024–2025 award year, 4

100 percent; 5

‘‘(ii) for the 2025–2026 award year, 6

95 percent; 7

‘‘(iii) for the 2026–2027 award year, 8

90 percent; 9

‘‘(iv) for the 2027–2028 award year, 10

85 percent; and 11

‘‘(v) for the 2028–2029 award year 12

and each subsequent award year, 80 per-13

cent. 14

‘‘(2) TRIBAL COLLEGES AND UNIVERSITIES.— 15

The amount of the Federal share for a Tribal Col-16

lege or University receiving a grant under this sub-17

part shall be the greater of— 18

‘‘(A) 100 percent of the amount deter-19

mined in accordance with clause (i) or (ii) of 20

subparagraph (1)(A), as applicable, with re-21

spect to eligible students enrolled in such Tribal 22

College or University; or 23

‘‘(B) the amount that is 100 percent of the 24

total amount needed to fully eliminate tuition 25
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and fees for all eligible students enrolled in 1

such Tribal College or University for the 2023– 2

2024 award year, increased by the percentage 3

increase in the Consumer Price Index (as deter-4

mined by the Secretary) between July 1, 2023, 5

and the applicable award year, and adjusted to 6

reflect the enrollment in such Tribal College or 7

University for such applicable award year. 8

‘‘(b) STATE SHARE.— 9

‘‘(1) FORMULA.— 10

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—The amount of the 11

State share of a grant under this subpart for 12

each award year shall be equal to the applicable 13

percent described in subparagraph (B) of the 14

total amount determined under subsection 15

(a)(1)(A) with respect to the State for the 16

award year. 17

‘‘(B) APPLICABLE PERCENT.—The appli-18

cable percentage shall be— 19

‘‘(i) for the 2024–2025 award year, 0 20

percent; 21

‘‘(ii) for the 2025–2026 award year, 5 22

percent; 23

‘‘(iii) for the 2026–2027 award year, 24

10 percent; 25
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‘‘(iv) for the 2027–2028 award year, 1

15 percent; and 2

‘‘(v) for the 2028–2029 award year 3

and each subsequent award year, 20 per-4

cent. 5

‘‘(C) OBLIGATION TO PROVIDE SHARE.— 6

The State shall provide the State share even if 7

the State is able, without such State share, to 8

fully eliminate tuition and required fees charged 9

to eligible students attending community col-10

leges operated or controlled by the State or 11

public 4-year institutions of higher education in 12

the State. 13

‘‘(D) NO DOUBLE COUNTING FUNDS.— 14

States shall not count any funds that count to-15

ward the maintenance of effort requirement in 16

section 787(b) to also count toward the State 17

share under this subsection. 18

‘‘(E) SPECIAL RULE FOR OUTLYING AREAS 19

AND TERRITORIES.— 20

‘‘(i) IN GENERAL.—If the Secretary 21

determines that requiring an outlying area 22

or territory to provide a State share in ac-23

cordance with this subsection would rep-24

resent a substantial hardship for the out-25
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lying area or territory, the Secretary shall 1

reduce or waive the State share for such 2

area or territory. If the Secretary so re-3

duces or waives the amount of the State 4

share of an outlying area or territory, the 5

Secretary shall increase the applicable per-6

centage used to calculate the Federal share 7

under subsection (a) for such area or terri-8

tory, in proportion to the reduction in the 9

applicable percentage used to calculate 10

such State share. 11

‘‘(ii) DEFINITION.—In this subpara-12

graph, the term ‘outlying area or territory’ 13

means the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, 14

the District of Columbia, Guam, American 15

Samoa, the United States Virgin Islands, 16

the Commonwealth of the Northern Mar-17

iana Islands, and the Freely Associated 18

States. 19

‘‘(2) INCLUSION OF STATE FINANCIAL AID AND 20

LOCAL FUNDS.—In the case of a State that dem-21

onstrates to the satisfaction of the Secretary that 22

community colleges operated or controlled by the 23

State and 4-year public institutions of higher edu-24

cation in the State will not experience a net reduc-25
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tion in total per-student revenue (including revenue 1

derived from tuition and fees) as compared to that 2

revenue for the preceding State fiscal year in such 3

State, a State may include, as part of the State 4

share— 5

‘‘(A) any financial aid that is provided 6

from State funds to eligible students for such 7

students’ cost of attendance at community col-8

leges operated or controlled by the State and 4- 9

year public institutions of higher education in 10

the State that is not awarded predominantly on 11

the basis of merit; and 12

‘‘(B) any funds provided to community col-13

leges operated or controlled by the State and 4- 14

year public institutions of higher education in 15

the State by local governments in such State 16

for the purpose of carrying out this subpart, in-17

cluding for the purpose of eliminating tuition 18

and fees for eligible students. 19

‘‘(3) NO IN-KIND CONTRIBUTIONS.—A State 20

shall not include in-kind contributions for purposes 21

of the State share described in paragraph (1). 22

‘‘(c) DETERMINATION OF NUMBER OF ELIGIBLE 23

STUDENTS.— 24

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.— 25
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‘‘(A) DETERMINATION.—For purposes of 1

subsections (a) and (b), the Secretary shall, in 2

consultation with the State or Tribal College or 3

University concerned, determine the estimated 4

number of eligible students enrolled in the com-5

munity colleges operated or controlled by the 6

State and in the public 4-year institutions of 7

higher education in the State or in such Tribal 8

College or University for the applicable award 9

year. 10

‘‘(B) PROJECTED ENROLLMENT.—If the 11

estimated number of eligible students figure of 12

a State or Tribal College or University under 13

subparagraph (A) is more than 25 percent larg-14

er than the eligible students figure for the pre-15

ceding year, the Secretary shall use an alter-16

native enrollment estimate which shall be used 17

in the formula under subsection (a) for deter-18

mining the allotment. 19

‘‘(2) ADJUSTMENT OF GRANT AMOUNT.—For 20

each year for which a State or Tribal College or 21

University receives a grant under this subpart, the 22

Secretary shall, once final enrollment data for such 23

year are available— 24
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‘‘(A) in consultation with the State or 1

Tribal College or University concerned, deter-2

mine the actual number of eligible students en-3

rolled in the community colleges operated or 4

controlled by the State and the public 4-year in-5

stitutions of higher education in the State or in 6

such Tribal College or University for the year 7

covered by the grant; and 8

‘‘(B) adjust the Federal share of the grant 9

amount received by the State or Tribal College 10

or University and the State share under sub-11

section (b) to reflect the actual number of eligi-12

ble students by applying the relevant adjust-13

ment to such Federal share or the State share, 14

or both, in the subsequent award year. 15

‘‘(3) ADDITIONAL FUNDS.—If a State or Tribal 16

College or University provides additional funds to-17

ward reducing the cost of attendance and improving 18

instruction beyond the cost of eliminating tuition 19

and required fees as described in paragraphs (2) and 20

(3) of section 787(a) for any award year, and, with 21

respect to a State, such funds amount to more than 22

the State share requirement under subsection (b) 23

and the maintenance of effort requirements in sec-24

tion 787, the Secretary shall provide the State or 25
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Tribal College or University an amount equal to 1

such additional funds provided by the State or Trib-2

al College or University, which amount provided by 3

the Secretary may be used for the activities de-4

scribed in section 790.

The term ‘qualifying spending requirement’ means 23

the requirement that a State not disproportionately 24

decrease spending for any of the categories described 25
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in subparagraphs (1) through (3) of section 787(b) 1

relative to such State’s overall, average decrease in 2

spending for the 3 consecutive preceding fiscal years. 3

‘‘(4) STATE AVERAGE UNEMPLOYMENT RATE.— 4

The term ‘State average unemployment rate’ means 5

the average (seasonally adjusted) rate of total unem-6

ployment in a State for a consecutive 3-month pe-7

riod in a fiscal year. 8

‘‘SEC. 789. APPLICATIONS. 9

‘‘In order to receive a grant under this subpart, a 10

State or Tribal College or University shall submit an ap-11

plication to the Secretary at such time, in such manner, 12

and containing such information as the Secretary may re-13

quire. In the case of a State, such application shall be 14

submitted by the State agency with jurisdiction over high-15

er education or another agency designated by the Gov-16

ernor or chief executive of the State to administer the pro-17

gram under this subpart.

‘‘SEC. 790. USE OF FUNDS. 19

9

‘‘(b) REMAINING FUNDS.—Once tuition and required 10

fees have been fully eliminated pursuant to subsection (a), 11

a State or Tribal College or University that receives a 12

grant under this subpart shall use any remaining grant 13

funds to reduce the cost of attendance and increase the 14

quality of instruction and student support services at pub-15

lic institutions of higher education in the State or at the 16

Tribal College or University by carrying out any of the 17

following: 18

‘‘(1) Providing additional non-loan financial aid 19

to students to help reduce unmet need, which may 20

include need-based student financial aid or emer-21

gency financial aid grants to students attending a 22

public institution of higher education in such State, 23

or such Tribal College or University, for any compo-24

nent of such students’ cost of attendance.

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‘‘(2) Implementing evidence-based reforms or 1

‘‘(5) Providing all faculty with professional sup-14

ports to help students succeed, such as professional 15

development opportunities, including providing— 16

‘‘(A) culturally inclusive and identity-safe 17

learning environments; 18

‘‘(B) work spaces; and 19

‘‘(C) shared governance in the institution. 20

‘‘(6) Compensating part-time faculty for work 21

done outside of the classroom relating to supporting 22

student success, such as holding office hours. 23
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‘‘(7) Strengthening, and ensuring all students 1

have access to, student support services, such as 2

academic advising, counseling, and tutoring. 3

‘‘(8) Expanding access to dual or concurrent 4

enrollment programs and early college high school 5

programs. 6

‘‘(9) Establishing prison education programs in 7

partnership with local or State correctional facilities. 8

‘‘(10) Carrying out any other additional activi-9

ties that improve instructional quality and academic 10

outcomes for students as approved by the Secretary 11

through a peer review process. 12

‘‘(c) PROHIBITION.—A State or Tribal College or 13

University that receives a grant under this subpart may 14

not use grant funds or State share funds required under 15
