Whereas more than 13,000 FFA advisors and agricultural
education teachers deliver an integrated model of agricul-
tural education, providing students with an innovative

and cutting-edege education;

Whereas FFA facilitates formative experiences, altering the

course of students’ lives for the better;

Whereas FFA members develop the necessary career-readi-
ness skills to continue their education in college or to

enter the workforce immediately;

Whereas FFA prepares members to be globally conscious citi-
