The previous question shall be con-3

sidered as ordered on the bill, as amended, and on any 4

further amendment thereto, to final passage without inter-5

vening motion except: (1) one hour of debate equally di-6

vided and controlled by the chair and ranking minority 7

member of the Committee on Oversight and Government 8

Reform; (2) the further amendment printed in the report 9

of the Committee on Rules accompanying this resolution, 10

if offered by Delegate Norton of the District of Columbia 11

or her designee, which shall be in order without interven-12

tion of any point of order, shall be considered as read, 13

and shall be separately debatable for 40 minutes equally 14

divided and controlled by the proponent and an opponent; 15

and (3) one motion to recommit with or without instruc-16

tions. 17
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
