SEC. 101. THEODORE ROOSEVELT GENIUS PRIZE FOR RE-
DUCING HUMAN-PREDATOR CONFLICT.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 7001(d) of the John D.

“(1) KESTABLISHMENT.—There is es-
tablished an advisory board, to be known
as the ‘Reducing Human-Predator Conflict
Technology Advisory Board’.

“(11) CoMPOSITION.—The Board shall
be composed of not fewer than 9 members
appointed by the Secretary, who shall pro-
vide expertise in—

“(IT) the habitats of large preda-
tors;

“(I1I) biology;

“(IV) technology development;

“(V) engineering;

“(VI) economics;
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“(VII) business development and
management; and

“(VIII) any other discipline, as

with respect to the prize competition, the

Board shall—

“(I) select a topic;

“(IT) issue a problem statement;

“(IV) advise winners of the prize
competition regarding opportunities to
pilot and implement winning tech-
nologies in relevant fields, including in
partnership with conservation organi-
zations, Federal or State agencies,
federally recognized Indian Tribes,
private entities, and research institu-

tions with expertise or interest relat-
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ing to reducing human-predator con-

flict using nonlethal means.

“(iv) CONSULTATION.—In selecting a
topic and issuing a problem statement for
the prize competition under subclauses (I)
and (II) of eclause (iii), respectively, the
Board shall consult widely with Federal
and non-Federal stakeholders, including—

“(I) 1 or more Federal agencies
with jurisdiction over the management
of native wildlife species at risk due to
conflict with human activities;

“(IT) 1 or more State agencies
with jurisdiction over the management
of native wildlife species at risk due to
conflict with human activities;

“(ITT) 1 or more State, regional,
or local wildlife organizations, the
mission of which relates to the man-
agement of native wildlife species at
risk due to conflict with human activi-
ties; and

“(IV) 1 or more wildhfe con-
servation groups, technology compa-

nies, research institutions, institutions
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of higher education, industry associa-

tions, or individual stakeholders with

an interest in the management of na-
tive wildlife species at risk due to con-
flict with human activities.

“(v) REQUIREMENTS.—The Board
shall comply with all requirements under
paragraph (8)(A).

“(D) AGREEMENT WITH NATIONAL FISH
WILDLIFE FOUNDATION.—

“(1) IN  GENERAL.—The Secretary
shall offer to enter into an agreement
under which the National Fish and Wild-
life Foundation shall administer the prize
competition.

tors under the jurisdiction of the Secretary of
Commerce, acting through the Administrator of
the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Admin-
istration, and humans.

“(G) REPORT TO CONGRESS.—Not later

than 60 days after the date on which a cash
prize is awarded under this paragraph, the Sec-
retary shall submit to the Committee on Envi-
ronment and Public Works of the Senate and

oress that data collected from the tagging of predators can
inform innovative management of those predators and in-
novative education activities to minimize human-predator
conflict.

SEC. 102. LOSSES OF LIVESTOCK DUE TO DEPREDATION BY

FEDERALLY PROTECTED SPECIES.

(a) DEFINITIONS.—In this section:

(A) IN GENERAL.—The term ‘‘depreda-
tion” means actual death, injury, or destruction
of livestock that is caused by a federally pro-
tected species.

(3) INDIAN TRIBE.—The term ‘“Indian tribe”
has the meaning given the term in section 4 of the

(A) IN GENERAL.—The term ‘‘livestock”
means horses, mules and asses, rabbits, llamas,

10 SEC. 103. DEPREDATION PERMITS FOR BLACK VULTURES
11 AND COMMON RAVENS.

12 (a) IN GENERAL.—The Secretary of the Interior, act-
13 ing through the Director of the United States Fish and
14 Wildlife Service (referred to in this section as the “Sec-
15 retary”’), may issue depredation permits to livestock pro-
16 ducers authorizing takings of black vultures or common
17 ravens otherwise prohibited by Federal law to prevent
18 those vultures or common ravens from taking livestock
19 during the calving season or lambing season.

SEC. 104. CHRONIC WASTING DISEASE TASK FORCE.

(a) DEFINITION OF CHRONIC WASTING DISEASE.—
In this section, the term “chronic wasting disease’” means
the animal disease afflicting deer, elk, and moose popu-
lations that—

(1) i1s a transmissible disease of the nervous
system resulting in distinctive lesions in the brain;
and

(2) belongs to the group of diseases known as
transmissible spongiform encephalopathies, which
oroup  includes  scrapie,  bovine  spongiform
encephalopathy, and Creutzfeldt-Jakob disease.

(b) ESTABLISHMENT.—

(1) IN GENERAL.—There 1s established within
the United States Fish and Wildlife Service a task
force, to be known as the “Chronic Wasting Disease
Task Force” (referred to in this subsection as the

(C) draw from existing and future aca-
demic and management recommendations to de-
velop an interstate action plan under which
States and the Federal Government agree to
enact consistent management, educational, and
research practices relating to chronic wasting
disease; and

(D) facilitate the creation of a cooperative
agreement by which States and relevant Fed-
eral agencies agree to commit funds to imple-
ment best practices described in the interstate
action plan developed under subparagraph (C).
(3) MEMBERSHIP.—

(A) IN GENERAL.—The Task Force shall
be composed of—

(i) 1 representative of the United

States Fish and Wildlife Service with expe-

rience in chronic wasting disease, to be ap-

pointed by the Secretary of the Interior

(referred to in this subsection as the “Sec-

retary’’);

(i1)) 1 representative of the United

States Geological Survey;

(B) shall be filled not later than 30 days
after the date of the vacancy.

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(A) not less frequently than twice each
year; and

(B) at such time and place, and by such
means, as the Co-Chairs of the Task Force de-
termine to be appropriate, which may include
the use of remote conference technology.

(8) INTERSTATE ACTION PLAN.—

(A) IN GENERAL.—Not later than 1 year
after the date on which the members of the
Task Force are appointed, the Task Force shall
submit to the Secretary, and the heads of the
State agencies with jurisdiction over wildlife
disease and farmed cervid regulation of each
State with a representative on the Task Force,
the interstate action plan developed by the Task
Force under paragraph (2)(C).

(B) COOPERATIVE AGREEMENTS.

(1) IN GENERAL.—To the maximum
extent practicable, the Secretary, any other
applicable Federal agency, and each appli-
cable State shall enter into a cooperative
agreement to fund necessary actions under
the interstate action plan submitted under

subparagraph (A).
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(i1) TARGET DATE.—The Secretary
shall make the best effort of the Secretary
to enter into any cooperative agreement
under clause (1) not later than 180 days
after the date of submission of the inter-

state action plan under subparagraph (A).

(C) MATCHING FUNDS.

(i1), for each fiscal year, the Federal Gov-
ernment shall provide funds to carry out
an interstate action plan through a cooper-
ative agreement under subparagraph (B)
in the amount of funds provided by the ap-
plicable States.

(C) SECRETARIES.—The term ‘‘Secre-
taries” means the Secretary of Agriculture, act-
ing through the Administrator of the Animal
and Plant Health Inspection Service, and the
Secretary of the Interior, acting through the
Director of the United States Geological Sur-
vey, acting jointly.

(2) STUDY.—

(A) IN GENERAL.—The Secretaries shall
enter into an arrangement with the Academy
under which the Academy shall conduct, and
submit to the Secretaries a report deseribing
the findings of, a special resource study to iden-
tify the predominant pathways and mechanisms
of the transmission of chronic wasting disease
m wild, captive, and farmed populations of
cervids in the United States.

(B) REQUIREMENTS.

The arrangement

conducting the study under subparagraph (A)

shall be paid by the Secretaries.

(2) GREAT LAKES BASIN.—The term “Great
Lakes Basin” means the air, land, water, and living

organisms in the United States within the drainage
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basin of the Saint Lawrence River at and upstream
from the point at which such river and the Great
Lakes become the international boundary between

(Canada and the United States.

(b) FINDINGS.—Congress finds the following:

(1) The Great Liakes support a diverse eco-
system, on which the vibrant and economically valu-
able Great Lakes fisheries depend.

(2) To continue successful fisheries manage-
ment and coordination, as has occurred since signing
of the Convention on Great Liakes Fisheries between
the United States and Canada on September 10,
1954, management of the ecosystem and its fisheries
require sound, reliable science, and the use of mod-
ern scientific technologies.

(3) Fisheries research is necessary to support
multijurisdictional fishery management decisions and
actions regarding recreational and sport fishing,
commercial fisheries, tribal harvest, allocation deci-
sions, and fish stocking activities.

(4) President Richard Nixon submitted, and
Congress approved, Reorganization Plan No. 4 (84
Stat. 2090), conferring science activities and man-
agement of marine fisheries to the National Oceanic

and Atmospheric Administration.
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(5) Reorganization Plan No. 4 expressly ex-
cluded fishery research activities within the Great
Lakes from the transfer, retaining management and
scientific research duties within the already-estab-
lished jurisdictions under the 1954 Convention on
Great Lakes Fisheries, including those of the Great
Lakes Fishery Commission and the Department of
the Interior.

(¢) MONITORING, ASSESSMENT, SCIENCE, AND RE-

SEARCIH.—

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Director may conduct
monitoring, assessment, science, and research, in
support of the binational fisheries within the Great
Lakes Basin.

(4) to fill gaps in the National Fish Habitat As-

sessment and the associated database of the Na-
tional Fish Habitat Assessment—

(A) to empower strategic conservation ac-
tions supported by broadly available scientific
information; and

(B) to integrate socioeconomic data in the
analysis to improve the lives of humans in a
manner consistent with fish habitat conserva-
tion goals; and
(5) to communicate to the public and conserva-

tion partners—

(A) the conservation outcomes produced
collectively by Fish Habitat Partnerships; and

(B) new opportunities and voluntary ap-
proaches for conserving fish habitat.

SEC. 302. DEFINITIONS.

(D) procedures for designating Partner-
ships under section 304; and

(E) procedures for reviewing, evaluating,
and making recommendations regarding fish
habitat conservation projects.

(2) QUORUM.—A majority of the members of
the Board shall constitute a quorum.
SEC. 304. FISH HABITAT PARTNERSHIPS.

(a) AUTHORITY TO RECOMMEND.—The Board may
recommend to Congress the designation of Fish Habitat
Partnerships in accordance with this section.

(b) PURPOSES.—The purposes of a Partnership shall
be—

(1) to work with other regional habitat con-

servation programs to promote cooperation and co-
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ordination to enhance fish populations and fish habi-
tats;

(2) to engage local and regional communities to
build support for fish habitat conservation;

(3) to involve diverse groups of public and pri-
vate partners;

(4) to develop collaboratively a strategic vision
and achievable implementation plan that is scientif-
ically sound;

(5) to leverage funding from sources that sup-
port local and regional partnerships;

(6) to use adaptive management principles, in-
cluding  evaluation of project success and
functionality;

(7) to develop appropriate local or regional
habitat evaluation and assessment measures and cri-
teria that are compatible with national habitat con-
dition measures; and

(8) to implement local and regional priority
projects that improve conditions for fish and fish
habitat.

(¢) CRITERIA FOR DESIGNATION.—An entity seeking

23 to be designated by Congress as a Partnership shall—
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(1) submit to the Board an application at such
time, in such manner, and containing such informa-
tion as the Board may reasonably require; and

(2) demonstrate to the Board that the entity
has—

(A) a focus on promoting the health of im-
portant fish and fish habitats;

(B) an ability to coordinate the implemen-
tation of priority projects that support the goals
and national priorities set by the Board that
are within the Partnership boundary;

(C) a self-governance structure that sup-
ports the implementation of strategic priorities
for fish habitat;

(D) the ability to develop local and re-
eional relationships with a broad range of enti-
ties to further strategic priorities for fish and
fish habitat;

(E) a strategic plan that details required
investments for fish habitat conservation that
addresses the strategic fish habitat priorities of
the Partnership and supports and meets the
strategic priorities of the Board;

(F) the ability to develop and implement

fish habitat conservation projects that address
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strategic priorities of the Partnership and the
Board; and
(G) the ability to develop fish habitat con-
servation priorities based on sound science and
data, the ability to measure the effectiveness of
fish habitat projects of the Partnership, and a
clear plan as to how Partnership science and
data components will be integrated with the
overall Board science and data effort.
(d) REQUIREMENTS FOR RECOMMENDATION TO CON-

GRESS.

The Board may recommend to Congress for des-
ignation an application for a Partnership submitted under
subsection (c¢) if the Board determines that the appli-
cant—
(1) meets the criteria described in subsection
(e)(2);
(2) 1dentifies representatives to provide support
and technical assistance to the Partnership from a
diverse group of public and private partners, which
may include State or local governments, nonprofit
entities, Indian Tribes, and private individuals, that
are focused on conservation of fish habitats to
achieve results across jurisdictional boundaries on

public and private land;
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(3) 1s organized to promote the health of impor-
tant fish species and important fish habitats, includ-
Ing reservoirs, natural lakes, coastal and marine en-
vironments, coral reefs, and estuaries;

(4) identifies strategic fish and fish habitat pri-
orities for the Partnership area in the form of geo-
oraphical focus areas or key stressors or impair-
ments to facilitate strategic planning and decision
making;

(5) 1s able to address issues and priorities on a
nationally significant scale;

(6) includes a governance structure that—

(A) reflects the range of all partners; and
(B) promotes joint strategic planning and
decision making by the applicant;

(7) demonstrates completion of, or significant
progress toward the development of, a strategic plan
to address declines in fish populations, rather than
simply treating symptoms, in accordance with the
coals and mnational priorities established by the
Board; and

(8) promotes collaboration in developing a stra-
tegic vision and implementation program that is sci-

entifically sound and achievable.

(e¢) REPORT TO CONGRESS.
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(1) IN GENERAL.—Not later than February 1

of the first fiscal year beginning after the date of en-

actment of this Act and each February 1 thereafter,

the Board shall develop and submit to the appro-

priate congressional committees an annual report, to

be entitled “Report to Congress on Future Fish

Habitat Partnerships and Modifications”, that—

(A) identifies each entity that—

(1) meets the requirements described
in subsection (d); and

(1) the Board recommends to Con-
oress for designation as a Partnership;

(B) describes any proposed modifications

to a Partnership previously designated by Con-

oress under subsection (f); and

(C) with respect to each entity rec-

ommended for designation as a Partnership, de-

PuBLIC AVAILABILITY; NOTIFICATION.—

The Board shall—

area written notification of the public avail-
ability of the report.

(f) DESIGNATION OR MODIFICATION OF PARTNER-

siip.—Congress shall have the exclusive authority to des-

ignate or modify a Partnership.

(2) EXISTING PARTNERSHIPS.

(1) DESIGNATION REVIEW.—Not later than 5
yvears after the date of enactment of this Act, any
partnership receiving Federal funds as of the date of
enactment of this Act shall be subject to a designa-
tion review by Congress in which Congress shall
have the opportunity to designate the partnership
under subsection (f).

(¢) CRITERIA FOR PROJECT SELECTION.—The
Board shall select each fish habitat conservation project
recommended to the Secretary under subsection (b) after
taking into consideration, at a minimum, the following in-
formation:

(1) A recommendation of the Partnership that
18, or will be, participating actively in implementing
the fish habitat conservation project.

(2) The capabilities and experience of project
proponents to implement successfully the proposed
project.

(3) The extent to which the fish habitat con-
servation project—
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(A) fulfills a local or regional priority that
is directly linked to the strategic plan of the
Partnership and is consistent with the purpose
of this title;

(B) addresses the national priorities estab-
lished by the Board,;

(C) 1s supported by the findings of the
habitat assessment of the Partnership or the
Board, and aligns or is compatible with other
conservation plans;

(D) identifies appropriate monitoring and
evaluation measures and criteria that are com-
patible with national measures;

(E) provides a well-defined budget linked
to deliverables and outcomes;

(F") leverages other funds to implement the
project;

(G) addresses the causes and processes be-
hind the decline of fish or fish habitats; and

(H) includes an outreach or education
component that includes the local or regional
community.

(4) The availability of sufficient non-Federal

funds to match Federal contributions for the fish
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habitat conservation project, as required by sub-

section (e).

(5) The extent to which the fish habitat con-

servation project—

(A) will increase fish populations in a man-
ner that leads to recreational fishing opportuni-
ties for the public;

(B) will be carried out through a coopera-
tive agreement among Federal, State, and local
covernments, Indian Tribes, and private enti-
ties;

(C) increases public access to land or
water for fish and wildlife-dependent ree-
reational opportunities;

(D) advances the conservation of fish and
wildlife species that have been identified by a
State agency as species of greatest conservation
need;

(E) where appropriate, advances the con-
servation of fish and fish habitats under the
Magnuson-Stevens Fishery Conservation and
Management Act (16 U.S.C. 1801 et seq.) and
other relevant Federal law and State wildlife

action plans; and
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(F') promotes strong and healthy fish habi-
tats so that desired biological communities are
able to persist and adapt.

(6) The substantiality of the character and de-
sign of the fish habitat conservation project.

(d) LIMITATIONS.

(1) REQUIREMENTS FOR EVALUATION.—No
fish habitat conservation project may be rec-
ommended by the Board under subsection (b) or
provided financial assistance under this title unless
the fish habitat conservation project includes an
evaluation plan designed using applicable Board
ouidance—

(A) to appropriately assess the biological,
ecological, or other results of the habitat protec-
tion, restoration, or enhancement activities car-
ried out using the assistance;

(B) to reflect appropriate changes to the
fish habitat conservation project if the assess-
ment substantiates that the fish habitat con-
servation project objectives are not being met;

(C) to identify improvements to existing
fish populations, recreational fishing opportuni-

ties, and the overall economic benefits for the
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local community of the fish habitat conservation
project; and

(D) to require the submission to the Board
of a report describing the findings of the assess-
ment.

(2) ACQUISITION AUTHORITIES.—

(A) IN GENERAL.—A State, local govern-
ment, or other non-Federal entity is eligible to
receive funds for the acquisition of real prop-
erty from willing sellers under this title if the
acquisition ensures—

(1) public access for fish and wildlife-
dependent recreation; or

(i) a scientifically based, direct en-
hancement to the health of fish and fish
populations, as determined by the Board.
(B) STATE AGENCY APPROVAL.—

(i) IN GENERAL.—AIl real property
interest acquisition projects funded under
this title must be approved by the State
agency in the State in which the project is
oceurring.

(i1) PromiBITION.—The Board may
not recommend, and the Secretary may not

provide any funding for, any real property
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interest acquisition that has not been ap-

proved by the State agency.

(C) ASSESSMENT OF OTHER AUTHORI-
TIES.—The Board may not recommend, and the
Secretary may not provide any funding under
this title for, any real property interest acquisi-
tion unless the Partnership that recommended
the project has conducted a project assessment,
submitted with the funding request and ap-
proved by the Board, to demonstrate all other
Federal, State, and local authorities for the ac-
quisition of real property have been exhausted.

(D) RESTRICTIONS.—A real property in-
terest may not be acquired pursuant to a fish
habitat conservation project by a State, local
covernment, or other non-Federal entity con-
ducted with funds provided under this title, un-
less—

(1) the owner of the real property au-
thorizes the State, local government, or
other non-Federal entity to acquire the
real property; and

(i1) the Secretary and the Board de-
termine that the State, local government,

or other non-Federal entity would benefit
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from undertaking the management of the
real property being acquired because that
18 In accordance with the goals of a Part-

nership.

(¢) NON-FEDERAL CONTRIBUTIONS.

(1) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in para-
oraphs (2) and (4), no fish habitat conservation
project may be recommended by the Board under
subsection (b) or provided financial assistance under
this title unless at least 50 percent of the cost of the
fish habitat conservation project will be funded with
non-Federal funds.

(2) NON-FEDERAL SHARE.—Such non-Federal
share of the cost of a fish habitat conservation

project

(A) may not be derived from another Ked-
eral grant program; and

(B) may include in-kind contributions and
cash.

(3) SPECIAL RULE FOR INDIAN TRIBES.
withstanding paragraph (1) or any other provision of
law, any funds made available to an Indian Tribe
pursuant to this title may be considered to be non-

Federal funds for the purpose of paragraph (1).
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(4) WAIVER AUTHORITY.—The Secretary, in
consultation with the Secretary of Commerce with

SEC. 306. TECHNICAL AND SCIENTIFIC ASSISTANCE.

(a) IN GENERAL.—The Director, the National Oce-
anic and Atmospheric Administration Assistant Adminis-
trator, the Environmental Protection Agency Assistant
Administrator, and the Director of the United States Geo-
logical Survey, in coordination with the Forest Service and

(4) supporting and providing recommendations
regarding the development of science-based moni-
toring and assessment approaches for implementa-
tion through Partnerships;

(5) supporting and providing recommendations
for a national fish habitat assessment;

(6) ensuring the availability of experts to assist
in conducting scientifically based evaluation and re-
porting of the results of fish habitat conservation
projects; and

(7) providing resources to secure State agency

scientific and technical assistance to support Part-
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nerships, participants in fish habitat conservation

projects, and the Board.

SEC. 307. COORDINATION WITH STATES AND INDIAN
TRIBES.

The Secretary shall provide a notice to, and cooperate
with, the appropriate State agency or Tribal agency, as
applicable, of each State and Indian Tribe within the
boundaries of which an activity is planned to be carried
out pursuant to this title, including notification, by not
later than 30 days before the date on which the activity
is implemented.

SEC. 308. INTERAGENCY OPERATIONAL PLAN.

Not later than 1 year after the date of enactment
of this Act, and every 5 years thereafter, the Director, in
cooperation with the National Oceanic and Atmospheric
Administration Assistant Administrator, the Environ-
mental Protection Agency Assistant Administrator, the
Director of the United States Geological Survey, and the
heads of other appropriate Federal departments and agen-
cies (including, at a minimum, those agencies represented
on the Board) shall develop an interagency operational
plan that describes—

(A) enter into an agreement with any orga-
nization described in section 501(¢)(3) of the
Internal Revenue Code of 1986 that is exempt
from taxation under section 501(a) of that
Code to solicit private donations to carry out
the purposes of this title; and

(B) accept donations of funds, property,
and services to carry out the purposes of this
title.

SEC. 402. STUDY TO REVIEW CONSERVATION FACTORS.

the term ‘““Secretaries’” means—

(1) the Secretary of Agriculture;

(2) the Secretary of Commerce, acting through
the Assistant Administrator of the National Marine
Fisheries Service; and

(3) the Secretary of the Interior, acting through
the Director of the United States Fish and Wildlife
Service.

(b) STuDY.—To assess factors affecting successful
conservation activities under the Endangered Species Act

(B) the implementation of conservation
agreements, plans, or other cooperative agree-
ments, including agreements focused on vol-
untary activities, multispecies efforts, and other
relevant considerations;

(3) to review factors that impact the ability of
the Federal Government to successfully implement
the Endangered Species Act of 1973 (16 U.S.C.
1531 et seq.);

(4) to develop recommendations regarding
methods to address barriers identified under para-
oraph (2), if any; and

(5) to review determinations under the Endan-
ogered Species Act of 1973 (16 U.S.C. 1531 et seq.)
in which a species is determined to be recovered by
the Secretary of the Interior, acting through the Di-
rector of the United States Fish and Wildlife Serv-
ice, or the Secretary of Commerce, acting through

the Assistant Administrator of the National Marine
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Fisheries Service, but remains listed under that Act,

including—

(A) an explanation of the factors pre-
venting a delisting or downlisting of the species;

(B) recommendations regarding methods
to address the factors described in subpara-
oraph (A).

(2) COMPTROLLER GENERAL.—Not later than
2 years and 4 years after the date of enactment of
this Act, the Comptroller General shall submit to the
Committees on Commerce, Science, and Transpor-
tation and Environment and Public Works of the
Senate and the Committee on Natural Resources of

(A) describes the conservation activities by
all Federal departments and agencies for spe-

10 (C) includes conservation outcomes associ-
11 ated with the conservation activities; and
12 (D) as applicable, describes the conserva-
13 tion activities that required interaction between
14 Federal agencies and between Federal agencies
15 and State and Tribal agencies and units of local
16 ogovernment pursuant to the Endangered Spe-
17 cies Act of 1973 (16 U.S.C. 1531 et seq.).
18 SEC. 404. USE OF VALUE OF LAND FOR COST SHARING.

19 The Pittman-Robertson Wildlife Restoration Act (16
20 U.S.C. 669 et seq.) is amended—

21 (1) by redesignating section 13 as section 14;
22 and
23 (2) by inserting after section 12 the following:
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“SEC. 13. VALUE OF LAND.

“Notwithstanding any other provision of law, any in-
stitution eligible to receive Federal funds under the Agri-
cultural Research, Extension, and Education Reform Act
of 1998 (7 U.S.C. 7601 et seq.) shall be allowed to use
the value of any land owned by the institution as an in-
kind match to satisfy any cost sharing requirement under

this Act.”.
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
