Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE, ETC. 3

(a) IN GENERAL.—This Act may be cited as the 4

‘‘Progressive Consumption Tax Act of 2016’’. 5

(b) REFERENCE.—Except as otherwise expressly pro-6

vided, whenever in this Act an amendment or repeal is 7

expressed in terms of an amendment to, or repeal of, a 8

section or other provision, the reference shall be consid-9
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ered to be made to a section or other provision of the In-1

ternal Revenue Code of 1986. 2

‘‘(a) GENERAL RULE.—A tax is hereby imposed on 3

every taxable supply. 4

‘‘(b) AMOUNT OF TAX.— 5

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in para-6

graph (2), the amount of the tax shall be 10 percent 7

of the taxable amount. 8

‘‘(2) SPECIAL RATE FOR EXPORTS.—The 9

amount of the tax shall be zero with respect to the 10

provision of any supply which is— 11

‘‘(A) a supply of tangible personal property 12

that is exported from the United States within 13

90 days after the provider gives an invoice for 14

the supply, or 15

‘‘(B) a supply, other than a supply of tan-16

gible personal property— 17

‘‘(i) which is provided to a recipient 18

that is not in the United States when the 19

supply is performed or otherwise done, and 20

‘‘(ii) the use of which takes place out-21

side of the United States. 22
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‘‘SEC. 3902. TAXABLE AMOUNT. 1

‘‘(a) AMOUNT CHARGED CUSTOMER.—For purposes 2

of this chapter, the taxable amount for any taxable supply 3

for which money is the only consideration shall be the 4

price charged by the provider— 5

‘‘(1) including all invoiced charges for transpor-6

tation, and other items payable to the provider with 7

respect to the supply, but 8

‘‘(2) excluding the tax imposed by section 3901 9

with respect to the supply and excluding any State 10

and local sales and use taxes with respect to the 11

supply. 12

‘‘(b) BARTER TRANSACTIONS.—For purposes of this 13

chapter, the taxable amount for any taxable supply which 14

includes consideration other than money shall be the fair 15

market value of the consideration (including all invoiced 16

charges for transportation and other items payable to the 17

provider) plus the amount of any money paid in consider-18

ation. 19

‘‘(c) IMPORTS.—For purposes of this chapter, the 20

taxable amount in the case of any import shall be— 21

‘‘(1) the customs value plus customs duties and 22

any other duties which may be imposed, or 23

‘‘(2) if there is no such customs value, the fair 24

market value (determined as if the importer had sold 25

the supply). 26
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For purposes of this subsection, the customs value of any 1

import shall include all invoiced charges for transportation 2

and other items payable to the importer with respect to 3

the supply. 4

‘‘(d) SPECIAL RULE IN THE CASE OF SALES OF CER-5

TAIN USED CONSUMER GOODS.—For purposes of this 6

chapter, if— 7

‘‘(1) a person acquires any tangible personal 8

property in a transaction which was not taxable 9

under this chapter, and 10

‘‘(2) such property had been used by an ulti-11

mate consumer before such acquisition, 12

the taxable amount in the case of any sale of such property 13

by such person (determined without regard to this sub-14

section) shall be reduced by the amount paid for such 15

property by such person. 16

‘‘(a) TANGIBLE PROPERTY.—For purposes of this 15

chapter— 16

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—The supply of tangible 17

property is made in connection with the United 18

States if— 19

‘‘(A) the property is delivered or made 20

available to the recipient in the United States, 21

or 22

‘‘(B) the property is assembled in or re-23

moved from any location in the United States. 24
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‘‘(2) REAL PROPERTY.—The supply of real 1

property is made in connection with the United 2

States if the real property is located in the United 3

States. 4

‘‘(b) SERVICES, INTANGIBLE PROPERTY, AND OTHER 5

SUPPLIES.—For purposes of this chapter, the supply of 6

anything other than tangible property or real property is 7

made in connection with the United States if— 8

‘‘(1) the supply is used, performed, or otherwise 9

done in the United States, or 10

‘‘(2) the supply is provided through a trade or 11

business in the United States. 12

‘‘SEC. 3913. EXEMPT SUPPLY. 13

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.—An exempt supply shall not be 14

subject to tax under this chapter. 15

‘‘(b) EXEMPT SUPPLY.—For purposes of this chap-16

ter— 17

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—The term ‘exempt supply’ 18

means— 19

‘‘(A) the rental or leasing of residential 20

real property, 21

‘‘(B) any sale of qualified residential real 22

property, 23

‘‘(C) any financial supply, 24
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‘‘(D) any nonparticipating small supplier 1

supply, and 2

‘‘(E) any taxable supply (or category of 3

such supplies) treated as an exempt supply 4

under section 3932(b). 5

‘‘(2) QUALIFIED RESIDENTIAL REAL PROP-6

ERTY.—For purposes of paragraph (1), the term 7

‘qualified residential real property’ means residential 8

real property— 9

‘‘(A) which— 10

‘‘(i) has previously been sold as resi-11

dential real property, or 12

‘‘(ii) has been continuously rented for 13

5 years or more, and 14

‘‘(B) to which substantial renovations have 15

not been made after the date of the enactment 16

of this chapter. 17

‘‘(3) NONPARTICIPATING SMALL SUPPLIER SUP-18

PLY.— 19

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—For purposes of para-20

graph (1), the term ‘nonparticipating small sup-21

plier supply’ means any supply provided by a 22

supplier during— 23
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‘‘(i) any taxable period during which 1

such supplier was a nonparticipating small 2

supplier, or 3

‘‘(ii) the four-week period beginning 4

on the first day after the close of the last 5

calendar quarter in which such supplier 6

was a nonparticipating small supplier. 7

‘‘(B) NONPARTICIPATING SMALL SUP-8

PLIER.— 9

‘‘(i) IN GENERAL.—For purposes of 10

subparagraph (A), the term ‘nonpartici-11

pating small supplier’ means any person 12

for any taxable period if— 13

‘‘(I) such person has aggregate 14

taxable revenues of not more than 15

$100,000 for the four-calendar quar-16

ter period ending immediately before 17

the taxable period, and 18

‘‘(II) has not made an election 19

under clause (iii) for such taxable pe-20

riod. 21

‘‘(ii) TAXABLE REVENUE.—For pur-22

poses of this paragraph, the term ‘taxable 23

revenue’ means revenue from supplies 24
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which are taxable supplies, determined 1

without regard to paragraph (1)(D). 2

‘‘(iii) ELECTION.—Under regulations 3

prescribed by the Secretary, any person 4

who meets the requirements of clause (i)(I) 5

may make an election not to be treated as 6

a nonparticipating small supplier for any 7

taxable period. 8

‘‘(C) AGGREGATION RULES.—For purposes 9

of determining aggregate taxable revenues 10

under subparagraph (B)(i)(I), all members of 11

the same controlled group of corporations (with-12

in the meaning of section 267(f)) and all per-13

sons under common control (within the mean-14

ing of section 52(b) but determined by treating 15

an interest of more than 50 percent as a con-16

trolling interest) shall be treated as 1 person. 17

‘‘Subchapter C—Credit Against Tax 18

‘‘Sec. 3916. Credit against tax. 

‘‘SEC. 3916. CREDIT AGAINST TAX. 19

‘‘(a) GENERAL RULE.—There shall be allowed as a 20

credit against the aggregate amount of tax imposed by 21

section 3901 with respect to all taxable supplies made by 22

the taxpayer during the taxable period an amount equal 23

to the aggregate amount of tax imposed by section 3901 24
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on creditable acquisitions of the taxpayer during such tax-1

able period. 2

‘‘(b) CREDITABLE ACQUISITIONS.—For purposes of 3

this chapter, the term ‘creditable acquisition’ means the 4

acquisition or receipt of any supply which— 5

‘‘(1) was subject to tax under section 3901 at 6

the time it was provided to the taxpayer, 7

‘‘(2) was used by the taxpayer— 8

‘‘(A) in the course of carrying on a trade 9

or business, 10

‘‘(B) in the case of a taxpayer exempt 11

from tax under section 501(a), in furtherance 12

of the activities related to the purpose or func-13

tion constituting the basis of the exemption 14

under section 501, or 15

‘‘(C) in the case of a State, an Indian trib-16

al government, a possession of the United 17

States, or any political subdivision of any of the 18

foregoing, or the United States or the District 19

of Columbia, in carrying out any activity that 20

is not an essential governmental function, and 21

‘‘(3) except as provided in subsection (c), was 22

not used by the taxpayer to make an exempt supply. 23

‘‘(c) CERTAIN ACQUISITIONS RELATED TO FINAN-24

CIAL SUPPLIES.— 25
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‘‘(1) ACQUISITIONS BY QUALIFIED SMALL FI-1

NANCIAL SUPPLIERS.— 2

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—Solely for purposes of 3

subsections (b)(3) and (d)(1), a financial supply 4

which is provided by a qualified small financial 5

supplier shall not be treated as an exempt sup-6

ply. 7

‘‘(B) QUALIFIED SMALL FINANCIAL SUP-8

PLIER.— 9

‘‘(i) IN GENERAL.—For purposes of 10

this paragraph, the term ‘qualified small 11

financial supplier’ means any person for 12

any month if, for the 12-month period end-13

ing with the month preceding such month, 14

the amount of credits which, but for this 15

paragraph, would be allowable to such per-16

son under subsection (a) for taxable sup-17

plies which are used for the purpose of 18

making financial supplies does not exceed 19

the lesser of— 20

‘‘(I) $150,000, or 21

‘‘(II) 10 percent of the amount of 22

credits allowable to such person under 23

subsection (a) (determined without re-24
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gard to this paragraph) for all taxable 1

supplies during such 12-month period. 2

‘‘(ii) AGGREGATION RULES.—For pur-3

poses of determining the amount of credits 4

for any period under clause (i), all mem-5

bers of the same controlled group of cor-6

porations (within the meaning of section 7

267(f)) and all persons under common con-8

trol (within the meaning of section 52(b) 9

but determined by treating an interest of 10

more than 50 percent as a controlling in-11

terest) shall be treated as 1 person. 12

‘‘(2) PARTIALLY CREDITABLE ACQUISITIONS.— 13

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—In the case of any 14

partially creditable acquisition by a person 15

other than a qualified small financial supplier— 16

‘‘(i) subsection (b) shall be applied 17

without regard to paragraph (3) thereof, 18

and 19

‘‘(ii) only 60 percent of the amount of 20

tax imposed by section 3901 shall be taken 21

account under subsection (a) in deter-22

mining the amount of the credit under this 23

section. 24
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‘‘(B) PARTIALLY CREDITABLE ACQUISI-1

TION.—For purposes of this section— 2

‘‘(i) IN GENERAL.—The term ‘par-3

tially creditable acquisition’ means the ac-4

quisition of any supply described in clause 5

(ii) if such acquisition is used to provide a 6

financial supply. 7

‘‘(ii) SUPPLIES DESCRIBED.—A sup-8

ply is described in this clause if such sup-9

ply is a supply of— 10

‘‘(I) banking or cash manage-11

ment services, including services re-12

lated to issuing, closing, operating, 13

and maintaining accounts, and the 14

processing of account information and 15

applications, 16

‘‘(II) payment and fund transfer 17

services, including for the operation of 18

a payment system and processing ac-19

count transactions, 20

‘‘(III) securities transaction serv-21

ices for the provision, acquisition, or 22

disposal of an interest in a security, 23

‘‘(IV) loan and debt collection 24

services, including mortgage broker-25
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age services, services related to mort-1

gage insurance and loan protection in-2

surance, and loan application, man-3

agement, and processing services, 4

‘‘(V) capital markets, financial 5

instruments, or fund management 6

services, 7

‘‘(VI) insurance services, includ-8

ing brokerage services, or 9

‘‘(VII) such other services as the 10

Secretary may specify in regulations. 11

‘‘(d) EXEMPT SUPPLIES, ETC.— 12

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—If acquisitions (other than 13

partially creditable acquisitions) are used partly for 14

a use which is not for an exempt supply and partly 15

for an exempt supply, the credit shall be allowable 16

only with respect to the acquisitions which are not 17

used for an exempt supply. 18

‘‘(2) PARTIALLY CREDITABLE ACQUISITIONS.— 19

If partially creditable acquisition is used partly to 20

provide a supply described in subsection (c)(2)(B)(ii) 21

and partly for another use, subsection (c)(2) shall 22

apply only with respect to acquisitions used to pro-23

vide supplies described in subsection (c)(2)(B)(ii). 24

‘‘(e) EXCESS CREDIT TREATED AS OVERPAYMENT.— 25

(b), the person providing the supply shall be liable for the 16

tax imposed by section 3901. 17

‘‘(b) SPECIAL RULE FOR IMPORTS.—The person re-18

ceiving the supply shall be liable for the tax imposed under 19

section 3901— 20

‘‘(1) in the case of any taxable supply described 21

in section 3911(a)(1), and 22
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‘‘(2) in the case of any taxable supply which is 1

not a supply of tangible property and which is— 2

‘‘(A) performed or otherwise done outside 3

the United States, 4

‘‘(B) used in the United States, and 5

‘‘(C) acquired for use— 6

‘‘(i) in carrying on a trade or business 7

‘‘(a) IN GENERAL.— 22

‘‘(1) SUPPLIES MADE IN CONNECTION WITH 23

THE UNITED STATES.—Except as otherwise provided 24

in this subsection, any person providing a taxable 25
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supply shall give the recipient a tax invoice with re-1

spect to such supply. 2

‘‘(2) CERTAIN SERVICES PERFORMED OUTSIDE 3

THE UNITED STATES.—In the case of any taxable 4

supply described in section 3921(b)(2), paragraph 5

(1) shall not apply and the person receiving the tax-6

able supply shall generate a tax invoice with respect 7

to such supply. 8

‘‘(3) IMPORTS.—In the case of any taxable sup-9

ply described in section 3911(a), the Secretary, in 10

consultation with the Commissioner of Customs and 11

Border Protection, shall promulgate regulations gov-12

erning the provision of tax invoices. 13

‘‘(b) CONTENT OF INVOICE.—The tax invoice re-14

quired by subsection (a) with respect to any supply shall 15

set forth— 16

‘‘(1) the name and, in the case of an invoice 17

under subsection (a)(1), identification number of the 18

provider, 19

‘‘(2) the name of the recipient, 20

‘‘(3) the date of the taxable supply, 21

‘‘(4) the taxable amount with respect to the 22

taxable supply, 23

‘‘(5) the amount of the tax imposed by section 24

3901, and 25
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‘‘(6) such other information as may be pre-1

scribed by regulations. 2

‘‘(c) NO CREDIT WITHOUT INVOICE.— 3

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in para-4

graph (2) or (3), a taxpayer may claim a credit with 5

respect to a creditable acquisition only if the tax-6

payer— 7

‘‘(A) has in the taxpayer’s possession a tax 8

invoice which meets the requirements of this 9

section, and 10

‘‘(B) is named as the recipient of the sup-11

ply in such invoice. 12

‘‘(2) EMPLOYEES OR OTHER AGENTS NAMED IN 13

INVOICES.—To the extent provided in regulations, 14

the naming of an employee or other agent of the re-15

cipient of the supply shall be treated as the naming 16

of the recipient. 17

‘‘(3) WAIVER OF INVOICE REQUIREMENT IN 18

CERTAIN CASES.—To the extent provided in regula-19

mis, or 4

‘‘(d) TIME FOR FURNISHING INVOICE.—Any invoice 9

required to be furnished by subsection (a) with respect to 10

any supply shall be furnished not later than 15 business 11

days after the tax point for such supply.

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respect to a supply may be allowed only for the first 1

taxable period by the close of which the taxpayer— 2

‘‘(A) has paid or accrued amounts properly 3

allocable to the tax imposed by section 3901 4

with respect to such supply, and 5

‘‘(B) has a tax invoice (or equivalent) with 6

respect to such supply. 7

‘‘(2) USE FOR LATER PERIOD.—Under regula-8

tions, a credit allowable by section 3916 may be al-9

lowed for a period after the period set forth in para-10

graph (1). 11

‘‘(2) NET CONSUMPTION TAX REVENUES.—The 20

net consumption tax revenues for any calendar year 21

shall be the excess of— 22

‘‘(A) the tax imposed under section 3901 23

with respect to taxable supplies the tax point 24

for which is during such calendar year, over 25
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‘‘(B) the credits allowed under section 1

3916 for such calendar year. 2

‘‘(3) GROSS DOMESTIC PRODUCT.—The gross 3

domestic product for any calendar year shall be the 4

last estimate of the gross domestic product for such 5

calendar year by the Department of Commerce 6

which is published before the date that is 3 months 7

after the close of such calendar year. 8

‘‘(c) ELIGIBLE FILER.—For purposes of this sec-9

tion— 10

‘‘(1) DEFINITION.— 11

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—The term ‘eligible 12

filer’ means, with respect to any qualifying ex-13

cess consumption tax revenue year, any indi-14

vidual (other than an individual described in 15

paragraph (2)) who filed a return of income tax 16

for the individual’s qualifying rebate taxable 17

year. 18

‘‘(B) EXCLUSION.—The term ‘eligible filer’ 19

shall not include— 20

‘‘(i) any nonresident alien individual, 21

‘‘(ii) any individual who is a depend-22

ent (as defined in section 152) of another 23

taxpayer for the individual’s qualifying re-24

bate taxable year, or 25
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‘‘(iii) an estate or trust. 1

‘‘(2) QUALIFYING REBATE TAXABLE YEAR.— 2

The term ‘qualifying rebate taxable year’ means, 3

with respect to any individual in connection with a 4

qualifying excess consumption tax revenue year, the 5

taxable year of such individual which contains 6 or 6

more months of such qualifying excess consumption 7

tax revenue year. 8

‘‘(3) IDENTIFICATION REQUIREMENT.— 9

‘‘(A) IN GENERAL.—An individual shall 10

not be treated as an eligible filer for any year 11

unless such individual includes on the return of 12

tax for such year— 13

‘‘(i) such individual’s valid identifica-14

tion number, 15

‘‘(ii) in the case of a joint return, the 16

valid identification number of such individ-17

ual’s spouse, and 18

‘‘(iii) the valid identification number 19

of any qualifying child (as defined in sec-20

tion 32(f)) claimed on such return. 21

‘‘(B) VALID IDENTIFICATION NUMBER.— 22

For purposes of subparagraph (A), the term 23

‘valid identification number’ means a social se-24

curity number issued to an individual by the 25
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Social Security Administration. Such term shall 1

not include a TIN issued by the Internal Rev-2

enue Service. 3

‘‘(C) SPECIAL RULE FOR MEMBERS OF 4

THE ARMED FORCES.—Subparagraph (A) shall 5

not apply to a joint return where at least 1 6

spouse was a member of the Armed Forces of 7

the United States at any time during the tax-8

able year. 9

‘‘(d) CONSUMPTION TAX REFUND AMOUNT.— 10

‘‘(1) IN GENERAL.—The consumption tax re-11

fund amount for any eligible filer for any qualifying 12

excess consumption tax year shall be the product 13

of— 14

‘‘(A) the applicable amount, times 15

‘‘(B) the applicable shares of the eligible 16

filer. 17

‘‘(2) APPLICABLE AMOUNT.—The applicable 18

amount for any qualifying excess revenue consump-19

tion tax year is an amount equal to— 20

‘‘(A) the excess described in subsection 21

(b)(1), divided by 22

‘‘(B) the total number of applicable shares 23

of all eligible filers for such year. 24
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‘‘(3) APPLICABLE SHARE.—The number of ap-1

plicable shares for any eligible filer shall be the sum 2

of— 3

‘‘(A) 1 (2 in the case of a joint return), 4

plus 5

‘‘(B) 1⁄2 of the number of qualifying chil-6

dren (as defined in section 32(f)) claimed on 7

the eligible filer’s return for the filer’s quali-8

fying rebate taxable year. 9

‘‘(e) TIME FOR PAYMENT.—Payments under sub-10

section (a) shall be made as soon as practical after the 11

Secretary has determined the consumption tax refund 12

amount.’’. 13
