the aggregate of the amounts of any such loans so can-
celed which were made from Federal capital contributions
to its student loan fund provided by the Secretary under
section 468.

“(1) IN GENERAL.—Notwithstanding any other
provision of law, any entity engaged in the collection
of debts relating to loans made under this title may
not take any action to cause, or seek to cause, the
collection of such a debt that is taken from the
wages, Federal benefits, or other amounts due to a
borrower through garnishment, deduction, offset, or
seizure in an amount on a monthly basis that is
more than the amount described in paragraph (2).

“(2) CALCULATION.—The amount described in
this paragraph is the amount obtained by calculating
what the monthly repayment amount would be for
loans made under this title, with respect to the bor-
rower, under the income-based repayment plan
under section 493C(e).

“(3) PRESUMPTION.—For purposes of this sec-
tion, if an entity described in paragraph (1) is un-
able to determine the family size of a borrower after
taking reasonable steps to collect the information
necessary to do so, that person shall presume that

the family size of the borrower is 1 individual.
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“(e¢) COMMUNICATIONS.—Any communication by an
entity described in subsection (b)(1) that is for the pur-
pose of seizing income of a consumer for debt that relates

to a loan made under this title shall—

SEC. 341. STUDENT LOAN CONTRACT; SIMPLIFYING LOAN

DISCLOSURES.

(a) STUDENT LOAN CONTRACT.—Section 455 (20
U.S.C. 1087e), as amended by section 322, is further
amended by inserting after subsection (b) the following:

“(¢) STUDENT LOAN CONTRACT; SIMPLIFYING LOAN

DISCLOSURES.

“(1) STUDENT LOAN CONTRACT.—

“(A) IN GENERAL.—Any master promis-
sory note form  described in  section
432(m)(1)(D) that is developed or used for cov-
ered loans shall be referred to as a ‘student
loan contract’.

“(B) CLARIFICATION ON USE.—Notwith-
standing section 432(m)(1)(D)(1), each student
loan contract for a covered loan shall—

“(1) not be entered into by a student
unless the student has completed all re-
quired counseling related to such loan, in-
cluding counseling required under section

485(1);
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“(i1) be signed by the student entering
such student loan contract after completion
of such counseling;

“(ii1) be signed by the student during
the first award year of such student’s en-
rollment at an institution;

“(iv) be valid for each award year
after the award year described in clause
(111) in which the student remains enrolled
at the same institution; and

“(v) include options for the student to
enter both the student’s current contact in-
formation and permanent contact informa-
tion that is likely to remain valid upon the
student’s exit from the institution.

“(C) COVERED LOAN.—

“(1) IN GENERAL.—In this subsection,
the term ‘covered loan” means a loan made
under this part on or after the effective
date of the Affordable Lioans for Any Stu-
dent Act, except with respect to a borrower
described 1n clause (11).

“(11) EXCEPTION.—A borrower is de-
seribed n this clause if the loan made

under this part on or after the effective
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date of the Affordable Lioans for Any Stu-

dent Act with respect to such borrower is
for the award year during which the Af-
fordable Lioans for Any Student Act is en-
acted and the borrower has already taken
out a loan under this part (other than a
Federal Direct Consolidation Iioan) for
such award year (including any such loan
for attendance at another institution from
which the student transferred or in which

the student had previously enrolled).

“(2) LOAN DISCLOSURES.—For loans made
under this part for periods of enrollment beginning
on or after the effective date of the Affordable
Loans for Any Student Act, the Secretary shall take
such steps as are necessary to streamline the stu-
dent loan disclosure requirements under this Act.
The Secretary shall ensure that information required
to be disclosed to a student who is applying for, re-
ceiving, or preparing to repay a loan under this part
shall be consumer-tested and delivered in a manner
that—

“(A) reduces and simplifies the paperwork

students are required to complete;
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“(B) limits the number of times a student
is presented with disclosures by incorporating
the streamlined disclosures into required stu-
dent loan counseling under section 485(1), the
student loan contract under this subsection, or
both; and

“(C) is effective in helping the student un-
derstand the student’s rights and obligations as
a Federal student loan borrower.

“(3) LOAN ACCEPTANCE.—Prior to making the
first disbursement of a covered loan (other than a
Federal Direct Consolidation Loan) to a borrower,
the eligible institution shall ensure that the bor-
rower—

“(A) has completed the applicable coun-
seling under paragraph (2) or (3) of section
485(1); and

“(B) after completing such counseling, ac-
cepts the loan by—

“(1) signing and returning to the insti-
tution the student loan contract described
in  section 455(c¢)(1) that affirmatively
states that the borrower accepts the loan;

or
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“(i1) electronically signing an elec-
troni¢ version of such student loan con-
tract, which may be done through the on-
line counseling tool in accordance with sec-
tion 485(n)(1)(B).”.

“(A) IN GENERAL.—Each eligible institu-
tion shall ensure that, prior to the date of the
disbursement of a loan for a period of enroll-
ment at such institution, each individual for
whom the institution has knowledge that the in-
dividual has accepted, or will accept, 1 or more
student loans under part D (including any such
loans for attendance at another institution from
which the student transferred or in which the

student had previously enrolled, other than a
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Federal Direct Consolidation Lioan) for such pe-
riod of enrollment, receives comprehensive in-
formation on the terms and conditions of such
loans and the responsibilities the individual has
with respect to such loans. Such information
shall be provided in a simple, understandable,
and consumer-friendly manner during a coun-
seling session conducted—
“(1) in person;
“(i1) online, with the individual ac-
knowledging receipt of the information; or
“(i11) through the use of the online
counseling tool desceribed in subsection
() (1)(B).
“(B) USE OF INTERACTIVE PROGRAMS.—
In the case of institutions not using the online
counseling  tool  described in  subsection
(n)(1)(B), the Secretary shall require such in-
stitutions to carry out the requirements of sub-
paragraph (A) through the use of interactive
programs, during a counseling session that is
in-person or online, that test the individual’s
understanding of the terms and conditions of

the loan awarded to the individual, using simple
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and understandable language and clear for-

matting.

“(2) LOAN COUNSELING FOR BORROWERS RE-
CEIVING LOANS MADE UNDER PART D (OTHER THAN
>ARENT PLUS LOANS).—The information to be pro-
vided under paragraph (1)(A) to a borrower of a
loan made under part D (other than a Federal Di-
rect PLLUS Loan made on behalf of a dependent stu-
dent) shall include the following:

“(A) A notification that some students
may qualify for other financial aid that does not
need to be repaid, and an explanation that the
borrower should consider accepting any such
orant, scholarship, military tuition assistance,
veterans benefits, Federal or State work-study,
or other programs for which the borrower is eli-
oible, prior to accepting student loans.

“(B) An explanation of the use of the stu-
dent loan contract referred to i section 455(¢).

“(C) A recommendation to the borrower to
exhaust the borrower’s Federal student loan op-
tions prior to taking out private education
loans, an explanation that Federal student
loans typically offer better terms and conditions

than private education loans, an explanation
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that Federal student loans offer consumer pro-
tections typically not available in the private
education loan market, an explanation of treat-
ment of loans made under part D and private
education loans in bankruptey, and an expla-
nation that if a borrower decides to take out a
private education loan—

“(1) the borrower has the ability to se-
lect a private educational lender of the bor-
rower’s choice;

“(i1) the proposed private education
loan may impact the borrower’s potential
eligibility for other financial assistance, in-
cluding Federal financial assistance under
this title; and

“(i11) the borrower has a right—

“(I) to accept the terms of the
private education loan within 30 cal-
endar days following the date on
which the application for such loan is
approved and the borrower receives
the required disclosure documents,
pursuant to section 128(e) of the
Truth in Lending Act (15 U.S.C.
1638(e)); and
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“(II) to cancel such loan within 3
business days of the date on which the
loan 1s consummated, pursuant to sec-
tion 128(e)(7) of such Act (15 U.S.C.
1638(e)(7)).

“(D) An explanation of the importance of
contacting the appropriate offices at the institu-
tion of higher education if the student with-
draws prior to completing a program of study
so that the institution can provide exit coun-
seling, including information regarding the bor-
rower’s repayment options and loan consolida-
tion.

“(i1) the services that such a com-
pany typically provides are offered to bor-
rowers free of charge through the Depart-
ment or the borrower’s servicer.

“(I) submit to the Director of the
Consumer Financial Protection Bu-
reau and the Secretary of Kducation
such information regarding a private
education loan as may be determined
necessary by the Director and the
Secretary under clause (i1) for inclu-
sion in the National Student Loan
Data System under section 4835B(i) of
the Higher Education Act of 1965 (20
U.S.C. 1092b(1)); and

“(IT) prepare and submit an an-
nual report to the Consumer Finan-
cial Protection Burecau regarding the
private education loans issued by the
private educational lender.
“(i1) PROMULGATION OF REGULA-

TIONS.

Not later than 1 year after the

Jode (commonly known as the “Privacy Act of

19747).

TITLE IV—OFFSETS
SEC. 401. EXCISE TAX ON REPURCHASE OF CORPORATE
STOCK.
(a) IN GENERAL.—Subtitle D is amended by insert-
ing after chapter 36 the following new chapter:
“CHAPTER 37—REPURCHASE OF
CORPORATE STOCK
“Sec. 4501. Repurchase of corporate stock.
“SEC. 4501. REPURCHASE OF CORPORATE STOCK.

“(a) GENERAL RULE.—There is hereby imposed on
each covered corporation a tax equal to 1 percent of the
fair market value of any stock of the corporation which
18 repurchased by such corporation during the taxable
year.

“(b) COVERED CORPORATION.—For purposes of this

section, the term ‘covered corporation’ means any domes-
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tic corporation the stock of which is traded on an estab-
lished securities market (within the meaning of section
7704(b)(1)).

“(¢) REPURCHASE.—For purposes of this section—

AFFILIATES.

“(1) IN GENERAL.—The term ‘repurchase’

means—

“(A) a redemption within the meaning of
section 317(b) with regard to the stock of a
covered corporation, and

“(B) any transaction determined by the
Secretary to be economically similar to a trans-
action described in subparagraph (A).

“(2) TREATMENT OF PURCHASES BY SPECIFIED

“(A) IN GENERAL.—The acquisition of
stock of a covered corporation by a specified af-
filiate of such covered corporation, from a per-
son who is not the covered corporation or a
specified affiliate of such covered corporation,
shall be treated as a repurchase of the stock of
the covered corporation by such covered cor-
poration.

“(B) SPECIFIED AFFILIATE.—For pur-
poses of this section, the term ‘specified affil-

iate’ means, with respect to any corporation—
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“(i) any corporation more than 50
percent of the stock of which is owned (by
vote or by value), directly or indirectly, by
such corporation, and

“(i1) any partnership more than 50
percent of the capital interests or profits
interests of which is held, directly or indi-
rectly, by such corporation.

“(3) ADJUSTMENT.—The amount taken into
account under subsection (a) with respect to any
stock repurchased by a covered corporation shall be
reduced by the fair market value of any stock issued
by the covered corporation during the taxable year,
including the fair market value of any stock issued
to employees of such covered corporation or a speci-
fied affiliate of such covered corporation during the
taxable year, whether or not such stock is issued in
response to the exercise of an option to purchase
such stock.

“(d) SPECIAL RULES FOR ACQUISITION OF STOCK OF

CERTAIN FOREIGN CORPORATIONS.

“(1) IN GENERAL.—In the case of an acquisi-
tion of stock of an applicable foreign corporation by
a specified affiliate of such corporation (other than

a foreign corporation or a foreign partnership (un-
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less such partnership has a domestic entity as a di-
rect or indirect partner)) from a person who is not
the applicable foreign corporation or a specified affil-
1ate of such applicable foreign corporation, for pur-
poses of this section—

“(A) such specified affiliate shall be treat-
ed as a covered corporation with respect to such
acquisition,

“(B) such acquisition shall be treated as a
repurchase of stock of a covered corporation by
such covered corporation, and

“(C) the adjustment under subsection
(¢)(3) shall be determined only with respect to
stock issued by such specified affiliate to em-
ployees of the specified affiliate.

“(2) SURROGATE FOREIGN CORPORATIONS.—In
the case of a repurchase of stock of a covered surro-
cate foreign corporation by such covered surrogate
foreign corporation, or an acquisition of stock of a
covered surrogate foreign corporation by a specified
affiliate of such corporation, for purposes of this sec-
tion—

“(A) the expatriated entity with respect to

such covered surrogate foreign corporation shall
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be treated as a covered corporation with respect
to such repurchase or acquisition,

“(B) such repurchase or acquisition shall
be treated as a repurchase of stock of a covered
corporation by such covered corporation, and

“(C) the adjustment under subsection
(¢)(3) shall be determined only with respect to
stock issued by such expatriated entity to em-
ployees of the expatriated entity.

“(3) DEFINITIONS.—For purposes of this sub-

section—

“(A) APPLICABLE FOREIGN CORPORA-
TION.—The term ‘applicable foreign corpora-
tion” means any foreign corporation the stock of
which 1s traded on an established securities
market (within the meaning of section
7704(b)(1)).

“(B) COVERED SURROGATE FOREIGN COR-
PORATION.—The term ‘covered surrogate for-
eign corporation’ means any surrogate foreign
corporation (as determined under section
7874(a)(2)(B) by substituting ‘September 20,
2021° for ‘March 4, 2003’ each place it ap-
pears) the stock of which is traded on an estab-

lished securities market (within the meaning of
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section 7704(b)(1)), but only with respect to

taxable years which include any portion of the
applicable period with respect to such corpora-
tion under section 7874(d)(1).

“(C) EXPATRIATED ENTITY.—The term
‘expatriated entity’ has the meaning given such
term by section 7874(a)(2)(A).

“(e) EXCEPTIONS.

Subsection (a) shall not apply—

“(1) to the extent that the repurchase is part
of a reorganization (within the meaning of section
368(a)) and no gain or loss is recognized on such re-
purchase by the shareholder under chapter 1 by rea-
son of such reorganization,

“(2) in any case in which the stock repurchased
18, or an amount of stock equal to the value of the
stock repurchased is, contributed to an employer-
sponsored retirement plan, employee stock ownership
plan, or similar plan,

“(3) in any case in which the total value of the
stock repurchased during the taxable year does not
exceed $1,000,000,

“(4) under regulations prescribed by the Sec-
retary, in cases in which the repurchase is by a deal-

er in securities in the ordinary course of business,
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“(5) to repurchases by a regulated investment
company (as defined in section 851) or a real estate
investment trust, or
“(6) to the extent that the repurchase is treated
as a dividend for purposes of this title.

“(f) REGULATIONS AND GUIDANCE.—The Secretary
shall preseribe such regulations and other guidance as are
necessary or appropriate to administer and to prevent the
avoidance of the purposes of this section, including regula-
tions and other guidance—

“(1) to prevent the abuse of the exceptions pro-

vided by subsection (e),

“(2) to address special classes of stock and pre-
ferred stock, and
“(3) for the application of the rules under sub-

section (d).”.

(b) Tax NoT DEDUCTIBLE.—Paragraph (6) of sec-
tion 275(a) is amended by inserting ““37,” before “41”.

(¢) CLERICAL AMENDMENT.—The table of chapters
for subtitle D is amended by inserting after the item relat-

ing to chapter 36 the following new item:

“CHAPTER 3T—REPURCHASE OF CORPORATE STOCK.
(d) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made by
this section shall apply to repurchases (within the meaning

of section 4501(¢) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986,
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as added by this section) of stock after December 31,
2022,

SEC. 402. APPLICATION OF NET INVESTMENT INCOME TAX

TO TRADE OR BUSINESS INCOME OF CER-
TAIN HIGH INCOME INDIVIDUALS.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 1411 of the Internal Rev-

enue Code of 1986 is amended by adding at the end the

following new subsection:

“(f) APPLICATION TO CERTAIN HIiGH INCOME INDI-

“(1) IN GENERAL.—In the case of any indi-
vidual whose modified adjusted gross income for the
taxable year exceeds the high income threshold
amount, subsection (a)(1) shall be applied by sub-
stituting ‘the greater of specified net income or net
investment income’ for ‘net investment income’ in
subparagraph (A) thereof.

“(2) PHASE-IN OF INCREASE.—The increase in
the tax imposed under subsection (a)(1) by reason of
the application of paragraph (1) of this subsection
shall not exceed the amount which bears the same
ratio to the amount of such increase (determined
without regard to this paragraph) as—

“(A) the excess described in paragraph (1)

bears to; and
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“(B) $100,000 (%2 such amount in the

case of a married taxpayer (as defined in sec-

tion 7703) filing a separate return).

“(3) HIGH INCOME THRESHOLD AMOUNT.—For
purposes of this subsection, the term ‘high income
threshold amount’ means—

“(A) except as provided in subparagraph
(B) or (C), $400,000;

“(B) in the case of a taxpayer making a
joint return under section 6013 or a surviving
spouse (as defined in section 2(a)), $500,000;
and

“(C) in the case of a married taxpayer (as
defined in section 7703) filing a separate re-
turn, 2 of the dollar amount determined under
subparagraph (B).

“(4) SPECIFIED NET INCOME.—For purposes of
this section, the term ‘specified net income’ means
net investment income determined—

“(A) without regard to the phrase ‘other
than such mcome which is derived in the ordi-
nary course of a trade or business not deseribed

in paragraph (2)” in subsection (¢)(1)(A)(1);
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“(B) without regard to the phrase ‘de-
seribed  in paragraph (2)” in  subsection
(e)(1)(A) i);

“(C) without regard to the phrase ‘other
than property held in a trade or business not
deseribed in  paragraph (2)” in subsection
(e)(1)(A)(iih);

“(D) without regard to paragraphs (2),
(3), and (4) of subsection (¢); and

“(E) by treating paragraphs (5) and (6) of
section 469(c) as applying for purposes of sub-

section (¢) of this section.”.

(b) APPLICATION TO TRUSTS
tion 1411(a)(2)(A) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986
is amended by striking “undistributed net investment in-
come”’ and inserting ‘“‘the greater of undistributed speci-
fied net income or undistributed net investment income’.

(¢) CLARIFICATIONS WITH RESPECT TO DETER-
MINATION OF NET INVESTMENT INCOME.—

(1) WAGES SUBJECT TO FICA NOT TAKEN INTO
ACCOUNT.—Section 1411(¢)(6) of the Internal Rev-
enue Code of 1986 is amended by inserting “or
wages received with respect to employment on which
a tax i1s imposed under section 3101(b)” before the

period at the end.
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(2) NET OPERATING LOSSES NOT TAKEN INTO
ACCOUNT.—Section 1411(¢)(1)(B) of the Internal
Revenue Code of 1986 is amended by inserting
“(other than section 172)” after “‘this subtitle”.

(3) INCLUSION OF CERTAIN FOREIGN IN-

COME.—

(A) IN GENERAL.—Section 1411(¢)(1)(A)
of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 is
amended by striking “and” at the end of clause

" at the end of clause (ii1)

(i1), by striking “over’
and inserting “and”, and by adding at the end
the following new clause:

“(iv) any amount includible in gross
income under section 951, 951A, 1293, or
1296, over.”.

(B) PROPER TREATMENT OF CERTAIN
PREVIOUSLY TAXED INCOME.—Section 1411(¢)
of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 is
amended by adding at the end the following
new paragraph:

“(7) CERTAIN PREVIOUSLY TAXED INCOME.—
The Secretary shall issue regulations or other guid-

ance providing for the treatment of distributions of

amounts previously included in gross income for pur-
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poses of chapter 1 but not previously subject to tax

under this section.”.

(d) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendments made by
this section shall apply to taxable years beginning after
December 31, 2022.

(e) TRANSITION RULE.—The regulations or other
cuidance issued by the Secretary under section 1411(¢)(7)
of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (as added by this
section) shall include provisions which provide for the
proper coordination and application of clauses (1) and (iv)
of section 1411(¢)(1)(A) with respect to—

(1) taxable years beginning on or before De-
cember 31, 2022; and

(2) taxable years beginning after such date.
