General Description:

This bill creates a labeling and disclosure requirement for genetically modified meat
products.
Highlighted Provisions:

This bill:

» defines terms;

» requires a genetically modified meat product be conspicuously labeled;

» requires a producer of a genetically modified meat product to disclose certain
information to an individual who requests the information;

» authorizes the Department of Agriculture and Food to impose a civil fine for a
violation of the labeling and information provisions; and

» requires the Department of Agriculture and Food to enforce the provisions.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the state of Utah:
Section 1. Section 4-5-601 is enacted to read:
Part 6. Genetically Modified Meat Products
4-5-601. Definitions.
As used in this part:

(1) "Genetically modified meat product”" means a meat product that:

Section 2. Section 4-5-602 is enacted to read:
4-5-602. Product labeling requirements.

A genetically modified meat product sold in the state shall be conspicuously labeled:

(1) with the words "genetically modified meat product"; and

(2) 1n a place on the packaging that is reasonably certain to notify a consumer that the

product is a genetically modified meat product.

Section 3. Section 4-5-603 is enacted to read:
4-5-603. Consumer information request.

(1) Upon written request, a producer of a genetically modified meat product shall

provide information relating to:

(a) any known harm or side-effect of a genetically modified meat product on an

individual; and

(b) the production or creation of the genetically modified meat product.

(2) A producer of a genetically modified meat product shall provide the information
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described in Subsection (1) no later than 21 days after the day on which the producer receives

the written request.

Section 4. Section 4-5-604 is enacted to read:
4-5-604. Enforcement -- Penalty.
(1) The department shall adopt rules in accordance with this part and Title 63G,

Chapter 3, Utah Administrative Rulemaking Act, as necessary to:

(a) enforce the labeling requirements described in Section 4-5-602;

(b) establish the procedure for a consumer to request information from a meat producer

under Section 4-5-603; and

(c) establish the procedure for imposing and collecting a fine on a meat producer in

violation of this part.

(2) (a) The department may impose an administrative fine against a meat producer in

violation of this part:

(1) upon first violation, a fine of no more than $100;

(i1) upon second violation, a fine of no more than $250; and

(iii) upon third or subsequent violation, a fine of no more than $500.

(b) The department shall deposit a fine imposed under this Subsection (2) into the

General Fund as a dedicated credit to be used by the department for enforcement of this part.

Section 5. Effective date.
This bill takes effect on May 1, 2024.
