This bill appropriates funds for the support and operation of state government for the fiscal
year beginning July 1, 2014 and ending June 30, 2015.

Money Appropriated in this Bill:

This bill appropriates $95,168,400 in operating and capital budgets for fiscal year 2015,
including:

» $31,474,500 from the General Fund;

»  $63,693,900 from various sources as detailed in this bill.

This bill appropriates $2,438,600 in expendable funds and accounts for fiscal year 2015.
Other Special Clauses:

This bill takes effect on July 1, 2014.
