(1) A person interested in becoming a candidate for the office of State Board of
Education member shall:

(a) file a declaration of candidacy [aceordmgto
accordance with Sections 20A-9-201 and 20A-9-202[=];

(b) file a certificate of nomination in accordance with Sections 20A-9-501, 20A-9-502,
and 20A-9-503; or

(c) seek placement on the ballot as a write-in candidate in accordance with Sections
20A-9-601 and 20A-9-602.
(2) The office of State Board of Education member [ts-apartisanoffree:] may be filled

by an individual running as a member of a political party, as unaffiliated, or as a write-in

candidate.
Section 2. Effective date.
If approved by two-thirds of all the members elected to each house, this bill takes effect

upon approval by the governor, or the day following the constitutional time limit of Utah

Constitution, Article VII, Section 8, without the governor's signature, or in the case of a veto,

the date of veto override.
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
