Subject: Agriculture; pesticides; neonicotinoid pesticides; prohibition

Statement of purpose of bill as introduced: This bill proposes to prohibit the

sale, offer for sale or use, distribution, or use of any neonicotinoid treated
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article seed for soybeans or for any crop in the cereal grains crop group. The
bill would also prohibit the application or treatment with a neonicotinoid

pesticide for multiple other uses.

An act relating to banning the use of neonicotinoid pesticides

It is hereby enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Vermont:

ThwGeneral Assembly finds that:

1) W&ld and managed pollinators are essential to the health and vitalit

of Vermont’s agri®gltural economy, environment, and ecosystems. According

to the Department of FiS.and Wildlife (DFW), between 60 and 80 percent of

the State’s wild plants depend™n pollinators to reproduce.

(2) Vermont is home to thous®gds of pollinators, including more than

300 native bee species. Many pollinator sPgcies are in decline or have

disappeared from Vermont, including three bee Shgcies that the State lists as

endangered. The Vermont Center for Ecostudies and %W ’s State of Bees

2022 Report concludes that at least 55 of Vermont’s native b® species need

significant conservation action.

(3) Neonicotinoids are a class of neurotoxic, systemic insecticides ¥gat
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clo%ianidin, thiamethoxam, acetamiprid, dinotefuran, thiacloprid, and
nithiazMge.
4) Aynong other uses, neonicotinoids are commonly applied to crop

seeds as a propWylactic treatment. More than 90 percent of neonicotinoids

applied to treated s8ds move into soil, water, and nontarget plants. According

to the Agency of AgricWlture, Food and Markets. at least 1197.66 tons of seeds

sold in Vermont in 2022 w&e treated with a neonicotinoid product.

5) Integrated pest mana¥ement is a pest management technique that

protects public health, the environiMent, and agricultural productivity by

prioritizing nonchemical pest managenignt techniques. Under integrated pest

management, pesticides are a measure of 1d% resort. According to the

European Academies Science Advisory Councl neonicotinoid seed treatments

are incompatible with integrated pest management.

6) A 2020 Cornell University report that analyZ8d more than 1,100

peer-reviewed studies found that neonicotinoid corn and so%bean seed

treatments pose substantial risks to bees and other pollinators bW provide no
overall net income benefits to farms. DFW similarly recognizes th?

neonicotinoid use contributes to declining pollinator populations.

(7)_A 2014 peer-reviewed study conducted by the Harvard School o
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ocAurrence of colony collapse disorder in honey bees.

(W A 2020 peer-reviewed study published in the journal Nature

Sustainabi found that increased neonicotinoid use in the United States

between 2008 Mad 2014 led to statistically significant reductions in bird

biodiversity, particBlarly among insectivorous and grassland birds.

(9) A 2022 peer¥eviewed study published in the journal Environmental

Science and Technology fond neonicotinoids in 95 percent of the 171

pregnant women who participatgd in the study. Similarly, a 2019 peer-

reviewed study published in the jonal Environmental Research found that

49.1 percent of the U.S. general populd§on had recently been exposed to

neonicotinoids.

(3) provide a detailed evaluation of reasonable responses available to

address the agricultural emergency or the environmental emergency, including

a_determination that the use of the neonicotinoid pesticides to which the

exemption order applies would be effective in addressing the emergency and a

determination that there is no other less harmful pesticide or pest management

practice that would be effective in addressing the emergency,; and

(4) provide a detailed evaluation of the exemption order’s anticipated

effects on_pollinator populations, bird populations, ecosystem health, and

public health, including whether the exemption order will cause undue harm to

pollinator population, bird populations, ecosystem health, and public health.

(d) A written exemption order issued under subsection (b) of this section

may.

(1) establish restrictions related to the use of neonicotinoid pesticides to

which the exemption order applies to minimize harm to pollinator populations,

bird populations, ecosystem health, and public health; or

(2) establish other restrictions related to the use of neonicotinoid

pesticides to which the exemption order applies that the Secretary of

Agriculture, Food and Markets considers necessary.
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(e) Upon issuing a written exemption order under subsection (b) of this

section, the Secretary of Agriculture, Food and Markets shall submit a copy of

the exemption order to the Senate Committees on Natural Resources and

Energy and on Agriculture; the House Committees on Environment and Energy

and on Agriculture, Food Resiliency, and Forestry; and the Agricultural

Innovation Board. The General Assembly shall manage a written exemption

order submitted under this section in the same manner as a report to the

General Assembly and shall post the written exemption order to the website of

the General Assembly.

(3) In implementing the rules required under this subsection, the
Secretary of Agriculture, Food and Markets shall work with farmers, seed
companies, and other relevant parties to ensure that farmers have access to
appropriate varieties and amounts of untreated seed or treated seed that are
not neonicotinoid treated article seeds.
