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It is hereby enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Vermont:
Sec. 1. 13V.SA. §1028a(e) is added to read:

(e) The Commissioner of Corrections shall report quarterly to the House

Committees on Corrections and Institutions, on Judiciary, and on Government

Operations; the Senate Committees on Judiciary and on Government

Operations; and to the Corrections bargaining unit of the Vermont State

Employees’ Association on the total number of reported assaults in the

previous three months by offenders against correctional officers, correctional

staff, and any person lawfully present in a correctional facility. The report

shall indicate the percentage of the total number of reported assaults that

received criminal prosecution and the percentage that recel ved administrative

penalties.
Sec. 2. EFFECTIVE DATE

This act shall take effect on July 1, 2014.
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
