Whereas, on the evening of January 6, 2012, the headquarters of DuBois

Construction, located on Three Mile Bridge Road in Middlesex, was severely

damaged in a multiple-alarm fire to which 13 fire companies from

Washington, Chittenden, and Orange Counties responded, and

Whereas, despite a heroic and valiant effort on the part of all the attending

firefighters, the intensity of the fire was nearly unstoppable, and when the

flames were finally extinguished, the DuBois Construction Inc. headquarters

was left in horrendous condition, with much of the building destroyed, and
