(1) In a transaction for the sale of improved residential real 6
property, the seller shall, unless the buyer has expressly waived the 7
right to receive the disclosure statement under RCW 64.06.010, or 8
unless the transfer is otherwise exempt under RCW 64.06.010, deliver 9
to the buyer a completed seller disclosure statement in the following 10
format and that contains, at a minimum, the following information:11
