BE | T ENACTED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHI NGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. The legislature recognizes the city of
Enunctlaw as the gateway to the Chinook scenic byway in western
Washi ngton. As such, it is the legislature's intent to set the western
term nus of the byway within Enunclaw s city limts. It is further the
| egislature's intent to make attractions within the city of Enuntlaw
eligible for future grant opportunities by establishing an all-
enconpassi ng entrance point for the Chinook scenic byway.

Sec. 2. RCWA47.39.020 and 2011 ¢ 123 s 1 are each anended to read
as follows:

The follow ng portions of highways are designated as part of the
sceni ¢ and recreational highway system

Beginning at a junction with state route nunber 5, thence easterly
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by way of Mrton, Randl e, and Packwood to the junction with state route
nunber 410, approximately 3.5 mles west of Naches; al so

Beginning at the junction with state route nunber 124 in the
vicinity of the Tri-Cities, thence easterly through Wal | ul a and Touchet
to a junction with a county road approximately 2.4 mles west of a
junction with state route nunber 129 at C arkston;

(12) State route nunber 14, beginning at the crossing of G bbons
creek approximately 0.9 mles east of Washougal, thence easterly al ong
the north bank of the Colunmbia river to a point in the vicinity of
Pl yrmout h;

(13) State route nunber 17, beginning at a junction with state
route nunmber 395 in the vicinity of Mesa, thence northerly to the
junction with state route nunber 97 in the vicinity of Brewster;

(14) State route nunber 19, the Chimcum Beaver Valley road,
begi nning at the junction wth state route nunber 104, thence northerly
to the junction wth state route nunber 20;

(15) State route nunber 20, beginning at the junction wth state
route nunber 101 to the ferry zone in Port Townsend; al so

Beginning at the Keystone ferry slip on Widbey Island, thence
northerly and easterly to a junction with state route nunber 153
sout heast of Twi sp; al so

Beginning at the junction of state route nunber 97 in the vicinity
of Okanogan, thence westerly across the Okanogan river to the junction
wi th state route nunber 215; also

Beginning at a junction with state route nunber 97 near Tonasket,
t hence easterly and southerly to a junction with state route nunber 2
at Newport;

(16) State route nunber 25, beginning at the Spokane river bridge,
t hence northerly through Cedonia, Gfford, Kettle Falls, and Northport,
to the Canadi an border;

(17) State route nunber 26, beginning at the Witman county
boundary line, thence easterly by way of the vicinities of La Crosse
and Dusty to a junction with state route nunber 195 in the vicinity of
Col f ax;

(18) State route nunmber 27, beginning at a junction with state
route nunber 195 in the vicinity of Pullmn, thence northerly by way of
the vicinities of Palouse and Garfield to a junction with state route
nunber 271 in the vicinity of OCakesdal e; al so
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Froma junction with state route nunber 271 at Oakesdal e, thence
northerly to the vicinity of Rockford,

(19) State route nunber 31, beginning at the junction wth state
route nunber 20 in Tiger, thence northerly to the Canadi an border;

(20) State route nunber 82, beginning at the junction wth state
route nunber 395 south of the Tri-Cities area, thence southerly to the
end of the route at the Oregon border;

(21) State route nunber 90, beginning at the junction with East
Sunset WAy in the vicinity east of |Issaquah, thence easterly to Thorp
road 9.0 mles west of Ellensburg;

(22) State route nunber 97, beginning at the Oregon border, in a
northerly direction through Toppenish and Wapato to the junction with
state route nunber 82 at Uni on Gap; al so

Begi nning at the junction with state route nunber 10, 2.5 mles
north of Ellensburg, in a northerly direction to the junction wth
state route nunber 2, 4.0 mles east of Leavenworth; also

Begi nning at the junction of state route nunber 153 in the vicinity
south of Pateros, thence northerly by way of the vicinities of
Brewster, Gkanogan, Qmak, R verside, Tonasket, and Ooville to the
i nternational boundary |ine;

(23) State route nunber 97 alternate, beginning at the junction
With state route nunber 2 in the vicinity of Mounitor, thence northerly
to the junction with state route nunber 97, approximately 5.0 mles
north of Chel an;

(24) State route nunmber 101, beginning at the Astoria-Mqgler
bri dge, thence north to Fow er street in Raynond; also

Beginning at a junction with state route nunber 109 in the vicinity
of Queets, thence in a northerly, northeasterly, and easterly direction
by way of Forks to the junction with state route nunber 5 in the
vicinity of A ynpia;

(25) State route nunmber 104, beginning at a junction with state
route nunber 101 in the vicinity south of Discovery bay, thence in a
sout heasterly direction to the Kingston ferry crossing;

(26) State route nunber 105, beginning at a junction with state
route nunmber 101 at Raynond, thence westerly and northerly by way of
Tokel and and North Cove to the shore of Grays Harbor north of Westport;

(46) State route nunber 271, beginning at a junction with state
route nunmber 27 in the vicinity of Oakesdal e, thence northwesterly to
a junction with state route nunber 195 in the vicinity south of
Rosal i a;

(47) State route nunber 272, beginning at the junction with state
route nunmber 195 in Colfax, thence easterly to the Idaho state |ine,
approximately 1.5 m | es east of Pal ouse;

(48) State route nunber 278, beginning at a junction with state
route nunber 27, thence easterly via Rockford to the I daho state |ine;

(49) State route nunber 305, beginning at the Wnslow ferry dock to
the junction with state route nunber 3 approximately 1.0 mle north of
Poul sbo;

(50) State route nunber 395, beginning at the north end of the
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crossing of MIIl <creek in the vicinity of Colville, thence in a
northwesterly directionto a junction with state route nunber 20 at the
west end of the crossing over the Colunbia river at Kettle Falls;

(51) State route nunmber 401, beginning at a junction with state
route nunber 101 at Point Ellice, thence easterly and northerly to a
junction with state route nunber 4 in the vicinity north of Naselle;

(52) State route nunber 410, begi nning ((490—mtes—east—of)) at the
intersection with Farman_street in Enuntlaw, thence in an easterly
direction to the junction with state route nunber 12, approxinmately 3.5
m | es west of Naches;

(53) State route nunber 501, beginning at the junction with state
route nunber 5 in the vicinity of Vancouver, thence northwesterly on
t he New Lower Ri ver road around Vancouver Lake;

(54) State route nunber 503, beginning at the junction with state
route nunber 500, thence northerly by way of Battle Gound and Yale to
the junction with state route nunber 5 in the vicinity of Wodl and;

(55) State route nunber 504, beginning at a junction with state
route nunber 5 at Castle Rock, to the end of the route on Johnston
Ri dge, approximately m | epost 52;

(56) State route nunber 505, beginning at the junction with state
route nunber 504, thence northwesterly by way of Toledo to the junction
wi th state route nunber 5;

(57) State route nunber 508, beginning at the junction with state
route nunber 5, thence in an easterly direction to the junction with
state route nunber 7 in Mrton

(58) State route nunber 525, beginning at the ferry toll booth on
Wi dbey Island to a junction with state route nunmber 20 east of the
Keystone ferry slip;

(59) State route nunber 542, beginning at the junction with state
route nunber 5, thence easterly to the vicinity of Austin pass in
What com county;

(60) State route nunber 547, beginning at the junction with state
route nunber 542 in Kendall, thence northwesterly to the junction wth
state route nunber 9 in the vicinity of the Canadi an border;

(61) State route nunber 706, beginning at the junction with state
route nunber 7 in Elbe, in an easterly direction to the end of the
route at M. Rainier National Park;
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(62) State route nunmber 821, beginning at a junction with state
route nunber 82 at the Yakima firing center interchange, thence in a
northerly direction to a junction with state route nunber 82 at the
Thrall road interchange;

(63) State route nunber 971, Navarre Coul ee road, between the
junction with state route nunber 97 and the junction with South
Lakeshore road;

(64) Beginning at the Anacortes ferry | andi ng, the Washi ngton state
ferries Anacortes/San Juan Islands route, which includes stops at
Lopez, Shaw, Orcas, and San Juan Isl ands; and the roads on San Juan and
Orcas |Islands as described in San Juan |sland county council resol ution
nunber 7, adopted February 5, 2008;

(65) Al Washington state ferry routes.
