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AN ACT relating to health insurance; specifying a time 
limit to seek reimbursement for health insurance 
overpayments; and providing for an effective date.

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Wyoming:

Section 1.  W.S. 26-15-137 is created to read:

26-15-137.  Time limit to seek reimbursement for 
health insurance overpayments.

An action or request for reimbursement of any overpayment 
of a health insurance claim to a health care provider 
pursuant to any health insurance contract shall be brought 
not more than two (2) years after the date the claim was 
paid. No insurer, assignee of the insurer, or other person, 
whether acting for himself or another in connection with a 
health insurance transaction, shall make any claim or seek 
recovery for reimbursement of any overpayment to a health 
care provider pursuant to any health insurance contract 
more than two (2) years after the date the claim was paid, 
unless the claim was fraudulent.

Section 2.  This act shall apply to health insurance 
overpayments made on or after the effective date of this 
act.
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Section 3.  This act is effective July 1, 2024.
