(iii) For jurats, two—deltars—{($2-060—Ffive
dollars ($5.00) per signature;

(iv) For witnessing or attesting a signature,

Ewo—deltlars—{$2-066)—five dollars ($5.00) per signature;

(v) For certifying or attesting copies, £we

deolttars—{$2-066)—five dollars ($5.00) per page certified;

(vi) For taking a wverification wupon oath or

affirmation, £we—dellars—{$2-66)+—five dollars ($5.00) per

certificate;
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(vii) For noting a protest of negotiable

instruments, £we—dellars—{$2-066)0—five dollars ($5.00) per

protest.
