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(c) The division may issue a restricted class "C" or
"M™ license, or both such licenses, to a person who 1Is
between the ages of fourteen (14) and sixteen (16) years
upon receipt of application, payment of the proper feess
and an affidavit of extreme 1inconvenience signed by the

parent or guardian having custody of the applicant. and—a

examination required by W.S. 31-7-114. The licensee may
drive a vehicle only between the hours of 5:00 a.m. and

his parent or guardian. ITf any person while licensed under
this subsection, receives a citation for a moving
violation, the division, upon receipt of the notice of
conviction, shall suspend the license and any other license
or permit evidencing that person"s privilege to operate a
motor vehicle.
